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OUR STOCK IMPORTATIONS.
It ie possible, as The Globe suggests, 

that the expressions of opinion at the 
Farmer’s Convention at Andover on the 
subjects of stock and stock importations 
were not as broad as The Gleaner's sum 
mary, but a careful reading of the re­
ports, with a knowledge of the views of 
certain members who took part in the 
discussion, impresses us strongly with 
the idea that our summary was not over­
drawn in any particular.

Our contemporary has some remarks 
about the Convention’s criticisms and 
our suggestions. It does not agree with 
the view that the recent and former im­
portations did not answer the require­
ments of the general farmer. It says 
the later importations have been gener- 
erally commended and appear to have 
given satisfaction. We are aware that 
some opinions very favorable to the last 
importation of horses have found ex­
pression, and were given much publicity, 
but has our contemporary considered 
the value of such opinions Î Has it ob­
served in them anything in the shape of 
criticism ? Any knowledge of the points 
which contribute to the make up of a 
horse suitable to our general or even 
special needs T Opinions are very easily 
obtained. Some special attention to a 
visitor, and a few pleasant drives, will 
very often bring forth very favorable 
opinion» on horse flesh, but have such 
opinions merit ? The opinion we would 
value would be that of an intelligent and 
thrifty farmer who had examined care­

fully the points of the animal and had 
some experience with him. Bave the 
opinions of such men found expression 
and are they on record T It so, are they 
favorable to the horse? The views as 
expressed at the Andover meeting can 
not pass as commending the animals. 
There is another and more satisfactory 
way of testing the popularity and worth 
•f the recent importation. It is in the 
demand at the annual sales of service. 
If these animals are considered as likely 
to answer the farmer’s needs, they will 
be eagerly sought after, and good prices 
paid for them ; and if, gfter one year’s 
experience, they oome up to expecta­
tions, the demand and the price will 
increase. This will not be de­
nied, more particularly the latter point. 
Now what has been the experience at 
these sales? There have, so far, been 
two of them. The firat realized a very 
good sum, and some of the animals were 
in very good demand. A very large 
number of farmers had come to the sales 
because of the very favorable newspaper 
notices of the horses. The amount real­
ized was 15,480. The other sale took 
place last spring. There had been a 
season’s experience with tke animals. 
The attendance was not large as com­
pared with the last sale. The sum real­
ized tell $2,180 short of last year, the 
amount being $3,300 ; two of the horses 
oould not find a bidder, and were conse­
quently withdrawn, while five of them 
were sold without competition, and at 
♦he upset price. Let us take another 
test, and a still more important one, viz : 
the get of the horse. Does our contem 
porary not know that two of our agricul­
tural societies are suffering loss because 
of the absolute failure of their horses in 
this direction ; and that in some instan­
ces it had been found necessary to de­
stroy the oolte, while in others we have 
samples of the next species to living de­
formities. There have been, it is sure, 
some very good colts produced, but the 
formers have so for failed to see in any 
of them a value at all commensurate 
with the cost of production. Under 
these circumstances one is scarcely justi­
fied in assuming that the recent impor­
tation of horsee had met the needs and 
will anawer the purpose of the general

In regard to the cattle importation 
our contemporary does not appear to be 
particularly impressed with its value. 
It claims, however, that it would be 
difficult, if not impossible, to secure an 
importation that would answer all the 
purposes of our agricultural classes, an 
importation for instance which combines 
the qualities of beef and milk. “The 
two qualities cannot blend in the one 
animal,” says ouv contemporary. Just 
where The Globe got this view we are 
not in a position to aay, but it will strike 
most formera as being exceedingly odd. 
We have always been under the im­
pression, and we think the public have 
■hared in it, that good sized Ayshires 
and Holsteins combine to a charm the 
two qualities. The good sized Ays hire, 
we understand, is a particularly valnable 
animal for the Maritime Province 
formers to invest in. Our contemporary 
Will recall the fact that at the Dominion 
Exhibition in Rt. John, the P. E. Island 
exhibit of Ayrshire», from the Duke of 
Hamilton stock, were awarded first prize 
and were universally admired. It is this 
else» of Ayrshire that our people need. 
We have, it is true on the Stock Farm, 
some Ayrshiree, but as all know they are 
no specimens whatever of the breed in 

. their purity.
We therefore believe that the view o! 

the Andover meeting that the farmers 
should make our future selections of the 
province’s stock, should have the most 
earnest considération. It cannot be ex­
pected that men who have bad no 
opportunity to ascertain by experience 
just what is suitable to the agricultural 
interests of this province, can make 
profitable purchases, and the practice of 
sending such a class of men abroad on 
#o important a mission should, we 
believe, be at once discontinued. Our 
experience in this line has been a pretty

ROUGH ON MR. McLELAN.
Seldom has a political! received such 

a going over from friend or loe as has 
Mr. Mclellan late Postmaster General 
in Sir John’s cabinet, from the Summer- 
side F. E. I. Journal. The Journal is a 
railed tory organ and received from the 
Dominion Government last year $1,132 
for endeavoring to cover up the defects 
of the aduiinstration. We reproduce 
the journal’s article:—

‘•We hail with pleasure the appoint 
ment of the Honorable A. W. McLelan 
to the lieutenant-governorship of Nova 
Scotia. Not that he is possessed of any 
special qualifications for the position, 
but that thereby the Ottawa cabinet will 
be relieved of a member who added 
neither brains nor responsibility to its 
composition. How he ever succeeded 
in gaining entrance to the government 
we are at loss to know, and the only rea­
son we can assign for Sir John retaining 
him so long is that his terrible example 
might have a benifical effect upon ins 
colleagues. A minister of marines and 
fisheries, his treatment of Mr. Whitcber 
betrayed his jealousy and snobbishtesa. 
As finance minister he was a lamentable 
failure in a position from which he had 
speedily to be removed. As postmaster 
general his parsimony brought things to 
a crisis and hurried his retirement from 
l portfolio he should never have defiled.

In government house it is most pro­
bable that he will pose as a total ab­
stainer, as he will find it more economi­
cal. He will also have a rare opportu­
nity of gratifying his miserly propensities 
by beating down and bullying the elder­
ly females who bring eggs, butter and 
fowls to market. It is fortunate for him 
that the Windsor uniform which attired 
him as cabinet minister will stand him 
in good stead as lieutenant governor, 
and tbajt thus lie will be saved the pur­
chase of a new suit. His large inerch- 
au tile business in Nova Scttia will dur­
ing his regime, not sutler under the ma­
nagement of Brother in-law Blaikie who 
proved so convenien an alius at the gen­
eral election.

The new lieutenant governor of Nova 
Scotia is a miserable man who has been 
elevated to a position that should be 
filled by a gentleman. Of a class of whom 
it is said they are too mean to die, he 
will probably live through bis full term 
of five years. While we sympathize with 
Nova Scotia, we congratulate Canada at 
large that she has got i id of Mr. McLellan. 
Hie political grave is waiting for him and 
in a few days he will sink into it," 

Unwept, unhonored, and unsung.”
This is scarcely tho style of writing 

which a moderate press can approve of 
but it shows what some of Sir John’s 
appointees are thought of in their own 
party and what kind of men he will 
sometimes select to assist him in carry­
ing on his administration.

IRISH NEWS.

London, July 12. Most British journals 
agree in saying that Parnell’s demand for 
the appointment of a parliamentary 
committee to examine into the authen­
ticity of the letters charging him with 
crime is unfortunately timed, unhappily 
conceived and inadmissable.

London, July 12. In an interview 
Monday night Parnell said he believed 
the home rule movement would result 
in the establishment of an imperial 
parliament in which England, Scotland, 
Ireland, Wales and the colonies would 
represented. Each country would have 
a separate legislature to manage its local 
affaire. The imperial parliament, he 
thought, would supplant the bouse of 
lords. Parnell said he also believed the 
next general election would result in the 
return to the house of commons of a 
majority of 120 Gladstonians.

Rome, July 12. The recent meeting of 
Irish Bishops which seemed to reopen 
questions closed by the Papal rescript 
surprised and displeased the Vatican. 
Archbishop Walsh, of Dublin, has for 
warded to Cardinal Simeoni a report 
stating that in their double capacity ol 
priests and citizens the Irish Bishops 
thought it their duty to indicate mea­
sures that might prevent the extension 
of existing evils. Mgr. Peraico reports 
that although the bishops were too in­
considerate, they were impelled by a 
desire to improve the situation.

The loss of property 
in the range of twelve countries is estimated 
at a quarter of a million.

A disastrous conflagration visited Alpena, 
Mich., yesterday alternoon, destroying 
several blocks of business houses and private 
residences. 1500 per-ons are homeless.

British lobster packers have been warned 
off the so called French shore and French­
men established in their place.

Tbe French papers state that Gabriel 
Dumont has received from half breeds in 
the Northwest, several letters in which he 
is recognized as the head of his people, and, 
is urged to prevail upon the Federal authori­
ties to grant the Metis their rights, threat­
ening a rebellion unless their requests are 
complied with.

MSAKTRODH FLOODS.

Pittsburg, July 11. The latest esti­
mates of damage by flood to coal puts it 
at over a million dollars.

Wheeling reports the damage in the 
vicinity of Grafton, West Virginia, at 
$250,000, and about Fairmont much 
more. Tbe loss at Brownvillc, Pa., is 
over $125,000. At Uowelsburg, W. Va., 
it is $125,000; in this neighborhood it 
exceeds $100,000.

The flooded district covers an area of 
250 miles.

At McKeesport all mills are closed 
down, and there are hundreds of hoa" e- 
less and destitute.

A Wheeling despatch says nearly every 
bouse and most of the fencing on all the 
low lands between that point and Clarks­
burg on the west, and as far as Grafton 
on the Valley River, have been swept 
away. Tbe channel of the Monongabela 
is constantly filled with houses, fencing, 
timber, saw-logs, shocks of wheat, parts 
of bridges and other debris. The waters 
are now falling, and tbe worst is over.

Boarlog In Horses.

Mr. F. Raymond, F. R. C. V. S., of the 
Royal Horse Infirmary, Woolwich, has 
announced that successful experiments 
have been made in the surgical treat­
ment of horses for the grave defect in 
respiration known as “roaring"—a de­
fect which appears to be on the increase 
and which often renders valuable horses 
almost, if not quite valueless. The op­
eration has been devised by Dr. Fleming, 
C. B., principal veterinary suigeon of the 
army, who for some years has made a 
special study of the morbid conditions 
which give rise to the impediment in 
breathing that causes such distress and 
noise. It consists of an operation on the 
Jaiynx for tbe removal of the obstruc­
tion. Under bis direction Mr. Raymond 
has recently operated upon two army 
horses which were to have been cast for 
“roaring" and m one case complete, and 
in the other almost complete, success 
seemed to have been attained. A great 
advantage of Fleming’s method is that 
the animal suffers no pain, being chloro­
formed; nor does it experience any im­
mediate subsequent inconvenience in 
eating, diinking, or breathing The 
horses operated upon were watered and 
fed in the usual way as soon as they re­
covered from the narcotic; so that even 
if the operation chanced to be unsuccess­
ful, the animal is no worse than before. 
The scar which remains is very small 
and not noticeable. Mr. Raymond pre­
dicts that Fleming’s method of laryngo- 
tomy will take a position among the 
most useful in veterinary surgery.

Llglil Hums to be

Tke Dominion steamer Alert recently 
left Halifax, N. S., with men and material 
for the erection of a lighthouse, for the 
third time, on the west end of Sable 
Island.

The rapid disappearance of this re­
markable island ie one af the present 
marvels of the North Atlantic. Year by 1 
year it lessens in extent, threatening 
scon to be submerged, and its existence 
at no distant day promises to be as great 
a mystery as the location of the mythical 
Atlantis.

Mr. 8. D. Macdonald, F. G. S, who, in 
the interest of science, has made himself 
personally acquainted with this island, 
making a special study of the various 
transformations it has undergone from 
its earliest history, and who has just 
returned, after noting its most recent 
changes, called the attention of Admiral 
Lyons to the rather startling fact that not 
only has the northwest submerged bar 
traveled in pace with the retreating weat 
en J, hut has also changed its direction, 
swerving eastward, and now bears almost 
due north, or at right angle to the island

Eroper, as shown by in 17 miles of 
reakers in bad weather. This renders 

tbe chart of tho North Atlantic, reissued 
during the present year, widely inaccur­
ate, showing an error of from 7 to 10 
miles in the longitude of the outer por­
tion of this bar. Further, this chart 
gives height of sand hills as 150 feet, 
when in no instance could Mr. Mac­
donald find a hummock having an 
elevation of 80 feet. This also misleads 
as to distance.

The lighthouse will not be completed 
probably before August next. In mean 
lime navigation becomes exceedingly 
dangerous from tbe fact of those changes 
and errors of the chart being unknown 
to mariners.

Within a comparatively short space of 
time, dating back but a few years pre­
vious to the founding of the life saving 
station, it has decreased in length from

40 milvs to 19.1, in breadth from 2J miles 
to less than 1 mile.

The future of this island is everything 
but cheering to the navigator, and should 
those destructive forces now in operation 
continue, in not a very remote period 
the sea will claim this island as its own.

The site for the new lighthouse is well 
chosen on a broader portion of the island, 
as near as possible under the circum­
stances to that ever dangerous north­
west bar whose presence has been so 
terribly felt, and in whose secret lies the 
fate of many a missing mariner.

WOMEN IN ANCIENT ROME.

Matron» Who Were Not te Be Trifled
With—A Case of Wholesale Poisoning.
The Roman records show that it was 

not safe to trifle with the feelings of Ro­
man women. They were, like Roman 
men, possessed of great decision of 
character, and when provoked could do 
the most daring deeds, reckless of the 
consequences. If they were treated* 
kindly and on equal terms, they were the 
best of wives, and I am convinced that 
their goodness and firmness were the 
most effectual causes of the freedom 
which they attained. But if husbands 
put Into force their traditional power 
and claimed supreme domination over 
them they were exactly the women to 
resist. And the history of Rome throws 
a lurid light on this aspect of their char­
acter; for occasionally they took stem 
and wild vengeance when husbands went 
too far in their despotic actions. I will 
adduce one or two instances of this:

In the year 331 B. C. many of the 
Roman citizens, and especially many of 
the Roman nobles, were attacked by ap 
unknown disease, which showed the same 
symptoms in all, and nearly all perished. 
The cause was wrapt in obscurity, bat 
at length a maid servant went to a curule 
eediie and said she could explain the 
origin of tho disease, but would not do 
so unless security were given her that 
she would suffer no harm in consequence. 
The curule tedile brought the matter be­
fore the consuls, the consuls consulted 
the senate, and a resolution was iiassed 
guaranteeing safety to the maid servant. 
Whereupon she declared that the deaths 
arose from poison; that the matrons were 
in the habit of compounding drugs, and 
she could take the officials to a house in 
which they would come upon the matrons 
while engaged in the ojieration.

Tho officials accepted her offer, fol­
lowed her and found, as she had said, 
the matrons compounding drugs. About 
twenty of them were conveyed to the 
Forum, and were subjected to an ex­
amination on their doings. Two of them, 
of noble family and with patrician names, 
Cornelia and Sergia, affirmed that the 
drugs were perfectly wholesome. That 
could easily be tested, and the two 
matrons were requested to prove their 
truthfulness by drinking the mixt­
ure. The two matrons begged for 
a few moments of private talk 
with the rest of their associates, but 
within sight of the people. Permis­
sion was granted, a few words were ex­
changed, and then all of tbe twenty 
matrons came back, boldly quaffed the 
liquor, and died in consequence. Than 
a search was made for all tbe matrons 
who had been engaged In this conspiracy 
and 170 were found guilty. The men 
explained the occurrence by asserting 
that the women were infatuated; but 
probably they knew well why recourse 
was had to such violent measures, and 
that Roman matrons were not likely to 
be subjected to tyranny without making 
an effort in one way or another to put 
an end to it.

An occurrence of a similar nature took 
place in 180 B. C. In this case there can 
scarcely be a doubt that a real plague 
raged, for it lasted for three years and 
decimated Italy. But the women were 
enraged with the men for tbe harsh 
measures wliich had been taken against 
them in connection with tbe Baccha­
nalian mysteries, and they seem to have 
regarded the plague as affording a favor­
able opportunity for the use of poison. 
In 180 B. C. the praetor, the consul and 
many othoi illustrious men died. A 
judge was appointed to inquire Into 
these deatlis, and especially to examine if 
poison had been employed. The histori­
ans do not relate the results of tliis inves­
tigation, but we are told that the wife of 
the consul was tried and condemned to 
death.

Thirty-six years after this two men of 
consular rank were poisoned by their 
wives. In subsequent times the use of 
poison became frequent; and particu­
larly, in the early days of the empire the 
matrons about the court were accused of 
having constant recourse to it to get out 
of tbe way men whom they did not like, 
husbands and sons and others oonnseted 
with them, as well as strangers. And 
one writer remarks that wherever there 
were irregularities there were poisonings. 
Some historians have rejected these tales 
of poisoning as the inventions of credu­
lous annalists, I think, without good rea­
son. But whether the stories aretruo 
or false the Romans believed them, ami 
they embody the Roman belief in regard 
to what women could do. And it seems 
to me that we must regard them as indi­
cating that the Roman matrons felt 
sometimes tliat they were badly treated, 
that they ought not to endure the bad 
treatment, and that they ought to take 
the only means that they jiossessed of 
expressing their feelings and wreaking 
their vengeance by employing poison.— 
Principal Donaldson, LL. D., in Contem­
porary Review.
