NEARLY 1,000 MEN DRUNK.
ASTONISHING STATEMENT ABOuT THE
JoHNSTOWN DIsASTER.
Derrorr, Mich., June 10.— Austin S-
Hatch, superintendent at Johnstown of
the Edison eleetric light works, and who
with his wife, had & thrilling escape dur-
ing the flood, made the astonishing
statement vesterday, that not less than
3,000 lives were lost at Johnstown
throngh the use of liguor. “ The loss on
life that may properly be chargad to
liquor,” he said, “ happened in this way.
After the lower portion of the town had
been inundated by the heavy rains, and
the people had been driven to the second
fizor, large numbers of ren left their
houges on rafts and plundered the saloons.
By 3 o'elock in the afternoon there were
certainly nearly a thousand men drunk

and sailing around the streets, and when
the flood came they were dazed and help-
They were unable to save them-
selves, and caught upon and dragged
others down. Beside, their families were
alone and powerless to save themselves
fiom the flood. Had the men been sober
and at home, many families would have
been saved.”

Two cousins named Fraser and Arthur
Benedict, of Eelmont, Hauts county,
while going to achool went in the Ken-
netieook river to hathe. Fraser got be-
| yond his depth and was drowned.

nesday night, being out in a boat, when
the craft upst. His body was discov-
ered Thnrsday. Lord® Ceecil, was 48
years old.

A Hall’s harbor, N. 8., correspondent
of the Sun says: E. M. Robertson, of St.

Worcester, Maes., went sailing from here
Tuesday. 'Eheir boat was capsized by a
squall about'a mile above this place.
They got upon the boat and after great
difficulty righted her, but as the water
was very rough could not clear her of it.
After being two hours in the water Mr.
Boyden succumbed apd died from ex-
posure. The boat wae finally picked np
by the schooner “Sea Bird,” aud Mr.
Robertson was rescued from his pefilous
position after being four hours”in the
water. He was landed at French Cross,
twenty miles from the scene ot the acci-
dent, physically none the worse for the
affair. Mr. Boyden’s remains will Le for-
warded to Worcester for burial.

Digsy. N. 8. June 14.—Two youtbs,
Custa Daley, aged eighteen, son of Juhn
Daley, proprietor of the Royal hotel, and
Harry McBride, aged sixteen, son of John
McBride, both of Digby, lost their lives.
It appears that they were in Mr. Daley’s
sail boat of about thirteen feet keel with
a suall ekiff in fow. They bhad convey-
ed two strangers over to Granville and
returning were seen Ly the crew of a
Long Island schooner who were entering
the strait atthe time a few miles from
the scene of the accident to upset their
boat and sink. The schooner suiled at
once towards the spot, but nothing per
taining to them was seen.

NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE,

There are fifteen lobster factories in
the vicinity of Buctouche, which give
employment to about 150 hands. The
catch this spring is larger than that of
the entire season of 1888,

MoNTREAL, June 16.—An oil retizery
was burned here to-night, and some
freight cars ctanding near. The oil ran
overan area of 15 acres, and the whole
ground wasone blazing mass. The Tloss

WixNiPeG, June 10.—There have
arrived here a number of settlers from
Glen Ulm, Dakota, who iutend makiog
their home in Manitoba. In a five years
trial of Dakota they have lost their erops
every year and leavegthat country in dis-
gust.
