The great Italian ernnpo- 
M*r was 57 years old when he wrote it, 
in 187-2. for production in Cairo, Egypt, 
and he then had to his credit no less 
than twenty-eight more or less success­
ful operas.* All these leaned to the 
melodramatic in form, and Verdi as­
tounded the critics with “Aida,” for in 
it he struck out on a new path, leaving 
behind superficial melodies, showy 
rhythms and Italian artificialities and 
giving in their place dignity of treat­
ment in the solos and choruses, coupled 
with no hie orchestration that presented 
Verdi as a new force in music.

ASK LEAVE 
TO APPEAL.

A. M- Leans Has Not Y et Given 
Up the Fight.

At Toronto yesterday, in the cele­
brated case of Brewer vs. City of Tor­
onto, in which the question of the -val­
idity of the by-law of the city of Tor­
onto, reducing the number of liquor li­
censes, is the issue, judgment was given 
by Chief Justice Mulock ami Justices 
Maclarcn and Clute, sittting in the Divi­
sional Court. The apepal was dismissed 
with costs and the reduction bylaw up­
held.

The court holds that “a by-law pass­
ed tor the next ensuing license year 
continues in force throughout future 
years ’till altered or repealed,’ and the 
words in the second ‘or for any future 
year,’ may be regarded as surplusage.”

To the objection that the town of 
Lost Toronto, which passed a by-laxv 
on February 9th, 1908. limiting to five 
the number of licenses that might be is­
sued in that town, became annexed on 
December 15th, 1908, to the city of To­
ronto, and that there are now two by 
laws in force dealing xvith the same 
matter, but unequal in their effect, the 
court ansxvers that when East Toronto 
became a part of Toronto it became 
subject to the power? of the municipal 
corporation of the city of Toronto in 
respect of limiting the number of tax 
ern licenses, and when the City Cor­
poration passed the by-law that by-laxv 
applied to the xvlinle territory embrac­
ed within the city limits, and in ef 
feet repealed any bv-laxvs inconsistent 
with it.

The objection that after the first 
reading of the by-law some other out 
lying territory became annexed to the 
city, and that the by-law should have 
been reintroduced before its final pas­
sage, the court ansxvers by saying 
that, assuming that such would have 
been the more regular course, no i 
appears to have objected to the meth­
od xvliich was pursued, and doubt] ei 
by apparent inadxertrnre. and not by 
design, it passed through its final read­
ing without réintroduction, a course 
which they think it reasonable to ai 
sume xvouid have been folloxved ii any 
[M-rson bad suggested it. The by-law, 
they hold, is on its fare legal, and they 
refuse to quash it on the mere tech­
nical ground, as under such cireuru 
stance? as the present it is discretion­
ary with the court whether upon ex­
traneous evidence it xvill find such il­
legality in connection xvith its passage 
that it would be unjust to permit it to 
remain in force. Nothing fraudulent, 
or even improper, in connection xrith 
the by-law being shown, they think 
the city’s action in passing the by-laxv 
should not he undone.

The further objection that the 
ncxatica of East Toronto and other 
territory had the effect, of repealing a 
former by-law passed by the city limit 
ini' the number of tavern licenses to 
150. is regarded ns not only not sup­
porting the appeal, but ex en arguing 
in favor of the present by-law, xvhicH 
repealed all inconsistent hy-laxvs, 
amongst them the one formerly allow 
ing 150 licenses.

Mr. A. M. Tvewis. of this city, lias car­
ried on this appeal on behalf of John 
Brewer. J. R. MaeKenzie and M*m. Rob­
inson. Mr. Lewis stated this morning 
that he would ini mediately apply to the 
Court of Appeal for leave to appeal 
from the decision of the Divisional

STORED LIGHT.
Inventor Would Make the Daylight 

Shine at Night.

Petersburg, Ind., April 19.—After ten 
years of persistent effort. David R. Nice­
ly, of this city, has perfected an ar­
rangement. by which lie l>eliex-cs the day 
can be made 24 hours long, and he has 
applied for patents. He has made convex 
and concave, lenses of enormous size, 
which he will place on toxver? 1.000 feet 
high at a distance of 100 miles apart., 
and xxith these expects to supply day­
light many hours after night has fallen.

In order to keep the lenses at a proper 
angle a clockwork apparatus is to be 
provided, and with the lenses so focused 
as to let the light in concentrated rays 
I miss from one to the other, he expects 
to give daylight all the time.

DISMISSED.
Sawyer-Massey Company Success­

ful in Hodgson Case

At Toronto yesterday, by Chief Jus­
tice Mulock and Justices Anglin and 
Clute, judgment was given in Saw­
yer-Massey vs. Hodgson. F. Ayles- | 
worth, for defendant, on appeal from j 
the judgment- of Riddell, J., Kirwan 
Martin for plaintiffs, contra. Defend- I 
ants were sued as guarantors of in­
debtedness of one Lawton. Lawton is 
not a party, and counsel for defend­
ants confined his argument to a plea 
for the relief of Mrs. Hodgson. In 
giving judgment the court said :

M’e are not at all certain that we 
would have reached the conclusion 
that the plaintiff’s agent when de­
manding that Mrs. Hodgson, as reg­
istered owner of the farm occupied 
by herself and her husband, should 
guarantee Lawton's debt, did not 
more than hint at certain unpleasant 
consequences to her husband, should 
she refuse. But the trial judge has 
found that no such threats were 
made. With our hands thus tied we 
cannot, upon conflicting evidence, re­
verse this finding. The cases of Cox 
vs. Adams and Stuart vs. Bank Mon­
treal cited, do not apply to this case. 
Upon the findings of the trial judge 
with xrhich xve are not in a position 
to interfere, the liability of Mrs. Hodg­
son is established. The apjieal fails 
and must be dismissed xvith costs.

KILLED FATHER.
New York Woman Shoots Her Father 

Dead on the Street.

Nexv York. April 19.—John Wallace, a 
65-year-old saw-maker of Brooklyn, was 
shot dead to-night on Stuyvesent ave­
nue near his home.
