1f the law were stringently
enforced it would have-the effect of as
owing the herr:ng to vis t regularly ‘the
coves and harbors in the Bay, aad thus
be the means of largely supplying the
wants of the pedple there. At present
the herring fishery is carvied on £0 loose.
and indiscriminately that large quan:
tities of herring. after being prepared for
market frequently prove useiess. There
is no other regular outlet for this articie
but St Pierre and should this market
fu1l the fishermsn are compelled to throw
their ecargoes overboard. At one time
when a scientilic investigation was made
ot this matier, it was found that herring
to the extent ot filteen feét ‘'were strewn
along thesnore, the natural result of the;
improper use of seines. It iz a remarks
at]e fact that the herring fishery never

Jiotally failed, and the herring last year

was more prolidc #nt abundant than

{any of the preceding years, and he was

of opinion that by proper and judicious
managemout it might be made a very
valuahve aux:lary to our nominal staple
industries, He hoped nothing would
intervene to prevent the prayer of the
petitioners being acceded to,
