Feed alt animals regularly. They not 
only look fer llieir food at the usual time, 
but tho etoinach md cates tho want at the 
stated period. Therefore feed morning, 
noon, ar,d evening, as near the same time a>
pnE8! bio

Guard against the wide and injurious ex­
tremes of eatuung with » x ess and starving 
with want; Food should hoof a suitable 

'quality, and proportioned to tho growth, 
and fattening of animals to their production 
in young and milk, and to their labour and 
exercise. Animals th^t labour need far 
more food, aud that which is far inuro nu*» 
tritious than those that are idle.

Guard all descriptions of stock against 
cold and exposure, especially against cold 
storms of rain, sleet, and damp snow, and 
against lying out on fho cold ground on 
cold rights, in tho epiing and fall.

In dry time, see that animale have a good 
supply of pure water. When tho toun 
nine are low, they drink the drainings of 

fountains, streams, and passages of water 
hich aro unwholesome. If. barns and 

e’ablos are very light and warm, ventilate 
in mild weather, oven in winter.

In feeding animals on apples or roots, be­
gin with a small quantity and gradually in­
crease it. It would be better to have ail 
changes in food made gradually.

MANUFACTüRKn M*scans.—Of tho oft 
repeated adagn, that “no good exists with-*
< ut some partial evil," agricultural chomi<s 
try contributes its illustrations. Wo bavo 
frequently referred to tho great advantages 
of Liebig’s suggestion regarding the dissol­
ving of bones with sulphuric acid. It was 
at once apnreciated by the agricultural 
community, and now, next to guano, is the 
most extensively employed of the poitubl" 
manures. The difficulty experienced by 
farmers, after tho buryen are dissolved, m 
rendering them suffi'- en'Iy dry for the com 
mon method of applying manure, has in 
ducod most of them t<» purchase, these in n 
p,repared state, instead of preparing for 
themselves. The cona-’queoco has been, 
that the most extensive and unblushing 
adulterations 'of this manure has heen car 
nod on. Manufacturers, not saiirfiod wiifi 
an extravagant profit of'snmcthing like 
a ton. have, in many cases, mixed up dm 
olvnd cojtrolites, lime ruht ish, gyp«um,

It was in the year 1833,aud eonsequent- 
ly some years after the YY'arsaw revolution, 
that the young YY'enski, in company with 
some fellow-sulfeiers  ̂returned front France 
to Gallacia. It was! necessary that hi:

Here he found in 
YY'anda, the only daughter, a tender protec­
tress, and she, in him, a worthy object ol 
her sympathy and care.
