The Republicans^of Oiiio have come 

--to t-he-eonelusten that the -United 
States tariff- need a firing, and said- so 
in ïhéif Coin*bus convention.

, ia at least disturbing to Canadians 
."who have been told by high tariff ora­

tors that t-lie tariff system of the 
neighboring Republic was the sum- 
mum bonum of things material. It 
is the more disturbing because the 
Republicans of Ohio are the fathers 
of the present United States tariff. It 
was under the aegis of their greatest 
man that tariff, was planted, grew, 
blossomed and began to bring forth 
fruit. Yet when they wish to elect 
another of their number to the White 
House they are constrained to admit 
in sorrow that the fruit has not been 
atogether good and that the tree 
Æds pruning. This will be sad 
/news to the Canadian manufacturers 
Association and their political allies.

It was not without reflection that 
the Ohio Republicans reached this 
unwelcome decision. Some of the rea­
sons for their failing faith they felt 
necessary to admit, While wages in 
the United States are generally high­
er than in 1897, others things arc high­
er too. The eost of living is higher. 
Rents are higher. The cost of raw- 
materials is higher. The expense of 
production is perhaps higher. The 
gentlemen are right so far as they go 
but they do not go far. Their state­
ment is the truth, but not the whole 
truth. They confess .indeed to the 
failure of the system, but they do 
so in language -as little humiliating 
as possible. Had they desired, they 
might with equal veracity and with­
out telling the public anything re­

-er. They might have said that the

,„cd article; that under the shelter of a 
tariff that pis.xpnte.ii wholesome com­
petition, trusts]" combines and kindred 
enormities have strangled the public 
at will; and that the first breath of a 

• financial storm paralysed the opera­
tions of the artificial system, threw 
the workers out of Wages but did not 
reduce the prices of their products. 
In short they might have confessed 
that the general operations of the 
Dingley tariff have made the condi­
tions ol the makers of manufactured 
goods no better, have made, the con­
ditions of the consumers of manufac­
tured goods much worse, and have 
enabled the factory owner to wax 
portly and wear jewellery on the in­
creasing disproportion between the 

. wages of his employees and the exac­
tions from his customers. They might 
have done'so—but n father never likes 
to protray the follies of his child.

What do they propose to do about 
it?

With all its 
faults they- love it still. They will 
neither abolish it nor propose to radi­
cally relorm it—they will simply an­
nounce their willingness that some­
thing should be done with it, and an­
nounce it in language that leaves both

of the Republican congressmen "are 
"committedTo a maximum and mini­
mum system," .They admit that high 
protection Bag lf?a limitations and can 
be prevented from becoming ruinous 
only by leaving convenient loop-holes 
in the wall through' which foreign 
trade may flow.

ONE OF THE ITEMS
A'statement from .the Minister of 

the Interior last week throws light 
on one of the heavy items of expense 
in connection with the holding of a 
session of Parliament—the prepara­
tion of “returns” of papers requested 
by members to lie laid on the table 
oi the House. Replying to questions 
he said.

Twelve returns were brought down 
during the session of 1905, forty-three 
during the session 1906, thirty-five 
during the session oi 1906-7, and 
twenty-six during the session of 1907- 
8 to date.

No record was kept cl questions 
asked by members in 1905. Seventy- 
one questions were asked in 1906; 
eiie hundred and eight in 1906-7 and 
ninety-three during the present ses­
sion, to date.

No record was kept ol time occu­
pied on returns during, thé seSsibn 
oi 1905. Equal to 2,063 days of one 
man’s time were occupied preparing 
returns and answers to "questions .in 
1906. Equal to 1,050 days of one 
man’s time were given to returns and 
questions in 1905-7, Equal to 677 day.4 
ci one man’s time were occupied in 
prsparing returns and answers to 
questions during the present session 
to date.

For the present session the prepar­
ation of these returns in the Interior 
Department alone has occupied time 
equal to more than two years’ work 
by a clerk of the Department. Last 
session the time occupied exceeded 
three years’ steady work by one 
clerk, For the preceding session the 
returns demanded would have kept 
one clerk working continuously far 
seven years. , •

The information called for cannot 
always nor even usually be compiled 
by the cheapest class oi departmen­
tal employees. Frequently researches 
and computations are necessary 
which can be made only-, by - n chief 
clerk and probably few returns leave 
the Department, on’ which <a clerk cf 
the first class has not fouiul 
sary to spend more or less time. A 
fair estimate worlld be that the labor 
employed in this work costs the 
country on the average1 $100 per 
month. On this basis the cost oi the 
clerical work of -compiling returns ifr 
the Interior Department during the 
present session has amounted to 
$2,500. For last session it would lie 
about $3,600 and for the preceding 
session $8,400. During the three ses­
sions the wage bills oi clerks em­
ployed in supplying information from 
this single Department cannot have 
been far short of $15,000.

There arc a dozen Departments in 
the Government nml a similar ex­
pense is thrown upon each, propor­
tionate to the volume of business un­
der its management. For the present 
session the total expense of prepar­
ing returns in all Departments can 
not have fallen short of $25,000. On 
the same scale the expense during 
last session amounted to $30,000, and 
during tlie previous one to $34,000; 
A total of $145,000 for tlie clerical as­
sistance alone necessary to supply 
Parliament’with information during 
three successive sessions. ‘

Parliament is of course entitled to 
full information regarding the trans­
action of public business, and the 
expense really necessary to provide 
that information is justified. But cf 
the money spent in the preparation 
of returns, the greater portion need 
not be spent at all and a still greater 
proportion of the expenditure is not 
justified by the use made of the re­
turns after they have been prpparcd. 
If the information were not other­
wise available, or if it were used 
after being provided the defence 
might be made that the demands 
were fairly in tlie public interest. 
The plain facts are that most of tlie 
information could be procured with­
out this expense to tlie public, nnd 
that most of it is not used after the 
public have been saddled with the 
expense of producing it.

Each Department issues annually 
an exhaustive report of the year’s 
operations. The Auditor-General is­
sues three bulky volùmes every year 
showing every item, of receipt and ex­
penditure. Information not -suffi­
ciently detailed in the blue books 
may be easily procured by an order 
of the House permitting a private 
member to examine any file or docu- 
ment in the possession of a Depnrt- 

From such sources at least 
fifty per cent, of the information 
called for in returns could be gleaned 
without incurring any extra expense 
to the country. To peruse blue books

and search files would of course in­
volve some labor on the part of the 
seeker after knowledge. It appears 
to be more agreeable to the constitu­
tion of some honorable gentlemen to 
let some one else do tlie labor and 
the country pay the piper. Of the 
returns brought dowrt’ the larger por­
tion are never heard of again after 
they reach the table oi the House. 
The great majority of them pass into 
history as so much monçy spent for 
typewriting and nothing more. Prob­
ably the most of them are never read 
even by the gentlemen who asked for 
then). If they are all read the disap- 
po ntments of the inquisitive gentle­
men must bo numerous for they sel­
dom favor tire House with the results 
of their study. In most cases the in­
formation really desired was probably 
some trifling detail which could have 
been determined from the published 
blue books or by a few moments per­
usal of the files. This detail when 
disclosed in the return, not lending 
itself readily to party advantage, the 
return disappears unhonored nnd un­
sung. And not infrequently a couple 
of sessions Inter tlie same valiant in­
quirer rises to demand the same in­
formation and the country pays for 
the re-preparation of the return.

JAIL THEM.

The Minister of Agriculture has ask­
ed Parliament to make the Fruits Act 
more drastic. It is to:be hoped the. 
emphaèiç will, be placed on the dras­
tic-. What is mostly needed is severer 
penalties tor wrongly marking fruit. 
At least this is wliàt seems most need­
ed from the.western viewpoint. The­
oretically, the law guarantees that 
when a man buysf a barrel of apples 
he. gets what he pays for. But prac­
tically the Western man very fre­
quently pays for Ontario Northern 
Spies and gets No, 2 seedlings. The 
Toronto Globe very sensibly suggests 
that the remedy is to send the offend­
er to jail—and to amend the Act so 
that tlie magistrate will have no- op­
tion about the matter in flagrant 
eases. A man who "is peddling off 
pig-feed at the price of first-class 
fruit is not likely to be convicted and 
brought to repentance by a tine about 
equal to the profit he, makes on a 
dozen barrels. His villainy requires 
a protracted opportunity for reflect­
ing on his ways. - This opportunity 
can beat be provided in the privacy 
of a cell. It is a shame to deny sc 
obvious a chance of moral improve­
ment to what seem to be a consider­
able number of very wayward gentle­
men. 1,.,. T-

NEW GRADING FOR OATS.
Following ire tne amendments pro­

posed by Dr. McIntyre, M.P.. to the 
Inspection and Sale Act. The Bill 
introduced by him strikes out the 
paragraph relating to oats in section 
137 of the Act,, and substitutes the 
following: .;
■•“Extra- No. 1 Western Oats shall 
be white, sound, clean and free from 
other grain, and shall contain ninety- 
five per cent, ofiwhite oats, and shall 
weigli not less than 42 pounds to the 
bushel.

“No.' 1 Western Oats shall be white, 
clean and tree from other grain, shall 
contain ninety-five per cent, of white 
oats, and shall weigh not less than 
38 pounds to tlie bushel.

“No. 2 Western Oats shall be sound, 
clean and flee from other grain, shall 
contain ninety-five per cent, of white 
cats, and shall weigh not less than 
35 pounds to tile bushel.

“No. 3 Western Oats shall be 
sound, reasonably clean, reasonably 
free from other grain, and shall weigh 
not less than 34 pounds to the bushel.

“No. 4 Westerh Oats shall he sound, 
but not clean enough or sufficiently 
free from other 'grain to be graded 
as No. - 3, and shall weigh not less 
than 34 ifbunds to the bushel.

“Extra No. X feed shall be sound 
except as to frost, shall contain not 
more than two per cent, of wheat nor, 
more than one half of one per cent, 
of other grain, shall be reasonably 
clean, and shall weigh not less than 
37 pounds to the measured bushel.

“No. 1 feed shall he sound except 
ns to frost, shall contain not more than 
five per cent, of wheat nor more than 
three per cent, cf other grain, shall be 
reasonably clean, and shall weigli not 
less than 34 pounds to the measured 
bushel.

“No 2 feed—Any oats, sound except 
as to frost, weighing not less than 32 
pounds to the measured, bushel, and 
not good enough to be graded os No. 
1, shall be graded as No. 2 feed.”

MORE POWER TO THEM.

The enlargement of both tlie mem­
bership nnd tlie powers of the Rail­
way Commission will meet with gen­
eral approval. The powers of this 
body are already broader than those 
granted to a similar tribunal by any 
other country in the world, but they 
have been exercised in a wholesome 
manner in the public interests, and 
it is altogether reasonable to sup­
pose that even broader powers will 
be accepted by the Commission as 
opening the door for larger public 
service. Even witli the existing pow­
ers the work of the Commission lias 
grown beyond the abilities of three 
Commissioners, and with tlie1 added 
powers double that number will not 
be more than nedessary. The in­
crease of members will enable the 
Board to sit simultaneously in sec­

tions in different places. This will 
both obviate delays and permit the 
members of each section to become 
familiar in detail-with the transpor­
tation conditions of tlie portions of 
the country in w-hich they respective­
ly exercise authority. The increase 
of powers is designed both to bring 
a wider range of enterprises under 
the beneficent supervision of the 
Commission and to make their super­
vision in their present field of opera­
tions more efficient. Telephone and 
telegraph systems are to be brought 
under their control, and their powers 
of regulating transportation matters 
extended.

Perhaps the most interesting and 
most beneficial extension of power, 
from the Western standpoint, is that 
which will enable, tlie Commission to 
levy reciprocal demurrage on rail­
way companies who do not supply 
cars to shippers in reasonable time 
or do not forward them with reason­
able speed when loaded. Tills has 
been one of the most persistently 
eonimon grievances of Western peo­
ple against the companies, and one 
which has cost both farmers and 
merchants in all parts of tlie West 
dollars nnd cents neither few nor sel­
dom. So persistent and so general 
has it been that the most abject de­
fender cannot acquit the companies 
of consistent and culpable negligence 
of the interests of their patrons'. 
The grievance was aggravated by the 
fact that a shipper who delayed a 
car was forced to pay demurrage 
charges, but had no recourse at all 
against a company either for not sup­
plying a car -when he wanted it or 
for delaying it in transit as long as 
they chose to do so. A year ago this 
steadfast indifference to the shipper's 
interests almost terminated in a tra­
gedy by leaving the prairie country 
without fuel while the miners were 
praying for cars in which to ship the 
fuel. If under its new powers the 
Board can be reasonably successful 
in remedying this one grievance, it 
will have won the abiding gratitude 
of n long-suffering people.

As illustrating one branch of the 
work the Commission has been doing, 
is doing, and should be better able 
to do in future, a statement is ap­
pended of reductions made in freight 
rates during the one month of Janu­
ary last consequent upon orders ui 
the Board:

“Fruit, reductions from a single 
station, St. Catharines, Ont., to Mon­
treal, on .pears, $45 per car ; on staple 
tender fruits, $21 per car; on apples, 
pears, etc., to Winnipeg, $54 per car; 
to Brandon, $72 per car; and on 
pears aiid standard tender fruits tp 
other points, east and west, in like 
proportion ; glass bottles, Wallaceburg 
to Toronto, $15 per car, and to Ham­
ilton $18 per car; cooperage stock, 
Chatham and Wallaceburg to Mont­
real (local and export), $4 per car; 
split peas. Toronto to St. John, N.B. 
(export), $9 per car ; cattle, Windsor 
and Sarnia to Montreal, $4.53 per car; 
metallic shingles, Toronto to Winni­
peg, $30 per car, and to Strathcona, 
Albérfa, $123 per car; grain, ship­
ments between local points (reduced 
to same rate as flour), say, Tliames- 
villo, Ont., to Montreal, $24 per car; 
grain for export, from Windsor to 
Montreal, $6 per car, from Owen 
Sound, $7.50 per car, from Guelph, 
$9 iter ear, and from Toronto, $6 per 

I car; beans, Chatham to St. John, 
| $16.50 per car; packing house pro­
ducts, Toronto to Montreal (export), 
$3 per car; wall paper, Toronto to 
Montreal, $15 per car; all transcon­
tinental traffic, eastern Canada to 
British Columbia terminals, $15 per 
car; also a readjustment of rates from 
distributing centres west oi Montreal, 
so as to place them On a fair basis, 
and a general overhauling of the 
rates from Ontario points eastbound, 
reducing and readjusting them so ns 
to abolish the discrimination which 
has hitherto existed in favor of De­
troit, Port Huron and other points in 
Michigan, as compared with Wind­
sor, Sjtinia, Chatham, and other 
points in western Ontario. The or­
der providing for these far-reaching 
and very important readjustments 
has made extensive réductions in all 
rates from points in western Ontario 
to Montreal, Ottawa and other points 
east as far as St. John, Halifax and 
Sydney; for exmple, Windsor to Mon­
treal. $26 per car; St. Catharines to 
(Quebec, $54 per car.”

Opposition journals allude to these 
as specific instances of the Govern­
ment’s unpreparedness and of the 
strong desire of the Opposition to 
facilitate the business of Parliament.

HONORED AT- HOME.
Reporting the address of President 

Pingle at the annual meeting of the 
Board of Trade, the Medicine Hat 
News says:

Mention was made of the traffic 
bridge- which has now almost reached 
the stage of completion, and we look 
forward with pleasure to the opening 
ceremony, which will doubtless take 
place in a very short time. We un­
derstand that His Worship Mayor 
Cousins and the members ot tlie. city 
council are already taking the neces­
sary steps to celebrate in a fitting 
manner the inauguration of the 
bridge for general traffic. We have 
every reason to feel proud of this 
structure,as it is not every city ot 
five thousand inhabitants can boast 
of a traffic bridge costing $150,0(70, 
and we cannot allow this opportunity 
to pass without noting how much we 
art indebted to the Hon. W. T. Fin­
lay for this public improvement, and 
for the watchful eye he has always 
kept on the interests of the City of 
Medicine Hat arid district in the Pro­
vincial Legislature, of which he is 
such an honored member.

UNRETURNED RETURNS
Ottawa Free Press: A return 

brought down to the House of Com­
mons on motion of Mr. Alex. John­
ston of Cape Breton, affords illumi­
native illustration of the carelessness 
of certain members of the House, of 
Commons as regards the care of pub­
lic documents, nnd incidentally jus­
tifies the attitude of tlie present gov­
ernment, in insisting that precautions 
must be taken lest public documents 
go astray.

Although the rules of the House of 
Commons stipulate that members 
must return to tlie Records office nil 
returns taken out by them upon the 
prorogation of each session, the prac­
tice is to disregard the rule and for 
members to assume that such returns 
are tlieir own personal property. 
How else can we account for tlie fact 
that Mr. Léïurgey had possession of 
one return for 267 days and of anoth­
er for 261, and that even then the 
return was handed back in an incom­
plete condition? Or that members 
can hold these Parliamentary re­
cords for months, and even years? 
The return shows the following glar­
ing instances oi breach of the title of 
the House to the effect that such re­
turns must be given back to the (Tus,- 
tody of the clerks on prorogation, the 
date following the name being that 
upon -which the member secured the 
return, and it being understood that 
in no case lias the f y le been transfer­
red back to its proper custodian:

R. L, Bordepy -October 16th, 1806: 
J. ,E. Armstrong,'February 5th, 1907; 
J. G. H._ Bergeron (two), February 
22nd, 1007 ; Henri Bourqssa, March 
20th, 1607; ,J. D. Reidr April 3rd, 
1907; A. E.’Kemp, April 16tli, 1807; 
H. B. Ames. May 20th, 1907, and May 
27th, 1607 ; O. S. Crocket, December 
12th, 1906; and Uriah Wilson, De­
cember 17 th, 1906.

These documents are the property 
of the. Parliament oi Canada and not 
that of the individual members who 
may either move for them’ or secure 
a loan of them. The House, of Com­
mons ought either to take steps to 
end this abuse of the privilege oi 
procuring public . documents, or it 
ought to change its rules upon the 
subject.

As the maker of the laws of the 
country, it cannot hi 1 common sense 
stand by without protest and. see its 
own laws so ehamcfullv abused.
