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'NEGRO ESGAPED

Negro En Route to Oklahoma From
Edmonton Got Away From Sherift
in North Dakota.

Minot, N.D., June 14.—This morn-
ing at about 2.30 o’clock a coldred
man being taken back to Stillwater,
Oklahoma, t0 answer for the murder
of a white man, effected a sensational
escape from the deputy shesiff in
charge of him just as the So0o train
No. 108 was pulling out of -thie station
at Kenmare. -

Jumped Through Train Window.

The deputy shéfiff and the ‘chief of
police at Kenmare headed & posse this
morning, which 18 scouring the coun-
try for the murderer. No trace of]
him has been found. The names of
the colored man and deputy”sheriff
cannot be learned. The ~offfcer
boarded the train with his prisoner
somewhere near Medicine Hat. He
was handcuffed to the seat in one of
the day coaches. The deputy left
him for a moment just as the train
was pulling out of Keamare. The
prisoner in some way got the hand-
cuffs loose from the seat and made a
break for Hberty. He met the con-
ductor in the vestibule, dashed him
aside and jumped headlong through
the vestibule window. The train had
been making good headway. For
some reason or other the deputy, in
his confusion at the man’s escape, did
not stop the train. It was not be-
lieved possible that he could have
survived the leap from the window
and he was confident that his man
would be picked up by some of the
railroad trackmeén seriously, if not
fatally, injured. The deputy came
through to Minot and went back on
train No. 107, With the chief of
police and others he has been scour-
ing the countryside aill day. There
is no trace of the murderer. He is
still handcuffed, as the handcuffs
which bound his wrists can be opened
only by theé application of machinist’s
tools or keys in the hands of the de-
puty. Foot-prints were found in
the soft ground near the lake at Ken-
mare, but they stopped at the lake
shere. The man may have entered
the water and walked a short distance
to cover up his tracks, and may now
be hiding somewhere in the vicinity of
the town.

The story of the man’s crimes, as
told by the deputy sheriff, 18 that the
colored man - eloped with a white
woman from Stillwater, Oklahoma,
after the prisoner had successfully
negotiated a plan to murder her hus-
band. ' There:.was a sensatienal es-
cape of the pair from ~Oklahoma to
Canad@ian country, where. the deplfy
has spent two months in trying to get
the Canadian authorities to déeliver
them up to him. He finally succeed-
ed in getting the colordd man, but the
white woman is still on the Canadian
side. The man broke the glass in
the vestibule by repeated blows of his
head and then plunged through. A
piece of his clothing and blood stains
on the grass indicate tnat he was in-
jured in going through.

Soar, and Shortage |

London, June 11—For some months
past the pricé of meats in the London

FIRES IN NORTH

LARGE AREA OF TIMBER BURNED

Fire Leaped Athabasca River at
Mirror Landing--Teé¢legraph Agent
Had Narrow Escape, .

Bulletin Special.

Athabasca Landing, June 14.—A
fierce forest fire swept the distriet
in the vicinity of the junction of the
Lesser Slave River and the Athabasca
on.. Saturday afternoon  destroying
thousands of dollars worth of stand-
ing timber, hay and settlers’ build-
ings. The fire started on “the south

side of the Athabasca river, and driven
by a terrific gale, jumped the river,
which ig fully a guarter of @ mile wile,
and continued northward licking up
every stick of timber in ite path.
Settlers on the morth side ‘of the river
confidently expected that the fire
would ourn itself out at the river, and
a8 a matter of fact it suceeeded iu
jumping ‘the river only at 6ne point.
This was at Mirror Landing, seventy
miles up the Athabasea river from
here, at the mouth of the Little Slave
river. It is there that the new gov-
ernment, telegraph station, on the line
being constructed from Edmonton to
Pedce River Crossing by way of Atha-
basca Landing and Grouard, which
is' at the west end of Lesser Slave
Lake, is docated. Mirror Landing is
also the farthest up-river point to
which the Northland Sun, of the Nor-
thern Navigation €Company’s line, pro-
ceeds, and the company has a large
warchouse - there. The government
telegraph station was destroyed, tut
by a strange and remarkable freak cf
the fire, the warehouse-of the steam-
ship company ‘escapeéd damage en-
tirely.

Miss McLeod, sister of Geo. McLeod,
superintendent of the telegraph con-
struction gang, who is the ‘telegraph
agent at ‘Mirror Landing, with her
mother and sisters, narrowly escaped
déath in the flames. They were in
the house into which the telegraph
wire - is' strung, having eclosed the
doors and windows in an effort to
keép out the emoke from the fire
across the wiver, and the first intim-
ation they had tha't the fire had jump-
ed the river was when a burning ‘rce
fell on the house. 8o suddenly had
the flames advanced that they had
not a moment in which to save any
of their household goods or elothing
They barely escaped with their lives.
They took wefuge im the warehouse
of the_ steamship company.

BiG STEEL PROJECT
INSOUTHERN ALBERTA

Option Obtained by St. Paul Capital-
ists on Coal and Iron Deposits
Near Cowley For $250,000—To
Build Railway Into Calgary.

Nelson, B.C., June 12.—An import-
ant railway and development project,
which has been maturing for several
vedars, has béen discovered as a Te-
sult of Gardher & Carney Bros., of
Kaslo, selling over to St. Paul capital-
ists, who are said to have unlimited
capital, an option on coal and iron de-
posits near Cowley, for a quarter of a
million dollars.

The ore is magnetic and assays 65
per cent., and the syndicate Intend to
build a nmredern steel plant, for which
the metal is admirably adapted.

Ottawa, June 14 The census and
statistics office has Jed 4 raport on
the estimated ar d condition ef
the principal.field crops of Canada at
the end of May, based on the 1éports
of a large/staff of correspondants :

The arda of all these flietd crups is
reported 3t 30,554,200 scres, which is
2,359,300 res more than last yveare
and 4,951,060acres more than m 1900,
The largest increase has tawten place
lin wheat which has mwbw rsached 9=
294,800 acres. In 1909 it was 7 350,
400 acres and in 1908 it was €.610,300
acres, which is a gain in two years cf
2,684,500 acres or more than 49 Ler
cent.

The provinces of Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and Albérta increased their
area in wheat from 2,495,466 aerés in
1900 to 5,624,000 ‘acres in 1908 -and
to 8,395,400 in 1910. In Saskatchewan
alone the increase of 'this yedr over
last year is 1,163,000 acres. :

Ontario shows -an increase in fall
wheéat from 581,100 to' 609,200 acres,
and in oats from 3,142,200 to 3,272,-
000 acres; Quebec from 1,574,100 to
1,649,000 acres; Manitoba from 1,890,
000 fo 1,451,000 acres; Saskatchewan
from 1,847,000 to 1,973,000 acres, and
Albérta from 820,000 to 974,000 acres.
