BLOOD POISONING FROM 
SLIVER IN BOY’S ANKLE

Russian Child Taken To Vegreville 
Hospital But Is Later Removed and 
Dies On Way To Warwick—Child’s 
Guardian Charged With Man­
slaughter,

Vegreville, Aug. 20.—Some time ago 
a Russian who lives on a farm near 
Warwick, brought a little boy in to the 
hospital suffering from blood poison­
ing. It seems that the little fellow 
had a sliver in his ankle and for 
jury, it is alleged, developed to blood 
poisoning. The boy had been in the 
hospital for five days when Gurko 
Gulsko, his guardian, came to the 
hospital and took the boy away. The 
boy died before reaching Warwick.

Gulsko was summoned to appear 
before H. R. M. Fozer, J.P., on a 
charge of manslaughter. He was sent 
up to Fort Saskatchewan to appear 
at the next sitting of the court. D. 
H. McKinnon, of Edmonton, appear­
ed for the crown, and A. H. Russel, 
of Vegreville, appeared for the 
accused.

Harry Leisuke, of Mundare settle­
ment, who some time ago tried to 
sell a mare to Sigler & Richardson, 
of Vegreville, and skipped out by 
riding on the tender to Mundare was 
captured by Constables Schreyer and 
Jackson,the latter identifying the pris­
oner. When the boy, being a minor, 
offered the animal for sale, Constable 
Jackson grew suspicious, the result 
being that upon Investigation, it was 
found that the animal had been pick­
ed up off the prairie near Mun­
dare. The boy was tried before Mag­
istrate Fleming and is now at the Fort 
awaiting his trial.

All over this district the farmers 
are in the midst of the harvest.

Two blacktail deer with their 
f-wns have been living In the town 
limits all summer without being mo­
lested.

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OPPOSE MR. TAFT

TO DEFRAUD RAILWAYS.

Conductors Returned Tickets Un- 
puuched and They Are Resold.

Omaha, N^b., Aug. 23.—Half a 
dozen conductors and one train ag­
ent have been discharged by ttife Chi­
cago, Burlington and Quincy railroad 
as the result of an investigation which 
reveals the fact that that company 
has been defrauded out of many 
thousands of dollars. The ticket 
agent, it is said, would sell a ticket 
for a certain train, give the number 
of the ticket to the conductor of that 
‘rain, who instead of punching the 
pai teboard, would return It to the 
veket agent without making a report 
to the company. The agent would 
put the ticket on sale again.

This Is Report Emanating From 
Oyster Bay—Political Pot Beglnn- 
to Boil—Downfall of Bryan Ap­
pears Complete — Congressional 
Nominees 5 to I Against Him.

New York, Aug. 23.—That Presi­
dent Taft is willing to stand for re­
nomination In 1912, and to run against 
Mr. Theodore Roosevelt, was stated in 
despatches from Beverley yesterday, 
following the Oyster Bay announce­
ment of Wednesday, that Mr. Roose­
velt means to go before the people 
again. It the Issue is joined the Pre­
sident’s platform will be the perform­
ance of his administration as against 
that of his predecessor.

Reports from Oyster Bay continue 
to insist, with assurance as to their 
accuracy, that Mr. Roosevelt will de­
clare himself a candidate for the Pre­
sidency In 1912. His friends say he 
probably will take no part in the ap­
proaching state campaign and that 
his severance of cordial relations with 
Mr. Taft Is final.

The followers of Mr. Lloyd C. Gris- 
com, the New York county chair­
man, Insist that while Mr. Taft had 
signified to the old guard leaders his 
approval of Vice-President Sherman 
as temporary chairman of the State 
Convention, his sanction for that 
choice was conditional upon its en­
dorsement by Mr. Roosevelt.

A conference with Mr. Roosevelt, It 
Is said, was promised, and was held, 
but not until an hour after the action 
had been taken by the State Com­
mittee.

Mr. Roosevelt, according to present 
Indications, will remain away from 
the Saratoga convention and will take 
no part in the New York State cam­
paign this year.

He has told recent visitors to Saga­
more Hill that he can conceive of 
no circumstances which would Induce 
him to accept either the governorship 
or senatorship.

Mayor Gaynor as Nominee.
Saratoga, N.Y., Aug. 23.—The De­

mocratic clans are gathering here for 
the meeting of the State Committee. 
Mayor Gaynor is evidently a favorite 
with many members for the guber­
natorial nomination. One of them 
said:

“Judge Gaynor officially knows 
nothing whatever about this move­
ment, but we feel confident that If 
the nomination goes to him from the 
people of the State, as it will, he will 
accept it. We have no word to that 
effect, but we believe that no man 
would decline the nomination for 
President—and virtually that would 
be what Mayor Gaynor would do if 
he refused to run for Governor this 
fall.

“We have been making canvasses 
all over the State and are satisfied 
that the people want the mayor as 
their nominee.”

Bryan's Downfall Complete.
Omaha, Neb., Aug. 23.—Mr. Wil­

liam J. Bryan’s defeat at the Demo­
cratic primaries, when everyone of 
his friends were beaten and the men 
against whom he had railed qs un­
safe and unworthy were elected, many 
of them with tremendous majorities, 
seems complete. The returns are now 
all in, but the utter repudiation of 
Bryan is certain.

The greatest blow to Bryan was the 
defeat of Metcalf for United States 
Senator at the hands ot Hitchcock by 
a three-to-one vote. Metcalf was 
Bryan’s editor and close friend.

Shallengerger, Democratic candi­
date for governor, who had truckled 
to Bryan far enough to agree to sign 
a County Option bill, was defeated by 
Dahlman of Omaha, another of the 
Bryan “undesirables," although the 
vote Is vpry close.

Five to One Against Him.
The Democratic Congressional nom­

inees, six In number, are divided, four 
against Bryan, one neutral, and one 
for him. The State Senatorial ticket 
from this district Is, with the excep­
tion of one man, made up from Bry­
an’s list of undesirables.

On the Republican side the sensa­
tion is the complete turndown of in­
surgency. At the head of the Re­
publican ticket Burkett, standpatter, 
is nominated for the United States 
Senate over Whedon, his Insurgent 

opponent, by a three-to-one vote, 
while Cady, standpatter, gets the 
gubernatorial nomination over Aid- 
rich, Insurgent. The Republican Con­
gressional nominees will Include three 
standpatters, two insurgents, and one 
"progressive." One insurgent, Norris, 
had no opponent, while the other, 
Judge Sutton, was nominated in the 
Omaha district .against a standpatter. 
William Hayward, standpatter and 
secretary of the Republican National 
Committee, is nominated in the Lin­
coln district by a good majority.

SLANDER CAMPAIGN 
IS NOW RE-ACTING

Concerted Attack on Canadian West 
by American Newspapers Has 
Proved to Be a Boomerang to 
Those Who Promulgated 1$.

Winnipeg, Aug. 22—That the efr 
feet ot the recent campaign inaugur­
ated throughout the United States for 
the purpose of stemming the flow of 
emigration from across the border to 
Canada, has been followed by a re­
action in the opposite direction. Is the 
statement made by Howard Everett, 
secretary of the Luse Land Develop­
ment Company, Limited, of St. Paul. 
Mr. Everett backs his, statement by 
the fact that on four private cars 
which arrived over the Great North­
ern from the south this morning un­
der the auspices of the company there 
were 160 homeseekers, every man 
of whom Is prepared to buy land, end 
all of whom are bound for the Tramp­
ing Lake district.

Concerted Attack.
“There is no question about the con­

certed attack on Canada made 
through the Associated Press of the 
United States, at the Instigation prin­
cipally of the railways operating in 
the south and west, and of capitalists 
with varying Interests," said Mr. Ev- 
erelt, “and there is no question about 
the effect of such a campaign. Why, 
tnei.t; days ago we were licked. Our 
company has about 600 agencies 
throughout the States, and following 
that statemenj about the exodus of 
Americans from Canada came discour­
aging reports from almost every one 
of these. Up till about a 
month ago our business had been 
about 100 per cent, better than ever 
before, but as soon as these reports 
began to circulate throughout the 
country It fell off to an alarming de­
gree.

Reaction Sets In.
“However,” continued Mr. Everett, 

a reaction set in, and I am glad to 
say that things are assuming their old 
aspect again. This Is largely due to 
the contradictory statements made by 
Bruce Walker in connection with the 
comparatively unimportant number 
of Americans who had really return­
ed. We wrote to every one of the 
settlers whom we had placed within 
the past two years and we asked them 
to write -to their home papers-giving 
a true and Impartial view of the con­
ditions as they existed throughout the 
west. These reports coming as they 
did from former residents of tHe 
districts in whose papers they appear­
ed, have done more1 to convince the 
people of the south of the falsity of 
the statements made against Canada 
than anything else could _ do. The 
result Is that within the past flfteeh 
days a reaction has set In, and the 
scare may be said to have been ex­
ploded. The efforts of the traducers 
are gradually losing their force, as 
their statements receive a contradic­
tion. o

Efforts Toward^ Refutation.
"The Dominion officials everywhere 

are being made to further discredit 
these calumnious reports," said Mr. 
Everett. The Dominion officials every­
where are increasing their vigilance, 
and doubling their attendance at the 
various points where fall fairs are 
being held. They are also continu­
ing their advertising In the magasines 
and papers throughout -the States, 
longer than usual this year. The gov­
ernment In conjunction with the C. 
N. R. and G. T. P. lines Is-JgMgtog 
a huge exhibit for the Minnesota state 
fair in September, and altogether 
everything possible Is being done to 
reinstate Canada In the minds of 
the people»-’.

Strong Proof.

In 1909, over one hun 
dred thousand crossed the border to 
become Canadian subjects. This tre­
mendous increase, instead of being 
checked by misrepresentation, con 
tinues to grow and for the first three 
months of the present fiscal year 
there was an advance of.flltly per cent, 
over the phenomenal "figures of the 
corresponding period last year. It Is 
not probable that the same great In­
crease will be continued during the 
whole year, but if it should, Canada 
will receive ’ over one hundred and: 
fifty thousand American settlers in 
1910, and, In any case, not less than, 
a hundred thousand,' the great ma­
jority making Its permanent home in 
the west.

“In the face ot these figures, misre­
presentation concerning western 
Canada Is shown to be quite useless; 
the Influence of those who have left 
the United States for Canada, assum­
ing that they are satisfied In their 
new surroundings, will more than 
counteract any system of false, report­
ing that could be devised, however 
extensive and well supported it may 
be. If Canada is providing satisfac­
tory to the Americans who have gone 
there to live, and there'is every evi­
dence to prove that it Is, that country 
need fear nothing *rom Inspired and 
manufactured evidence to the con­
trary, for the Americans will continue 
to go where they can do best for 
themselves."

An Appeal.
The pamphlet concludes with an 

appeal:

POLICE FOR HARVESTERS’ TRAIN

London, Aug. 22.—Eighteen lives 
were lost when the jiritish cruiser 
Bedford ran ashore on the rocks off 
Quelvart Island, Korea, yesterday, ac­
cording to the report received by the 
Admirait}’. The victims were labor­
ers of the engine room staff. The 
vessel Is seriously damaged.

It appears that the Bedford struck 
the rocks two miles west of Quelvart 
Island, which lies about fifty miles 
south of Korea, off the entrance to the 
Strait ot Korea. During the thick fog 
at four o’clock Sunday morning the 
cruiser was sailing with a British 
squadron from Wei-Hai-Wei, China, 
for Nagasal. The bottoifi section of 
the ship and the machinery, accord­
ing to wireless reports, suffered seri­
ous damage from the rocks, and the 
cruiser Is pounding badly In the high 
seas. A number of Japanese war­
ships, accompanied by lighter and 
salvage crews, were despatched from 
the nearest Japanese station Immedl-j 
ately upon receipt of the news of 
the disaster. But whether the ship 
can be salvaged is doubtful.

The accident occurred during the 
full speed trials ot the vessel, and 
the cruiser was evidently badly holed, 
since the deaths are stated, officially, 
to have been due to an Inrush of 
water. The officers and crew have 
been taken off. The sister warships 
Minotaur and Monmouth, of the Brit­
ish squadron, which anchored yester­
day near the wreck to render any 
service possible, were obliged to put 
to sea last night owing to the heavy 
weather which prevailed.
