General Botha was the

first Prime Minister of

the Union of South Afri-

ca, and he has gone to

the country on his re-
cord. The Union of South Africa was
formed under the South Africa Act
which passed the home parliament on
Sept. 20th, 1909. Under its term the
self-governing colonies of Cape Col-
ony, Natal, the Transvaal and the
Orange River Colony formed the
Union of South- Africa. The TUnion
Parliament has two chambers, a Sen-
ate and a House of Assembly. The‘
Senate consists of forty members. The
House of Assembly has 121 members,
distributed as follows: Cape of Good
Hope 51, Natal 17, Transvaal 36, and
the Orange Free State 17. The mem-
bers must be British subjects of Eu-
ropean descent.

General Botha has had a hard
struggle since the war commenced.
He has had to face and put down a
rebellion, and he also undertook
opposéd by the Nationalists, led
by General Herzog, the campaign
which brought German S. W. Africa
under the control of the Union. He
also favoured aiding the Empire by
sending troops to fight in Europe ' or
elsewhere. General Herzog opposes
this policy. Four parties are 'in the
field in this Election: South African
party, led by General Botha; the
Unionist party, led by Sir Thomas
Smartt; the Nationalists led by Gen-
eral Herzog and the Labour party.
An arrangement was made to avoid
three cornered contests. In a num-
ber of constituencies Botha with-
drew his candidates in favour of
Unionist, and the Unionists withdraw
from others in favor of Botha's meh.
In the Orange Free States, where Her-
zog is supposed to be strong, Botha
is contesting every one of the seven-
teen seats. Sir Thomas Smartt,\al-
though there is no coalition between
the Unionists and the South African
Party, has undertaken fo support Gen-
eral Botha in all matters where Im-
perial interests are involved. The is-
sue between Botha and Herzog is
defined as one Dbetween the ‘“One
Streamers” and the “Two Streamers.”
Botha is urging unity of action be-
tween the -Dutch and English, and ask-
ing them to persevere on the road of
mutual respect and co-operation, lead-
ing to true harmony and peace.

How an Englishman
Dies for the Flag.

I can hear someone
sounding the great challenge, “Halt,
who comes there?’ With a tremen-
dous effort he staggered up and, in a
terrible voice, shouted, with almost
superhuman strength, ‘An English-
man, who did his duty.” Shall I ever
forget that scene! The gray dawn
breaking in the east, and over all an
ineffable peace seemed to reign. The
only sound to be heard was an aero-
plane that was just going over our
lines and the drone of its propeller. #
““That is how an English soldier
meets his death. Similar scenes take
place day after day all along the line,
but it is only with this particular in-
cident that I am concerned. I say to
Nottingham men who are loath to
join: Have you not a single friend
who has fallen in this Armageddon?
A brother, cousin, or a very _dear
friend whose. blood calls on you to
avenge him? Isn’t your conscience
shattered with visions of the hun-
dreds of small wooden crosses that lie
scattered all over France? Are you
not afraid that the spirit of your dead
brothers will rise up and call you
‘Coward’?”

Big Catch of Walrus.

Eskimo Crew of Steamer Bag 1,353
Off Siberian Coast.

Seattle, Wash., Oct. 16.— After a

successful walrus hunting expedition

in the Arctie, headed by Capt. O. A.

Aannevik, noted navigator of the Far

North, the steamer Corwin has reach-

ed Seattle.

The Corwin left this port last May

and after delivering cargo and passen-

gers at Nome was outfitted for a

cruise. to the Siberian coast and far

into the Arctic. With all her pas-

senger accommodations removed,

Capt. Annevik heading the expedition

and Capt. R. J. Healey acting as nayvi-

gator, the Corwin steamed direct from

Nome for the Siberian coast. Twenty

Eskimos, skilled in hunting ‘walrus,

were obtained and with her officers,

the only white men aboard, the vessel

began her cruise in search of big

game.

The Corwin made two hunting

cruises in the Arctic; going as far as

latitude- 69.40 north. On the first

cruise her crew bagged 837 walrus,

which were discharged into the

freighter Latouche at Nome and sent

to Seattle. On the second expedition

the crew bagged 516 “walrus, from
which were obtained 100 tons of hides,
4,000 pounds of ivory and 165 barrels
of oil, the vessel’s cargo when she
arrived in Seattle.

‘“There were unusual iee conditions
in the far north this year and the
bergs and floes were further south
than I have ever seen them in my
cruises of the Arctic,” said Capt. Aan-
nevik. “There was a big blizzard on
the Fourth of July in the Arctic and
more than ten inches of sn6w was on
the Corwin’s deck before the storm
was over. There was also a great
deal of ice off the Siberian coast, es-
pecially near Cape North. Our catch
of a total of 1,353 walrus on the two
cruises is the largest ever made by
one vessel in a season. It is the
record for Arctic waters.

“The Eskimos are very prosperous
as a result of their successful hunts
in the Arctic and ‘almost dictate their
terms to the owners and masters ofy
vessels or cruisers. The twenty Es-
kimos we had were paid by the day in
cash. They are getting to be shrewd

Offered Bribe
to the Serbians.

Prince Alexander Refuses to Sell His
Country to Austria.—Greek Muni-
tions for the Turks.

Chicago, Oct. 16.—A cable to the
Tribune from Paris, says:

The information reached here to-
day that Austria a month ago offered

tempting terms of peace to Serbia.
And only the intervention of Prince
Alexander, who said that Serbia was
ready to die by the sword rather than
be a traitor, prevented 2 acceptance
of the offer Austria’s peace terms
were that Serbia should retain all
territory held before the war, with the
exception -of Bulgarian Macedonia,
which was to be handed back to Bul-
garia. Serbia, of course, was to al-
low . Austria and Germany to send
troops and munitions to Constanti-
nople through Serbia and s Bulgaria
via Belgrade.

For this purpose the Belgrade sec-
tor of the country was to be ceded to
Austria, for the period of the war,
Austria guaranteeing to return it at
the end of the.hostilities.

The Serbian council was seriously
considering the offer which, in their
view, required no greater sacrifices
on the part -of Serbia than the allies’
proposals to patify Bulgaria, and
would let Serbia out of more fighting.
when Price Alexander dramatically
ended the discussion. :

It also became known here to-day
in connection with the refusal of
Greece to support Serbia that Greece
has for some time been actively sup-
plying Turkey with munitions of war.
Greek vessels have been obtaining
permission to enter the port of Smyr-
na for cargoes of figs contracted for
before the war. Ostensibly the Greek
vessels entered Smyrna with light
cargo, but in reality they were every
time loaded with munitions for the
Turkish Army. Only recently have
the allies learned what was going on
and Greek vessels going to Smyrna
al'e now stopped
