A Revolution in an Hour.—It 
takes but a few hours to start and*to 
finish a revolution in Panama. The 
last one was peculiarily managed, and 
The Star and Herald giyes the ac­
companying version of the whole af­
fair : “ The uninitiated in the politics 
of Panama were rather astonished 
on waking up Sunday morning, July 
5, to find that a revolution had occur- 
ed about 6 o’clock, the Government 
been overturned, the President impri­
soned, and a Provisional Government 
installed, and all done in the quietest 
manner possible. The revolution sim­
ply consisted in the Acting President 
Diaz handing over the Government to 
the commander of the forces, Gen. 
Ponce, and making himself a volun­
tary prisoner until a Provisional Gov­
ernment could be established, of 
whi ch Gen. Ponce has been establish­
ed as head”

Insurance Companies With­

drawing.—The Montreal News says: 
—* ‘We hear that several—we believe 
that seven or eight—United States’ 
Insurance corporations, now doing 
business in this city, will withdraw 
their agencies on the 1st of August ,in 
consequence of the inability or unwill­
ingness to comply with the provisions 
of the new Insurance Act, which com­
pels a deposit of $100,60Q for combin­
ed fire and life companies. In one or 
two instances, it is said, the terms of 
the Companies’ charters will prevent 
the lodgment of any deposit. On the 
other hand, we hear of one or two 
well known and stable companies, 
which have not hitherto done business 
here being about to make the requir­
ed deposit, and to establish agencies 
in all the principal cities of the Do­
minion.
