Coal Fires.—Never fill the. stove more 
thah half or two. thirds full of coal, even 
in the coldest weather. When the fire is 
low, never shako tho grate or disturb the 
ashes, but add from ten to fifteen small 
lumps of coal, and- set the draft open. 
When these are heute«\ through, and 
somewhat ignited, add the amount neces 
sary to a now fire, but do not disturb tfie 
ashes yet. Let the draft bo open half-an- 
hour. Now shake out the ashes. The 
coal will be thoroughly ignited, and will 
keep tho stove at a high heat from six to 
twelve hours, according to the coldness of 
the weather. In very cold weather, after 
tho fire is made, add fuel every hour.

The Scotch in America.—Some 10»- 
000 Scotch immigrants arrived at the 
port of New York during the past year.
