I beg to inform you that the Williams
Creek Hospital will not be closed. ¢ '

Mr. O’Reilly seeing the great necessity for
keeping the institution open consalted the
President,, Mr. James Wattie, and other
members of our late committee and proposed
to advance a sum which would furnish stores,
medicines and medical comforts, leaving to
those gentlemen-to supply fuel and the mak-
ing of some necessary improvements to the
buildiog itself for the coming wiater.

This step was taken by Judge O’Reilly in
aoticipation of His Excellency. Governor
Seymour’s directions on the subject, and the
work of cutting - logs and erecting a w
shed was commenced forthwith. T believe
the opinion of ‘all parties in Cariboo is, that
with a Government appropriation some thin
like adequate to the expenses of a hospita
here the miners would assist in its mainten—
ance, and the hospital would be placed on a
suitable and permaneént foundation. .

believe that there is unnecessary delay some-
where, they are not prepared 1o say where;
more particularly in Colonial letters. ander
the present arrangemeants, whieh indueces: the
public to patronise the express in preference
to the mail, with letters from Williams Creek
to Victoria and intervening points.,”

The enly inference that can be drawn from
the paragraph is; that I, as an expresamao;
bave delayed ths delivery of mails for the
purpose of indueing the public to patronise
the express. In this the Grand Juary bhave
bat givea utterance in a public manner tos
report which has, to my prejudice, been very
extensively circulated.

The misapprehension, for such I take it to
be. has arisen in this way :—The mail con-
tract called for a service three times per month
to William¢ Creek, to leave New W estminiter
on lhe arrival of the mails by the California
st-amer. The Victoria and New Westmioster
steamers, the up-river steamers to Dounglas
and Yale, and the steamer from Sod# Creek,
made two trips per week ; the stages over the
portages to Clinton, and from Yale via Clinten
to Soda Oreek, also made tweo trips per. week,
80 that a regular semi- weekly communication
was kept up between Viotoria and Quesnelle
Mouih. 3

Now, it appeared to me preposterous thas
80 regular and frequent a communication
should exist to within fifty-five miles of the
principal business place in ihe colony, and
no further. - I, therefore, determined to: com-
pletc the line by rugning a semi-weekly .
newspaper and package express from Ques<
nelle Mouth' to: Williams Creek: 'lo have
refased to carry ‘letiers would bave been an
act of injustice to the business community,
who are iy ehief sapporters, and indeed. i
needed the letter business to render it: at all
remunerative. ' Thus, then, the express: ar-
rived semi-weekly, whilst the mail only ar-
rivéd tri- monthly.

_The sssumption on the part of a few indi-.
viduals was, that “the  mail ‘was held over to.
serve the purpdses of the express. - This was.
not the ¢ase as I am prepared to prove.
