In discussing the é\iestlo‘n today
bers of the.union stated that the schéme
would undounbtedly Be reported on favor-
ably by the executive tommittee and adopt-
ed at the next meetinig of the union.

“It “is .am.exceHent pemsion system;:and
there is praefically no opposition -to .its
adoption,”. id; - A’ G.; Perry, presi-
dent of . the loen eet -
union, to a Province representative. today.
‘““But’ the men may possibly ask for some
slight modifications ¢ in the age limit: at
which. benefits are: to be received, and
-also with. regard-te~the length® of ‘service
in the comﬂany's,employ before participat-
ing in the pension benefits. The submis-
sion of the scheme shows the ecareful . re-
gard the management has for the welfare
of ‘the employees, apd  will ‘still further
cement the very cordial relations between
the employees and the management.”

All the employees of the company are at
present in receipt ‘of* a yearly bonus con-
sisting of a certain percentage of the com-
pany’s profits, which amounts to- about
$40 per man. The' pension scheme sug-
gests that each man -contribute $3' of this
bonus each year toward the pension fund.
For every dollar contributed by the em-
ployees the' company will contribute a
similar, amount—all of whic¢h is to be 1n-
vested and draw Interest as' a perpetual
pension © fund. = A -representative of the
company and one from the employees are
to be the, trustées of the fund, -and in the.
sevent. of a deadlock between them on any
question, a third party is fo be agreed up-
on whose decisions are to be final. 'All em-
ployees over sixty ‘years of age who have
beem in. the service of the company for a
term - of fifteen years® will -be eligible to
participate in the benefits of the pension
fond,  which- will of course amount -to a
large sum in a few years. The amount of
benefit’ to b> received will be ual to
quarter of the average salary which the
employees received -during the last three
years .of his service with the company.
The . trustees, however; are. to have dis-
cretionary powers, and if a man ls in ur-
gent want when entitled to pension bene-
fits, the amount he .is to receive may be
Ancreased to an amount equal to half ‘the
average salary of the benéficiary.

As there are at present .over five .hun-
dred men in the company's employ, it
would ‘mean that . $1,500 would be  con-
tributec "yeariy by the men at practically
no-outlay te -them, while a similar amount
would be added to the fund every year by
the company. 5

He has been taken to Port Townsend
for confinement in the immigrant deten-
tion shed, pending confirmation of the
decision of a. spegial board of immigra-
tion . officials which decided to deport
him from- Seattle,

of glanders was constitutional and intra
vires and everything else that is’good
‘says the Vancouver' World.  The- mat-
ter came up on_ application in Brooks
vs. Moore. Mr. Brooks is a horse
owner. Dr. Moore is the Dominion vet-
erinary surgeon. Somie time ago Brooks
got out an injunction .to restrain  Dr.
Moore from destroying bis horses. This
injunetion Mr. Justice Morrison contin-
ved this morning ' in ‘view of ‘the fact
that Mr. Kappelle, for ' Brooks, said
that he would appeal. It was.intimated
‘that the manner of ecarrying out the
law might be a ground for an injus-
tice as well as the question of the con-
stitutionality of the law. Mr. Justice
Morrison said“that he supposed that the
chief justice no doubt had all the facts
before him when he ‘granted the injune-
tion.  Mfr. Duncan, for Dr. Moore, said
that the ‘chief justice . ¢ould “not ‘have
had the matter fully befére him s he
wonid not listen to anything at all that
Mr. Duncan ‘had to say. Mr. Duncan
went on to point out that the ‘govern-
ment was not actuated by any desire
to slaughter horses as some seemed to
suppose. - The ' government’s object and
.the ‘object of the law was to protect the
public from the ravages of a terrible dis-
ease. Mr. Justice Morrison wanted to
know if there  was any. danger 'from.
Mr. Brook’s horses at:present. It was:

He was aeting gov-
ernor during Mr. Ross’ illness, and sub-
sequently when Mr. Congdon resigned he
was administrator -until Mr. McInnes as-
sumed office.

Wood says, is much-more extensive than
the name would indicate. For instance,
they ; help in the administration of the
mining laws, crown timber and land regu-
lations, act @8 postmasters, and represent
the various  departments in the districts
where it would not pay to maintain separ-
ate offices.’
