JOHNSTON COMMITTED FOB TRIAL.

On Wednesday last, Johnson, the man 
arrested at Sussex by Deputy Sheriff Haw­
thorn of Fredericton, for a serious assault on 
Conductor Atridge, wae brought before Wm. 
Dibblee, Police Magistrate, of Woodstock, 
and examined. The main pointe of the evi­
dence againet him were, that about 10 o’clock 
at night on the 10th of April, 1884, as 
Edward Atridge was returning from the 
residence of Dr. Gaynor, whither be bad been 
conducting a lady passenger who had come 
on hie train from Houlton that evening, he 
wae met by the accused when on the bridge 
about 200 yards from the station, and etruck 
on the bead with some hard instrument, 
which, from the evidence given, would ap­
pear to have been a steel knuckle. The blow 
knocked Atridge down, but he called out 
■• murder ” ae he fell. He wae etruck egain 
on the heed and stunned, end five wounde 
were inflicted upon hie face. Help at once 
arrived, and although Atridge bled freely he 
wae able to walk to the station, where bis 
wounds were dressed by Dr. Gaynor. At­
ridge ewore that he wae laid up within one day 
of five weeks from the effects of the assault. 
Bv cross-questioning it wae learned that an 
ill-feeling had existed for some months pre­
vious to the assault, between Atridge and 
Johnston end that the partiee were not on 
epeeking terms.

At the examination, A. B. Connell, ao- 
peared for the prosecution, and Mewre. J. B. 
Murphy and D. J. Jordan for the defence. 
The prisoner was committed for trial at the 
next setting of the Carleton County Court.
