The People Preparing to Humble the New York
Central.

A1LBANY, Feb. 21,—The railway interests
this year are actively lobbying and the
people are preparing to take issue with the
New York Central monopoly. The issue is
no narrow one to obtain cheap or special
rites in favor of this man. or that one.
It is a matter of prificiple. Vanderbilt’s
theory, as publicly asserted by his hired
attorneys, is that this New York Central'is
a private highway—its books and its in-
come not subject to_legielative control and
supervision. The people take issue, and
the legislature, no less than the law officer
of the state, known as the attorney-general,

are the tribunals which the masses appeal
to to pass laws apd enforce their just
rights, provided ‘the'judiciary has vot fallen
too low todo its eduty in the premises
whenever complaints are properly brought
before it. The root.of the evils complained
of lies down ‘‘deep in the well.”” The
rights of the-New York Central monopoly,
as the statutes show, have not been ham-
pered. It is a road toward which this
state has exercised sufficient liberality to
warrant those who control the consolidated
ling in defying the power of the legislature
at times when not able to control it by
corrupt means, And yet, whenever a pro
rata freight, a milk or some other measure
~-no more, stringenk than that passed in
Massachusetts and in many other states—
has been g‘rese“nted, the Oily Gammon hier-
lings of this monopely have been heard to
use all sorts of argument against such
bills, the final one usually being that it
would hurt New York. These men knew
how very tender and sedsitive the bmsiness
men in New York city were, and this was
the danger signal often held out.

| POLICE COMMISSIONERS.
Disoussing a Kaotty Problem-—The Police Blamed
for Laxity—Forming a Citizens’ Association
; —How Will The Whole Thing End.
Another step was faken yesterday after-
noon towards the stamping otit of the social
evil, and the gentlemen that made the step
flatter themselves that they have at last
landed ont & rock of harmony and co-oper-
ation, A deputation .composed of Revs.
Principal Cavan, Dr. Hunter, S.J, Hunter,
J. Reid,” John 'Smith, J, Barton, H.
Mellville and Messrs. Clarke Gamble, F.
Fenton, John Harvie, 'Jas. Thompson. Jas.
Dobson, H. D. Johnson and others assem-
bled ina room in Shaftesbury hall at 2.30

A BRUSH WITH/THE P, M. :
Mr. Gamble was very sorry that ina cer-

were assimilated with, “at they were wil-
ling to join hands with any of the city
charities to provide for  those fallen, crea-
tures.

PRINCIPAL CAVAN OF STATISTICS. :

The gentlemen pre-
sent came there in good faith to heip the
commissioners with such moral influence as
the{ commanded, and have the evil dealt
with on its own merits. - Houses of prosti-
tution leads to other ciimes, puch as rob-
bery, ussault, and drinking. We do not
want to trust to cold, imperative law to do
our duty. The law recognizes these places
as an offence, and, the moral senge of the
commuhity urges. the enforcement of the
law. A listof those places should be given
to Mr. Fenton to assist him. in their sop-
pression, and we would ,ask the commis-
sioners ta bring all the power of the police
force to assist him, The deputation repre-
sented the best sentiment in the cominu-
nity, and he -hoped their presence there
would aid the commissioners. We do not
want to djctate, but we womld, ask that such
means ken to watch these places that
they could be pounced upon at once. The
