“They do it-by wearing high-heeled
shoes. Of course, I am speaking of young
girls and missés, and not of grown-up per-
sons of either sex. Now, the misses and
young ladies of France wear heels that are
even higher than we are accustomed to see
in this country, But the heel of tie
French shoe is placed well forward, almo:t
under the middle of the foot, 8o that the
arch or instep is supported just as the span
of a bridge is smstained by a tower or
abutment under the middle of the span.
Our shoemakers place the heel further back
This lengthens the span and increases the

strain,
“Do you often come across these cases

of broken-down insteps ! ”

‘*They are by no means uncommon,
They are almost exclusively confined to
females, and the weaker the general con-
stitution the more likely iy the foot to
suffer,” 4

“ What is the diference in the appear-
ance of*a pair of feet thatars splayed and
a pair that are no: spliyed ?”

¢ All the difference in the world. The
natural footis beautifully arched at the
centre, especially in females. A person
who has a high instep has as good a right to
be proud” of it as any person with classic
features has to be proud of the image that
he sees reflected when he looks in the mir-
ror. Splayed footis most common among
the peasants of ‘some of the European
countries wheré the people are obliged to
do bhard work, such as carrying heavy bur-
dens at a very early age. In such cases,
especially if the child-is poorly fed Jor
naturally weak, the ligaments sustaining
the arch of the foot are very aptto give
way by degrees, and then we have a pair of
feet as flat as the paws of a grizaly bear.
And yet Ishonld hardly make such a com-
parison, for a_ broken-down foot is worse
than flat ; it curves the other was, so
that the toes are always pointing upward.”

““And the cause of this deformity is en-
tirely attributable to the defective con-
struction of high-heeled shves?”

““ No, not entirely. I think it is some-
times produced by children beginning to
dance almost as soon as they are able to
walk, such as we see in some German com-
munities. In dancing the little youngster
sometimes sustains the whole weight of the
body on the tips of the toes a quarter of an
hour at a stretch. The bones at that age
are a little less that cartilage, and can be
very easily deformed. As proof of this
you have only to recollect the Chinese
practice of shaping the feet of their female
children. I suppose the feet of young girls
of tender constitutions are also sometimes
injured if ¢jumpingthe rope,’ especially
in such trials of’ endurance where they pit
themselves to see whe can jump the great-
est number of times without stopping.”

“How about roller-skating which has
lately become so popular?’

‘“There can be no doubt that a little exer-
cise each day at roller-skating would
strengthen and invigorate the muscles of
thelegs. But the trouble is, the girls we
see playing at roller-skating on the side-
walks and in the parks are allowed to great-
Iy overdo the business. The result is that
instead of well-rounded, plump, muscular
limbs, we see, after a few weeks’ practice,
a pair of attenuated ‘broomsticks,” accom-
panied by a wan expression of the counte-
nance and an unnatural nervousness of the
whole organization. Oh, if the people of
this world would only make use of the com-
mon sense with which kind nature had
endowed them.”

Death of a Centenarian.
(From the Strathroy Age.)

We lLave this week to record the death
of probably the oldest inhabitant of West-
ern Canada,in-the person of Isabella Seaton,
mother of John S#aton of this town,which
took place on the 9th inst., at the residence
of her youngest daughter, Mrs. David Mec-
Donald, in the township of Ekfrid, at the
marvellous age of 107 years and 3 months,
Mrs. Seaton can truly be called one of the
pioncers of Canada, having emigrated with
her husband from Perthshire, Scotland,
sixty years azo. They at first settled in
Lower Canada, where they remained fifteen
yvars,coming west into the township of Ek-
fid in the year 1837. Itis needless to say that

she experienced all the hardships of pioneer
life hulf a century ago. Shewas a strong,
hearty woman, and performed many a hard
day’s work in the wools and fields,besides
attending to her houschold duties. Her
hushand, John Seaton, died thirty years
azo, at the advanced age of 82 years. "Mrs.
Seaton was the mother of a large family,
comprising four sons and five daughters, two
sons and four danghters being stiil alive,
Three in Norway.

There is an
average of one ‘‘floater” a day taken from
the East or North river, Three hundred
and sixty-five mysteries a year. The great
majority of those who come to the morgue
are poor and friendless. dead from the
charity hospitals, About six hundred of
these are “picked” for the medical colleges,
and linger in this upper world for some
time on the dissecting tables. The yest are
tumbled iitohe Potter's field at H rt’s
island, withous burmal service or other re-
ligious ceremony.

While the keeper of the morgue was re-
viving some of - Lis stories of mysterious
bodies which bad ve-n in his eare, a litt}e
tinkle of a Lell wi heard at the gave of the
wall which separ.ts the'dead house from
the street. An assistant answered it. An old
woman, a man bent over with years, and 2
child followed him in. They entered the
dead-house and looked at the corpses. There
were abouta dozen of them. At length
the woman said : * This is she,” and bowed
over a young woman who had been a
‘““floater.” There Were tears in the old
woman’s eyes. The three were poorly clad
and came from Multerry street. The dead
girl wore various gew-gaws and was flashily
dressed. The little girl looked at her.
The grief of the mourners was most gen-
uine,

“‘It’s the old story,” said the old morgue
keeper. “Most oi the females whu come
from the river are young girls who have led
a life of shame and put an end to it. There
is_something about their looks which un-
mistakably indicates this, even though they
are dead.”

Photographs of all the unknown dead are
kept in the morgue. These pictures now
make a large collection. Occasionall y
somne one recognizes a friend or kinsman,
long missing, among them, and takes
away the photograph of the deceased.
Ooe person was recently identified
four ~years after his decease. Of
course the people these pictures represent
are buried in the Potter's field. As one
looks over the photographs he is sur.
prisedjot the pumber of noble faces which
they present. Scarcely any of them are the
faces of vagrants and degraded looking
people. “The man with this noble head,”
said the keeper, “‘was found dead from a
pirtol shot up near Jones’ wood. He was a
foreigner, perhaps a professor. He was ele-
gauatly dressed. Beside him were found a
cheap pistol and a bottle of cheap whisky.
He had probably been murdered and robbed,
and the pistol and whiskey were doubtless
left at his side by his murderers to conceal
their crime. His body was never claimed,
and he is buried somewhere on Hart’s
island. Neither has the mystery of his death
ever been unravelled.”

Only forty per eent of the unknown dead
are ever identiied. Many persons are
doubtless thrown in the rivers here by
theives and otber desperate characters, It
is imgouible to tell in what manner a man
met his fate who has been drowned, and
drowning almost surely conceals a crime.
Men come here sometimes and pretend to
identify corpses of the drowned, acting as if
they were anxious to have them buried as
quickly as possible. 1 have ne doubt that
in some cases they are thieves, who know
more than they want to tell, and are afraid
that the corpses will be identified."”

To day doctors will
board this steamer and vaccinate the entire
cargo of Chinese, under the supervision
of the Quarautine officer. She will then be
subjected to the same rigid fumigation as
the Altonower, and after that, if no cases
of smallpox are discovered within the pext
three days, she will be allowed to dock,
and discharge her cargo.  She is chartered
by a Chinaman in Hongkong, Pa Tai by
‘uame, and consigned to Macondray & Co.’
