It is to be the policy here mow. George
Stephen, Mr, Tyler and Joseph Hickson
have so decreed it, All our competing lines
in Ontario, all those lines that were'so
heavily bonused by the municipalities,
and subsidized by the provincial’ legis-
lature, have been gobbled by the
arch-monopolists, who intend to charge us
the highest possible rates for freight and
travel, and give us in return the least pos-
sible service and convenience,
1t is for the farmers of Canada to say
whether this shall be so or not, And it is
the duty of the local and independent press
to instruct the farmers on this point. The
leading organs of the party will not do it—
. dare not do it—as they are tied up to the
monopoly. The Globe is the organ of the
(irand Truok ; the Mail is of the Pacific

OLOSE OF THE LOTTERY ORUSADE.
Sixty prosecations were brought by the |
ounty erown attorney in‘the Toronto police
sourt for advertising by ‘posteis or i:ﬂ
newspapers, and for. receiving. and ,seblin
tickets in connection:with the London lot-

troit and Ottawa. Of these prosecutions 8
were withdrawn, 28, dismissed, and in . 24

by the police magistrate to the, full limit
of the law, $20and costs or three months’

imprisonment in the common jail indefanlt
of payment. In the cases withdrawn there

the publication of lottery advertisementa;{as
the newspapers in which they. sppeared-
could not be purchased at the office; of pub-
lication.

The cases dismissed were only disposed
of after sharp fights, and the police magis-
trate, who could entertsin no personal’
doubt that all the sccised were implicated,
evidently felt himself constrained to . give
them the benefit of any legal doubt as. to
their technical culpability under the stat-
ute. We take the opportunity to bay that.
in Colonel Detinison we have an, exoelient
magistrate, s man who fesrlessly punishes
all whose guilt is made manifest, and 'yet
tempers justice with mercy in scquitting
where a doubt arises either upon the law or
facts. :

The county attorney and the county con-
stables who assisted him in this crusade are
to be congratulated on bringing so many of
these offenders to justice and on the success
which rewarded their efforts. The fines im-
posed go one half to the city of Toronto and
the other half to the county constables who
worked up the cases under Mr, Fenton's di-
rection, Mr, Fenton, we believe, gets no
compensation for his services,

In connection with this matter, a ques-
tion arises which is of vital import to
the citizens of Toronto, and that is,
how comes it to pass that the county attor-
ney had to go outside the regular paid
police force of this city and to secure the
services of two county constables in these
prosecutions? It is well known that the
county attorney had difficulty in getting
police assistance, and it was only after sore
‘trouble that they agreed to act, and then in
a very lukewarm manner. The chief con-
stable, we believe, did lay information in
eight or ten cases which were worked up
by the police, but failed in every case except
one, Had the police department done its
duty and secured the convictions which have
been obtained, the whole of the fines would
have acerued to the city and the half which
goes to the county constables wonld have
been saved,

It is a reproach to our police that they
should not perform all the dutles they are
sworn to perform and paid for performing,
We are satisfied there are plenty of good
men on the force who would not be slow to
act, and the citizens can only hold those in

command accountable,
