On this side the border the old delusion
that free trade is gaining ground in the
United Statesstill lives, The thing has been
dinned into the ears'of the Cansdian public
these twenty years or more, O say ever
since notice was given to terminate the old
reciprocity treaty. As with prophecies of
the speedy end of the world, the date has
been frequently postponed; and o any one
who will look fairly and squarely at the
signs of the times, it ought to appear fur-
ther off than ever. Our free trade prophets
nevertheless continune to get a hearing,
chiefly because the matter af issue is really
one of great importance to Canada. Itis
no faint “and far-off 'interest, by any
means, that the Canadian people have
in the commercial policy of their nearest—
we may say of their only neighbors. We
all know, and leading party men ““feel itin
their bones,” to quote a colloquisl expres-
sion, that a distinct free trade triumph in

, the States would be immediately followed
by a vigorous renewal of the fight here. It
is taxitly confessed by our free trade lead-
ers and by our free trade prees that until
protection gets a stunning-blow at Wash-
ington there is but smull hope of its being
successfully attacked at Ottawa. On the
prospects of a revolution of public opinion
in the States their hopes of seeing a similar
revolution in Canada are chiefly based. ‘We
venture to give reasons why these hopes
are destined to remain unfulfilled, and to
prove as delusive in the future as they have
in the past.

It is a main fact in the case
that the territorial .area of pro-
tection in the United States is not con-
tracting, but is on the contrary rapidly ex-
tending. . The old story used to be some-
what as follows : Protection does indeed
hold possgssion of the ground in New Eng-
land and in Pennsylvania. But as the
great west expands and fills up, and as the
south recovers something like its fair
shate df influence, these two sections will
unite on the trade question and will crush
-out protection by sheer weight of numbers.
But what has been going on all the time,
with the result of bringing this prophecy
to naught? This, namely, that high pro-
tectiop has caused the spread of manufac-
tures westward and southward, so
that , to-day protection has a firm

scceptance;

Whatever may be said of the
freemasons of France, Germany and
Italy, the freemasons of America are in no
|way allied with. political eonspirators or
religious sceptics. The fiercest opposition
that the order ever met with in America
|came not from Roman catholics, but from
protestants; . After the disappearnce and
alleged murderof Morgan, the famous rene-
gade freemason, many protestant clergy-
men joined the crusade against the brother-
hood. 'In 1834 the anti-masonic party cast
nearly 150,000 votes in New York state,
and during the same excitement the state
of Vermont gave its votes in the electoral
college to the anti-masonic candidate for
president, Broader issues soon eclipsed
the Morgan controversy, but there is still
a respectable minority of protestant clergy-
men and laymen who are opposed to secret
societies, upon principle. It is not likely
that the pope’s denunciation will affect the
order. Protestants will not heed it, and no
Catholic requires to be informed of the at-
titude which his church bhas so long main-
tained upon the subject.

The Greedy Grants. A

Gen. Grant and his. family are the self-
confessed victims of inordinate greed. En-
riched by the gratitude and generosity of
their fellow countrymen, they were not
content with a liberal income from legiti-
mate investments, but must needs seek the
large profits and quick returns which are
sometimes made by stock gambling, in
which, according to Ulysses junior, they
invested all the money they possessed
and all that they could borrow. Up to
the momient of the ~crash they flat-
tered themselves that they were mak-
ing immense profits, which shows that
they were more covetous of gold than cap-
able of making it. This exposure of their
reckless greed must, or should, take a good
deal of warmth out of the sympathy felt for
them in their misfortunes. -

Senator Edmunds has introduced a bill
placing Gen. Grant upon the army retired
list, with & salary or pension of $19,000
per annum.  The bill will probably carry,
as no opposition to it need be looked for
from the republicans, and the demotrats
will be deterred from opposing it for fear
of being taunted with enmity to the
conqueror of the South.
