TORONTO'S DUMMY PRESS.

In a letter to the press on Saturday
on the subject of deepening the St. Law-
rence system, Mr. John Brown makes out
a strong case in favor of the project,
although he views the guestion from a
purely local standpoint. He states that
the total value of the produce of the
farm, which should be handled from To-
ronto for export, exceeds $45,000,000
a year. This does not include a particle of
American trade, which naturally would
amount to a big sum if we had 20 feet
of water from here to the sea. The ques-
tion of deepening the canals may be re-
garded from two points of view. We
may deepen the St. Lawrence canals pro-
per and make Toronto the head of ocean
navigation. Or we may deepen the whole
system and extend the head of naviga-
tion for ocean vessels to Chicago and
Duluth. In the one case the project
must be & purely Canadian enterprise.
In the other the people of the United
States would be benefited in & much
larger degree than those of Canada, and
-they might reasonably be expected to
pay a larger share of the cost if it
‘Were decided to carry on the work under
international auspices. If we restricted

ronto would profit more largely than if
we, went further and deepened the Wel-
land Canal, and thereby allowed the 20-
foot boats of the upper lakes & means
of getting to, sea. Whether the busi-
ness that woul‘ come to Toronto is sul-
ficient to warrant the making of a 20-
foot channel in the St. Lawrence is a
debatable question. Mr. Brown seems to
think the trade is large enough to war-
rant the expense. Others will differ from
him. But in regard to the advisability
of undertaking the larger project of deep-
ening the system to Lake Erie, thse is
little room for doubt. The 20-foot” ves-
sels that come down the lakes should not
stop at Buffalo. The system at present
is imperfect in that it necessitates transy

| shipment at Buffalo and again at New

York. A 20-foot system will permit ves-
sels of from 6000 to 10,000 tons of wheat
going from any of a dozen ports on the
lakes straight to Europe. The amount
of this traffic is so enormous and the
saving in transportation expense 80
large that few would dispute the eco-
nomy of undertaking the work.

Mr. Brown hopes that the press will
assist the Board of Trade and City Coun-
cil in making the convention a success.
The hint is timely and called-for. Aec-
cording to our recollection, not one of
the morning papers, The World excepted,
has written a single line in behalf of the
conveption. The proposal and the deci-
sion to hold a canal convention here in
September has been a practical issue
for several months now, but these To-
ronto papers have not so much as noticed
the movement, beyond formally report*
ing the proceedings at the meetings
which have been held. The Globe is con-
tinually harping on the string of Com-
mercial Reciprocity with the United
States. One would think The Globe would
be the first paper to advocate a project
which has in' view the betterment of
the condition of the people, especially
the farmers of both countries. If our
neighbors will not unite with us in pro-
secuting a work of such undisputed ad-
vantage to both rountries,” how cah
The Globe ever expect to get the people
ofs Canada to accept the statement of the
Liberal leaders that the United States is
ready) and willinz to enter into commer-
cial reciprocity with Canada as soon as
Canada elects & Liberal Government? That
is the doctrine that Messrs. Laurier and
Mulock are disseminatingz through the
country. The latter gentleman thinks
it' is the heizht ot folly to force trade re-
lations with four miliion distant Austra-
lians,” when we can secure a market of
sixty-five millions at our own doors il
we will only return the Liberals to
power, The Liberal party have so much
influence with our neighbors that we
hope their papers will do their best to in-
terest the Americans in the St. Lawrence
deep channel project. Therefore, we ask
The Globe whether the United States is
willinz to have commercial reciprocity
with us in canals as well as in. trade?
Furthermore, if that country will mnot
unite with a Conservative Government
in deepening the canals, will it do so if
the Liberals are entrusted with the
Government? As to all this The Globe
is conspicuously reticent. Nor has it had
anything; to say of the minor question of
the holdingz of a convention in Toronto,
and of its desirability merely from a local
and temporary point of view. The Globe
leaves the question severely alone, both
from its national and municipal aspect.
As Mr. George Taylor, M.P,, the party
whip, has not nodded either way as yet,
of course it cannot be expected that The
Empire would express an opinion. As for
The Mail, we know that it merely writes
essays and sums up public opinion after
it has been filtered through channels that
make it so clear that anyone can inter-
pret it. For years The Mail has been
writinz essays on Romanism. _Abstract
theory pilfered from Josephus and medie-
val writers is blended with a few facts
from the everyday life of the habitants
of Quebee, This kind of thinZ, dressed up in
pedantic language, is a Mail editorial.
MWhen & real livinz issue is up affect-
inz the immediate interests of the people,
The Mail as a rule is not in it. It went
through the whole Sunday street car
controversy without saying yea or nay,
It has nothing to say on the present
question of canal enlargement, although
the Council and its special committee and
the Board of Trade are discussing it
from day to day, and although the eciti-
gens are anxious to see a big convention
here to discuss the project. As soon as
it becomes evident that the convention
is zoing to be asuccess The Mail will
write an essay in which it will quote
history for a ceantury back to show that
canals have been the precursors of civil-
ization and that the projected St, Law-

rence enlargement is well worthy of con-
sideration.

That is not exactly the kind of -a
journal that the public of to-day is look-
ing for. The ‘citizens of Toronto who
support the newspapers expect those
papers to work, if necessary with their
coats off 8o to speak, in the interests of
the city. The people want to see a big
convention here, no matter what the
result may be. The Globe, Empire and
Mail are all equally guilty of negligence
and indifference to the interests of To-
ronto. They Lave not discussed the pro-
ject so as’ to arouse the attention of
people in uther cities. If the Toronto
papers exhibit no interest, let alone en-
thusiasm in the project, how will it be
possible to interest the people of the
other cities? We are within three weeks
of the date of the Convention, yet that
portion of the press that circulates espe-
cially outside-the city and province has
been completely dumb on this important
matter. The Star and The News have
written considerable in favor of the pro-
ject and the convention, but these pa-
pers circulate principally in the city and
do not reagh the rconstituency desired.
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ISLAND IMPROVEMENT.

Ald. Hallam had a resolution adopted
by the Council at the meeting on Friday
requesting the Park Superintendent to
prepare an estimate for the reclamation
of marsh lands at the Island so as to
provide work for citizens not otherwise
employed during the winter. -The first
essential in regard to Island improve-
ment is not an estimate of the cost, but
a plan of what is required to be done.
For' a long time back we have been pro-
mised a detailed outline of the Island
showing existing and proposed roadways,
channels, new park land, ete. ~The Is-
land, in fact, as it would appear when
the dredge and landscape artist had done
their work., No such plan, however, is
forthcoming. Thig plan we must have
before any work is entered upon. Be-
fore eanctioning the spending: of more
money on the Island the public has a
right to know exactly what is to be
done with it. = The public has a ‘right
to discuss the general plan upon which
it is proposed to improve the Island.
After we have agreed upon the scheme
of improvement then we should begin the
work, and keep at it according as our
finances will permit. The prosecution
of the:work will be a simple affair. Any
scheme of improvement involves meérely
the deepening of such channels as are de-
cided upon and the raising to a proper
level of what may be set apart for land.
The principal requisite about the Island,
both for beautification and sanitation,
is to make the land higher and the water
deeper.. Our policy is to do away with
all marsh: and shallow waters. This
work can most effectively be prosecuted
by a sand pump, a machine especially
suited for a formation like that in our
harbor or Island. With a sand pump
such as the Engineer recommended months
ago the work to be done on the Island
in the future will be done for less than
half what it has cost in the past. For
Island improvement we recommend the
drawing up and approving of a plan. A
sand pump will do the rest.

MUSKOKA AND OTHER SUMMER RESORTS

The number of tourists who went ito
Muskoka this summer is, so far, about
double that of any preceding year. A
large number of the visitors are Amerie
cans, and these are increasing in number
from year to year. The Grand Trunk,
which controls the railway approach to
Muskoka, attributes the great expansion
of busineds this year to its special ad-
vertising \of the district. Thousands of
Muskoka folders were distributed
throughout the States, principally New
York, Pennsylvania and Ohio, and the
result has been highly satisfactory. The
traffic on the Richelieu & Ontario steam:
ers this year is largely In excess of what
it has been in recent years. It is said
a couple of new boats will be built for
the company during the coming winter.
The Thousand Islands, too, have had
more visitors this season than usual.!
All of which goes to show that we can
bring more business to our summer re-
gorts if we will cater to that kind of
trade and properly advertise our attrack
tions. Muskoka ought to be written up
and advertised till it becomes famed
from one end of the continent to the
other.

VIGILANT'S QUNSTIONABLE TACTICS
London Field Severe On the Management
of Mr. Gould’s Boat.

London, Aug. 25. — The Field to-day
says : “The American press is very wroth
over the DBritannia’s jockeying of the Vigi-
lant. What seews to the press to be fair
play for the American yacht means that
she shall not be covered while running
down the wind, must not be luffed if she
tries to pass an opponent to windward, and
must not be weather bowed. All these
practices are said to be the meanest kind
of jockeying. What -the Americans want is
to ses a sailing match rendered as uninter-
esting and purposeless as a steamyacht
race, mainly because under such conditions
the Vigilant may more often best the
Britannia. We slhould remember, however,
that the Vigilant herself has made several
attempts at this contemned jockeying, and
nobody here has complained. We do not
think that anyone on this side of the At-
lantic connected with the Vigilant has
complained of jockeying.'

The Field continues : “The impression ap-
pears to hive been created that the Vigi-
lant ran up in the outlying portion of the
Noedles in order to avold a match with
the Dritannia a dead-to-windward
course, and color is given to these sur-
méser by the rather hasty withdrawal of
the cup: The Vigiiant’s owner at first de-
clined to contest a dead-to-windward race,
and at last only reluctantly agreed to sall.
In addition to this the Vigilant started for
the rendezvous in a rather dilatory fashion.
Mr. Gould has been made the victim of an
unfortunate cowbination of circumstances,
but it would be useless to attempt to dis-
guise the fact that the manner in which
the Vigllant has been managed in this
country has created, rlghuy or wrongly, an
unfavorable impression.”

Touching the rating, however, The Field
thinks the yacht clubs themselves are far
more to blame than is the Vigilant. *‘There
was,”” The Field says, “great delay in get-
ting the Vigilant officially measured, sl-
though her spars and ballast were contin-
ually being altered, and all sorts of ru-
mors as to the object of her steam tender
in going alongside the American yacht
every morning before & race has been cir-
culated. Of course a great deal of the
talk was mere gossip, yet it cannot be de-
nied that the goesips had sume grounds for
their story.”
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DEADLY RXPLOSION IN A WASHING-
TON COLLIEBRY,

The Mine Was On Fire and the Men
Were Trying To Extinguish the Flames
fihen the Explosion Oecurred — Of
Seventy Men At Work Thirty-Seven
Were Instautly Killed,

Tacoma, Wash., Aug., 25—Thirty-seven
miners were killed yesterday afternoon

by an explosion on the Oregon Improve-
ment Company’s coal mine at Franklin,
King County, 84 miles south-east of
Seattle. The miners were trying to
save the mines from destruction by fire
when the explosion occurred. Those who
rushed to the gangway when the fire
was discovered escaped. ¢

Several of those caught were not in-
stantly killed, and. a desperate attempt
was at once made by their comrades to
rescue them from the flames. The en-
tire mining community of Franklin aided
to flood slope ‘62, in which the bodies
of the miners lay.

Franklin is a coal mining town on the
west slope of the Cascade mountains,
and the usual heart-rending scemes were
enacted about the entrance of the mine
when a list of the killed and missing
miners was made out. This is the min-
ing distriet into which colored miners
were brought two years ago, resulting
in & running fight with the strikers and
several deaths. Negro and Swede
miners predominate among those killed.
Most of them had families.

Those who remained to fight the fire
were first attracted by thin clouds of
smoke issuinz from the bottoia slope or
level 62. Believing the fire could be ox-
tinguished without much damage or loss
of life resulting from an explosion, they,
set fearlessly to work to locate and ex-
tinzuish the incipient blaze. Instantly
after the explosion occurred the flames
burst out from the bottom of the level
and advanced rapidly upon the maimed
and imprisoned miners.

When the bodies of the dead miners
were reached many were found to be in
line ,as if simultanéously overcome by
stifling smoke. Some had been smoth-
ered, and were not cut or even bruised.
All were dead before assistance reached
them. It is certdin that all the men in
the breast reached the gangway in salety,
In' all about 70 men were at work in the
gixth level north, and of that number
about 40 lingered at breast 62, where
the fire originated, and made an attempt
to put out the fire, The breast was
burning fiercdly, and before the min-
ers knew it the fire had communicated
to breasts 60 and 61, and smoke bezan
to issue from breast 61 in that immedi-
atel vieinity.

At 8 o'clock the last of the 87 bodies
was recovered, and then the people ba-
gan to quiet down. Many of them were
completely prostrated with their vios
lent grief.

The origin of the fire in breast 62 is
supposed to be due to spontaneous comé
bustion, caused by refuse and screenings
in the bottom of the breast slacking
and catching fire. Supt. Ramsey says
he will bulk the sixth level and perhaps
the fifth level, 'and hermetically seal
them, thuy shotting off the air and
smothering the fire, There is a good
deal of black damp in the mine, and when
the air supply is shut off the black damp
will put out the fire, It is believed in
three months the fire will have become
completely extinguished.

The Advance in the Price of Bread.

Editor World: Havingz just returned
from & tour @ of various countries in
Europe, I find much to admire in our own
Zood city, and some things not so good.

The aetion of our bakers in raisinz the
price of bread in the general depression
of. business and prices, with the approach
of winter, the diificulty of workinzmen
in making ends meet, the fact of wheat
beinz the lowest known in this genera-
tion and the small marzins of profit ob-
tainable in all business, mark it as an
outrage in fact on the toiling poor of
our city. The writer, having been for
over B0 years in trade and familiar with
the facts in relation to bread, its ma-
terial and manufacture and with a
knowledze of values and prices, both in
this and other countries, justifies him in
making known some facts in relation to
cost of material, and what bakers inour
own and other countries look upon and
charze as a fair return to the bushel.
First, wheat will produce over 40 pounds
of flour to the bushel, besides cost and
profit to millers, in other words, two and
a half bushels wheat will Zive over 100
lbs. flour and cost and profit for millinz.
Second. One hundred (100) lbs. flour will
give over 140 pounds bread.

The writer would give values in flour,
buti there are so many prices and zrades
it is easy for a purpose to mystify the
fact to the Zeneral public, sufiice to say
that bread, such as is generally sold in
this city, can be produced at a cost for
material of less than 11-2¢. a 1b., as to
the added cost for bakinz what is done
in other places at home and abroad, is
the best evidence.

In either Paris or Rome and other
European capitals and smaller cities
bread is from 20 to 83 1-3 per cent. less
in; price, and of a superior quality, equal
tc what Toronto bakers call fancy bread;
ir London and other cities and towns of
Enzland bread made from our own
wheat, Western and Ontario, is equally
lower in price and quite equal in quality;
to come much nearer home our sister
city, Hamilton, we find, bread sellinz as
near 50 per cent. less, or one-half price
as cents can be divided, and in no case
such: price as is charzed here.

The extra cost to the writer is of no
consequence, but to the poor and the
honest, hard-workinz mechanic with a
family it is an injustice they are not
oblized to submit to and against which
they, should be in some way protected.

A Most Notorious Womanj read The To-

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PROROGATION OF: PARLIAMENT.

Review of the Work in the Speech From
the Throne—Irish Administrative
Troubles.

London, Aug. 25.—Queen  Victoria
prorogued Parliament Saturday. Inher
speech closing the session her Majesty

said »

“ My Lords and Gentlemen: It affords
me sensible gratification to be able to
dismiss you at the end of & session which
has been little less than a prolonzation
of the previous one; and it gives me
pleasure to reflect that your labors, if
they have been exhausting, have also been
fruitful. I am confident that you share
in the joy with which I and my people
have welcomed the birth of an heir in the
third generation to my throne, an event
not merely propitious, but unprecedented
in the history of this country.

“My relations with foreign powers ¢on-
tinue to be friendly and peaceful. It is,
however, a matter of regret that a va-
riety of questions relating to, Africa be-
tween my Government and that of the
French Republis still remain unsettied.
It is my wish that these be arranged
without unnecessary delay, and I am en-
zaged in friendly negotiations looking
thereto. i

The Behring Sea Arbitration.

_“In concert with the President of the
United States, I have taken the Wteps
necessary to put into effect the award
of the Tribunal of Arbitration on the
question of the seal fisheries in Bhering
Sea, and have assented to an act . of
Parliament for this purpose similar to
the act which has been passed by the
Congress of the United States. The Gov-
ernments of the two countries are also
in eommunication with the principal
foreign powers with a view to obtain-
ing their. adhesion to the regulations
prescribed by the award.

Commercial Treaty With Japaun.

“I regret to state that war has broken
out between the Empires of China and
Japan. After endeavoring in concert
with Russia and other powers to pre-
vent the outbreak of hostilities, I have

ity between the contending %e.rties. I
concluded a treaty with the Emperor of
Japan for the regulation of commerecial
intercourse between that country and the
United Kingdom.

The Ottawa Conference.

“A conference was held at Ottawa in
June in which representatives of the Im-
perial Government, of the Dominion and
of the Cape and Australian colonies met
to consider questions relating to inter-
colonial tariffs and communication. I
have learned with satisfaction that the
proceedings of the conference were of a
character calculated to strengthen the
union of the colonies concerned, both
among themselves and with the Mother
Country.

Increased Taxation Regretted.

“Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
I thank you for the liberal supplies you
have provided for the reguirement of
the public service, though I lament the
necessity for increasing the burden of
taxation. It had become indispensable for
the security of my empire. I trust that
the alteration which you have made in
the fiscal system of the country and to
which the greatest part of this session
has been necessarily devoted, will have
the effect of materially alleyiating all
that portion of the burden which falls
upon the less wealthy' classes ot the po-
pulation and may redound to the content
and the prosperity of the nation at
large. :

Irish Administrative Difficulties.

“My lords and gentlemen: While the
general tranquility of Ireland has been
maintained in a remarkable degree, cer-
tain social and administrative difficulties
still exist, which continua to engage the
earnest attention of my Government. I
have given my ready assent to the bills,
which, despite the shortness of the ses-
sion, you have beem able to consider and
secure,”

Her Majesty also said she trusted that
the final settlement of the Anglo+French
question in Siam would not be long dek
layed. She recounts the passage of the
Local -Government law for school lands
and the equalized rates in London bills
and of a number of minor measures, and
prays that the blessings of Providence
may rest upon the labors of Parliament.

At 245 the House of Commons were
summoned to the House of Lords. Lord
Herschell, the Lord Chancellor, read
the Queen’s Speech, after which Parlias
ment was formally prorogued for six
weeks, {

Progress of the Colonial Party.

London, Aug. 25.—(Telegram Special)
—The party recently formed in the
House of Commons and called the
Colonial Party has om several occasions
demonstrated its influence when affairs
of colonial import were being discussed.
Taking the party as a whole they are
well posted on the resources and geo-
graphy of ‘every colony of the British
Empire. In the Queen’s speech to-day
pointed reference was made to several
matters affecting the colonies. Not the
least of these waa the complimentary re-
ference to the labors of the Intercolonial
Conference at Ottawa, and the recogni-
tion by Her Majesty’s advisers of the
great importance of the questions there
discussed, matters of moment not only
to the colonies themselves, but also to
the Mothker Country, The Colonial Party
now has 27 members, and several have
privately expressed themselves as well
pleased with the progress they are mak-
ing.

Sir Charles Tupper Better.

A further improvement is reported in
the condition of Sir Charles Tupper, the
Canadian High Commissioner. Advices
received from Chester to-day at the offi-
ces in Victoria-street state that he will
be able to reach London next week.

The New C.P.R. Steamship Rupert.
The new C.P.R. steamship the Princess
Rupert, built for service at Vancouver,
was taken out yesterday on bher trial
trip. She made 181-6 knots an hour,
and maintained an even speed through-
out. Her builders were well satisfied,
and express the belief that she will be
able to easily 2o 20 knots an hour, She
was launched at Skelmerlie,

An actuary in a larze insurance com-
pany is oblized to stop work at such
times, findinz that he makes so many
mistakes which he is only conscious of
later that his work ia wuseless. In a
larze factory from ten td twenty per
cent. less work is brougzht out ondamp
days and days of threatening storm.
The superintendent, in receiving orders to
be delivered at a certain time, takes this
factor into calculation. There is a the-
ory among persons in the fire insurance
business that in states of depressinz at-
mosphere Zreater carelessness existsand
more fires follow. EngZineers of railway
locomotives have some curious theories
of trouble, accidents, and increased dan-
gers in such periods, attributing them
to the machinery.” Dr. Crothers adds
that the conviction prevails among many
active brain-workers in his circle that
some very powerful forces, cominz from
what is popularly called the weather,con-
trol the work and its success of each.

MAY CAUSKE ANOTHER WAR
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Englishmen Torown Iuto Prison at Blue
flelds—An Attempt To Smuggle Them
in the Night To Nicaraguan Territory.
New Orleans, La., Aug. 26.—Advices

from Bluefields, under date of Aug. 19,

per steamer Gussie, confirm the story

of the arrests at Bluefields. The Am-
ericans arrested were all merchants of
prominence. They were threatened with
confiscation of all their property, and
it is believed the arrests were made with
this end in view. The Americans and

English prisoners were kept in close

confinement . all day. Messages were

sent to the warships Columbia and the

Mohawk, and Captain Summer wrote

a note asking that the prisoners be

made acquainted with the charges

against them and confronted with the
witnesses and tried at Bluefields. The
message was entrusted to Lieut. Hill,
and he and Consul Seat called at the

Government building and asked to see

Minister 'Madriz. They were met by

General Cabezas, who refused to awaken

Madriz, saying the Minister could not

be seen, but that he (Cabegzas) had full

authority te act during the night. They
asked as to the charges against the pri-
soners and Cabezas said he did not know.

The delegation left in disgust.

It was apparent that some secret plan
had been formed and that therefore Ma-
drig preferred to remain under cover,as
he was awake after the hour of the visit.

The Yulu, which had been chartered to

convey the Nicaraguan troops to Grey-
town, refused to carry the prisoners, and
80 early Sunday morning they were smug-
gled on board a crib schooner, the
attempt being made %o take them to
Greytown for transportation to Manazua
for imprisonment and trial. The boat
could not make the passage and put back.
The prisoners were kept under zuard all
day at the Bluff awaitinz the departure
off the Yulu, which is compelled to carry
the troops under her concession.
The prisoners said they had been given
their choice between exile and a trial
at Managua. They had accepted the lat-
ter alternative as they had been Zuilty
of no offence except to act on Clarence’s
Governmental stalf after Cabezas’ flizht,
which left Bluefields without any Gov-
ernment. Before acceptingz olfice both
the English and American members of the
Provisional Council called on their re-
spective commanders and received their
consent to accept. There is consterna-
tion among the foreign residents at Blue-
fields, and the planters have ordered their
people discharzed, and business is tem-
porarily, abandoned.

Word: was sent to another American to
call and be arrested, but he took refnge
in the American Consulate. The leading
members of Clarence’s Cabinet have also
been arrested, and Clarence would have
been too had he not taken passagze to
Jamaica with others under British pro-
tection,

The other day the cruiser Mohawk
steamed up alongside the Columbia, and
after a conference between the command-
ers both put to sea. The Columbia then
anchored on the hizh seas and the Mo-
hawk kept on towards Greytown. It is
said to be the purpose to intercept the
prisoners on their way to Greytown.
