The course was the same as that saiied
over by the Amphitrite, Yampa and other
cruisers on Wednesday last, when the
Yampa easily beat all her competitors for
the cup offered by Lord Iveagh, hut was
subsequently disqualified for not salling
the rage in salling trim, as provided by the
conditions, she having more hands on board
tha‘n she carries while cruising.

The disqualification led to Mr. Palmer
r!xalleuglng Mr. Wills to sall a mateh for
100 guineas, under practicaily the same
conditions as governed the race for 1.crid
Iveagh’s cup, with the exception that each
yacht could carry as many persons as she
pleased.

1A Milking Machiho—Manitobs Exmibit—|

Royal Drageons’ Musical Ride.
Among the novel inventions to be
shown at the Toronto Industrial Fair
is a milking machine just brought over
from Scotland, the only machine of
the kind in America. It operates on
the principle of sucking, just as does
a calf, with the effect of secyring a
more rapid flow of the lacteal juice
than does the time-honored mode of
squeezing by hand. It is claimed to be
less injurious to the animal and tg re-
sult in a greater yield of milk, in ad-
dition to the saving of time. Twenty-
five cows have been milked in 20 min-
utes by the machine.
