SAYS GERMAN NATIONALISTS 
AIM TO PLACE THE FORMER 

CROWN PRINCE ON THRONE

OHXCA.GO, .1 une 1.—(Associated Press 
Dispatch.)—A metal belt, buckle worn 
by Robert Franks, co-heir to a $4,- 
000.ODO estate, who was kidnapped and 
killed according to their confession, by 
Nathan B. Leopold. Jr., and Richard 
A. Loeb, likewise sons of millionaires, 
was found to-day as the pair made 
their second trip of the day over the 
route taken on the day of Franks’ dis­
appearance end death. The pair of 
shoes worn by the youth were recovered 
yesterday near Hammond, Indiana, 
where they had been buried.

Attorneys retained by the Loeb 
family were prepared to go into court 
to-morrow morning to obtain permis­
sion to talk with their <‘lient, following 
the refusal of State’s Attorney Crowe 
to permit them to see the youth. At­
torneys asserted the youth was being 
examined in the state’s attorney’s 
office, according to their announce­
ment. by alienists, and this is objected 
to unless an attorney Is present, they 
explained.

During the trip this afternoon a re- j 
porter in the same automobile with |
Leopold, obtained statements from him j 
relative to the crime. Leopold de- ■ 
nounced Ix>eib, saying the latter planned J 
the kidnapping and slaying, but ad- ; 
mitted that he was equally guilty and 
that he wrote the $10,000 ransom letter j 
which was sent to the Franks home 
following the disappearance of the 
youth, and according to their confes­
sion, after the boy was dead.
ENTICED INTO CAR.

“It was “Loeb.’' said Leopold, “who 
enticed Franks into the car and it was 
he who struck the boy the next instant.
Weapons are so repugnant to me that 
it would have been impossible for me 
to strike the blow that killed Franks.

“I was driving, while Loeb was sit­
ting in the back seat. The side cur­
tains were on an Loeb leaned over the 
front seat, opened the door and called:
‘Corne hero, Robert, we will ride you 
home.’ ‘No,’ replied the boy, ’it’s only 
two blocks, I’ll walk.’ 'Come here 
anyway,* raid Dick. *T want to tell you 
about a paw tennis racquet.' Franks 
came across the street and hopped up 
on the running board. ‘(let in.' said 
Loeb, T want you to meet Nathan 
Leopold.*

“Franks got in and the next moment 
Dick struck him on the head and drew 
a bandage around his neck, strangling 
him. It was all over in a minute. I 
sat there, sick, while the kid kicked 
and struggled beside ine.”

Leopold bitterly denounced Loeb for 
what he termed the latter’s weakness 
and 'became so vehement that he nearly 
collapsed.

Aside from the outburst against his 
confessed aid in the kidnapping and 
slaying, Leopold laughed and joked,

Ignaz Seipel, lies in a hospital here to­
night in the gravest condition. A 
bullet fired by a young railroad 
employee, Karl Jarowsk, penetrated 
the chancellor's lung and it remains 
embedded there. The surgeons have 
been unable to extract it.

The chancellor s condition is aggra­
vated by diabetes. Three shots were 
fired at him, one going wide, another 
grazing the skin and the third pene­
trating the lung. He was shot as he 
stepped from a train on his return 
from Wiener Neustadt.

BERLIN, June 1. — (Associated 
Press Cable)—Grand Admiral Von 
Tirpitz, as chancellor-regent, and 
William Frederick, eldest son of the 
former Crown Prince Frederick Wil­
liam, as “chair warmer" for the 
monarchy, is alleged to constitute 
the pet scheme of the German Na­
tionalists, according to George 
Bernhardt, editor of The Vossische 
Zeitung.

Bernhardt asserts these aie the

features of the coup d’etat planned 
by the Nationalists.

The editor intimates that both the 
United States and Great Britain 
have joined in a plan officially aim­
ing at forestalling the entrance of 
the German Nationalists into the 
new government and that a strong 
hint has been given from both quar­
ters that the advent of reactionaries 
in the Cabinet would be the occasion 
for pronounced misgivings in both 
countries.

One Man, Pinned Beneath Car, 
May Be Hurt Internally

Dr. Ignaz Seipel, who has been 
chancellor of Austria since May, 1922, 
is one of the outstanding figures in the 
European political and economic situ­
ation. Born in 1876, he entered the 
priesthood in 1899 and served the 
church for four years. Then he became 
a teacher of religion in a fashionable 
girls’ school at Vienna, and later a 
professor of moral theology at the 
University of Vienna.
ENTERS POLITICS.

Just before the collapse of the em­
pire he took the post of Minister of 
Public Welfare in the Pammasch 
Cabinet. This placed him in the fore­
front of politics, and after the revolu­
tion, whereby the Social Democrats 
came into power, Dr. Seipel applied 
his energies to strengthening the 
Clerical party. In 1922 the Clericals 
and pan-Germans formed a coalition, 
with the formation of the first Parlia­
mentary Government since the revolu­
tion, with Dr. Seipel in command.

His great work as chancellor con­
sisted of obtaining a loan through the 
League of Nations, and in bringing 
this to a successful issue the chancellor 
displayed an order of statesmanship 
far in advance of that shown by the 
men directing the destinies of the other 
defeated powers, since the application 
of the loan has lifted Austria out of the 
acute crisis in its economic affairs. He 
overcame great difficulties in securing 
this loan by taking the stand that 
Austria must join with whatever power 
could come to her assistance.

Bishop Fallon, of this city, met Dr 
Seipel during his visit to Europe two 
years ago.

Has Not the Money.

LONDON, June 1.—(Associated Press 
Cable.)—Former Premier Stanley Bald­
win and leader of the Conservative 
party told his constituents in a speech 
last night that he could not afford to 
give any more subscriptions simply 
because he had not the money.
