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Change of Name Wanted.

For about & century the people of the
county domiciled at tﬂe head of the tidal
waters of the river named in honor of
Sairt Authony by its French discoverers,
have permitted the most picturesque pf our
villages to be called ‘“Bear River,” without
knowing, perhaps, that the name is sim-
plya corruption of the French name Hebert,
or Imbert. Some writers affirm that the
corruption is fr' m the former name, which
should be pro: runced abair ; others say it
is from the latter name. However this
may be, it is certain, historically, that near
the beginning of the second decade of the
seventeenth century, namely, in 1611, a
small French vessel ladened with provisions
for the little colony then located on the
Granville shore, nearly opposite Goat Is-
land, entered the gut leading into the
basin in a violent snow storm, in January of
that year, and sought refuge behind a little
islund at the mouth of the river, where its
passengers rested for two or three days, or
until the storm had ceased. Among the
ggmngcrs in this ship was one Simon Im-

rt, who, with others, landed and traced
the stream inland as far as the tidal waters

‘then reached. They gave it the name of St.
Anthony, but it is more than probable that
the settlers preferred to call it after the name
of its discoverer, Imbert. This is the more
likely to have been the case, owing to the
fact that there is no evidence that Hebert
had at any time previously visited it, and
at the date named he had been for some
three years at Quebec, of which place he
was one of theé foanders. That Hebert
made some explorations of the main river,

erhaps as high up as the present hamlet of
r’aradise, is not tFeuied, nor that he was
among the first, if not the first, to com-
mence agricultural operations on the lands
now forming the site of Annapolis Royal,
and these facts would seem to indicate that
he had not turned his attention to the
south-western shores of the basin. Now, as
on some of the old French maps of the basin,
including the streams that fall into it, this
river is called the river Imbert, it is almost
certain that it received its name from him,
and not from Hebert, as many writers af-
firm.

The present is a good time for the people
of this growing and prosperous town to
meet u.us select a name by which in the
future it shall be known to the outside
world, and in view of what we have already
suid, we respectfully suggest the name of
Imbert, Imberton or Imbertia for it, the
root pame to be anglicised and pronounced
as written. Our reasons for this sugges-
tion are these: First, becanse the name
has been historically connected with it
since the earliest decade of the settlement
of the country ; second, because there is no
other post-office town in the Dominion bear-
ing the same name, or one very similar to
it. An attempt was made some years ago
to get rid of its present inappropriate and
meaningless cognomen, when the name of
Bridgeport was assigiied to that portion of
the town on the Annapolis side of the river,
and that of Hillsburg to the Digby side; but
these names have not superceded the use of
that still commonly designating them both
one village, and it was well that it should
have proved so, for with the various Bridge-
ports and Hillsburgs in New Brunswick
and Cape Breton, their adoption would
have necessarily led to ¢ confusion worse
confounded ” in postal delivery.

Let us say a few words touching this
beautiful though struggling town. From
the date of the French occupation of the
county, 1604, to the date of their expulsion,
in 1755, it is believed no settlement was
made, as no remains have been found on
which to ground an oppesite assertion, and
the town is, doubtless, of exclusive English
origin. With the invasion of the United
Empire Loyalists the settlement of the dis-
trict commenced, and in 1784 the township
of Clements, including both sides of the
stream, was granted to certain English,
‘Hessians and Waldeckians who had served
during the old revolutionary war, and who,
at its close, received grants of land, in lieu
of other pay, for the services they had ren-
deredin that unfortunate struggle. The first
framed house was erected by one Capt. O'Sul-
livan Sutherland, and stood nearly midway
up the slope of the eastern hill, and adjacent
to the present residence of Capt. J. Har-
ris. The housewarming given on the occa-
sion of its completion was a merry-making
of no ordinary description. Everybody
who was entitled to be somebody was in-
vited, and music, dancing and drinking
made the hours roseate until the dawn of
the next day. Among the guests were the
Demolitors, the Hertricks, Kyshes, Cal-
neks, Vrooms, Ditmarses, Boehlers, Purdys,
Joneses, and others whose names do not
now occur to our memory. Perbhaps there
has not been so jolly a party in the place

rom that day to this. Before the comple-
tion of this first framed dwelling a number
of log huts had been built and occupied by
both German and English settlers, and the
work of clearing the soil for cultivation had
cuimmenced, but with so little success, ow-
ing to the ignmorance of the proprietors,
that mach want and suffering was felt by
their families for several years to come.
Towards the close of the century there was
a considerable movement from the town-
ships @f Granville and Annapolis to the
hill country on the shores of Bear River.
It was at this period that the Clarkes, the
Millers, the Troops, the Dodges, the Rices,
the Chutes, and the Harrlses bought lands
and settled in the district, a course they
were induced to take in the belief that
wheat and other cereals conld be produced
in larger quantities and of finer quality
there than could be raised, on the same
sized areas, elsewhere in the county, and
the descendants of these men to-day consti-
tute a large percentage of the population,
both of the village and its immediate vicin-
ity. Still, up to the date under review
1790-1810, there had been no village visible,
but soon after saw-mills began the work of
transforming the timber up the streams into
lumber, necessitating the inception of ship-
building, which was almost contemporane-
ously begun, stores were «erected, and a
thriving town was the final result. No less
than seven or eight public highways con-
verge upon the present town from different
directions, and not an hour passes without
the arrival of vehicles laden with freights
for export or passengers on business or
pleasure. Substantial and comfortable
dwellings line the hilly streets in all direc-
tions, which at every point present new as-
pects in landscape scenery. Neat fruit and
vegetable gardens and lawns are attached
to nearly every domicile in the town, and
thrift and comfort everywhere give evi-
dence of vital existence.

Surely, then, the time has come when
the town should be furnished with a name
more suitable than the wretched one by
which it has so long been distinguished.
We hope soon to learn that its intelligent
inhabitants will at once move in this, in
our estimation, important matter, and take
the necessary means to effect a change of
name for their enterprising, growing, and
really beautiful town.
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City versus Country.

The patriotie citizen cannot feel other
than & sense of uneasiness, if nothing more,
over the depopulation of the rural dis-
tricts of this"new country. In the past,
or up to a very recent period, we were
thinking that the rapid transformation of
people from rural to urban was confined
altogether to other countries. This, it
secms, has been a mistake, and now as well
as any other country we have the problem
attending it for our own immediate con-
cern. 2

The question of whether this feature of
our development is good or otherwise is
one for serious consideration. We cannot
8o rapidly, as we are now doing, approach
the conditions of old countries without ap-
prehension.

Said Canon Farrar recently : ‘ More and
more we are ming a land of great
citics, The census shows us at what a
rate our population is crowding into cities.
Villages are stationary or receding ; cities
are enormously increasing. And if true
that great cities are the graves of the phy-
sique of our race, can we wonder at it
when we see the homes so squalid, so foul,
g0 ill drained, so vitiated by neglect and
dirt, such leprosy in all their walls as
many into which the r are swept and
huddled together into heaps, which I dare
not characterize by the terrible epithet
which & writer -of ‘genius has applied to
them, is certain that
1
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of either of our political parties.. It is the
tendencies which we would have consider-
ed. If, for every thousand we lose of such
oung men and women as our valley af-
ords, we gain a thousand or two thousand
or more 8o sitnated somewhere else, as to
be constantly tending towards the physical
and moral leprosy which Canon Farrar
speaks of, then we can hardly say we are
progressing. However, whatever theories
may be advanced for causes or remedies,
we cannot afford to permit our youn% ;])fo-
ple-to leave us without a protest. If they
are wise they will stand by their country
and develop the industries of their native
country, correct that which is burdensome
and vexatious in society, litics or law,
and live out their time where the truest
development may be possible.

GERMANS CoURTING WAR.—The Grand
Duke of Baden, in his speech at the close of
the recent maneuvers of the German army,
said that ‘ the time is near at hand when
Germany must again unsheath her sword in
defence of her independence against an
enemy which has not learned prudence
by bloody-defeat.” So distinct an utter-
ance from an officer so high in the German
military service can have no other meaning
than that Germany courts another war with
France.
