a rebate in freight. Last year the steamship
companies charged the grower ninety cents
per barrel on apples for London. Twenty
cents of this went to the railway, ten to the
agent or speculator, while the company re-
ceived but sixty. A good many such agents
hroughout these two had deals of
that kind with certain steamship companies,
or their agents, some of them making thous-
ands of dollars out of it.

If the farmer’s only
means of salvation lies in something which
is impossible at p , and if possibl
would prove disastrous, jthen the farmer’s
available means of salvation would appear
to be rather slim. He had better take to
the woods. Just here we are reminded that
all -the single tax aposties who appear so
solicitous about the farmer’s salvation, are
none of them farmers themselves.

Last week we made the statement that in
our opinion Mr. George’s theories were wild
and visionary, wholly unsuited to the age in
which we live, and away beyond the sphere
of practical politics. - And when our corres-
pondent frankly admits that the single tax
is “impossible at p " he admits as
much himself. Life is too short and there
are too many stern realities to face to-day to
make it worth our while striving after the
impossible.
