**Scattered Helper ” should be furnished with a card of member- §
ship, containing her name and the rules, a prayer card, a mite §
box, if desired, and have an Annual Report sent to her.

The Board desire once more to express their conviction as @
embodied in the notice on this subject in the July LETTER B
LEeArPLET “‘that this scheme can never takefthe place of, or be of §
the same value to the members, as meeting togetner in the
regular way for prayer, hearing of missionary intelligence, and
interchange of Christian thought and purpose.”

Special attention is requested to the recommendation on page
3, of the “ Scattered Helpers ” Leaflet, that one person in each
Auxiliary be appointed to take charge of the scheme so that the
members using it, and the amount collected, may form a separate
item in the Annual Report,
