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The Prize List of the Great Provincial
Agricultural Exhibition of 1874 has noiw
beon in the hands of the agricultural pub-
lic for more than a month, and it is grati-
fying to find that it has mot with the ap-
proval of the Farmers of the Province.
In letters received we have comments,
criticisms, objections and suggestions, but
the extent of theso is small compared with

the work wiuch the Prizo List Committeo l

had to performn, ard not a single Farmer in
the Province who supplied the Committeo
with suggestions has complained that any
suggestion offered has not been fairiy
considered. Every objection that has been
made, (and their nnmber is very small)
has arisen from 2 misconception, or from
want of sufficiently full explanation. We
take the earliest opportunity to afford cuch
explanations ag secem to ba needful.

It is thought by somo that the amount
of the rrive, €50, offered for a Herd of
Thorough-bred Cattle (Class 2, Section
46) is too small. Thoso who have urged
this objection do not seein to have kept in
viow that all the animals of a Herd aro
eligiblo for other prizes, and that the usual
result at Exhibitions is that mest of the
animals of a Herd take individual prizes in
other scctions at the same Exhibition.
In this view, the Herd Prize is simply an
extra preniium to an unususlly successful
Exhibitor. Again, itis said that the num-
bher of the Herd (6) is greater than it ought
to be to insuro a general competition. We
can only reply that a Herd Prize 1s1ntend-
ed for Breeders of Thorough-bred Stock,
and that no Breeder is entitled to the name
if he cannot produce six good animals.
These need not all be imature ammuls.
The Herd is to consist of ono Bull, threo
Cows and two Heifers. Although not

specially expresseq, it is the custom to ex-
hibit a Heifer Calf 23 one of the Heifers.
Any Breeder who has three Cows is ahnost
suro to have one Heifer and one Calf.
We therefore see no hardship in requiring
the 6 animals.

A more serious objection is made that
whilst four prizes aro offered for Grade
Devouns, four for Grades Ayrzhires, and four
for Grade Alderneys, no prizes whatever,
are offered for Grade Short Horn Durhams,
the very best of all cattle. But every in-
telligent Farmer will sce the reason and
propriety of this on & moment’s reflection,
if he will only look carefully at the Prize
List. TFifty-one prizes are offered for
Grade Cattlo ‘without restriction of any
kind. Now cverybody who knows any-
thing about cattle, knows that a Durham
Grade is alwags larger and of finer form,
and in every respect a better show animal,
than a grade of any other breed. It is
probable therefore that nearly all, if not
quito all, of these fifty-one prizes offercd
for grades will be gained by Durham
Grades. To have made no restriction in
favor of Devon, Ayrshire and Aldernoy
Grades wonld havo been to shui them
entirely out, and contine the Exhibition
exclusively to Short Horn Durham Grades,
which would not have been fair to Dairy
Farmers.

In regard to the Fruit Prizes we have
received no comments, except the mealicious
accusation that the Fruit Growe s’ Asso-
ciation are ‘to appoint the Judges from
among themselves,” and that ontsiders are
to be ‘“debarred” ULy their having the
‘entire control.” This extraordinary state-
ment is mado in a conntry paper which we
might expect would work in the agricnl-
tural intereat and not againstit, and is, we
aro sotry to say, essociated with a farrago

of other distortions and disingenuous in-
nuendoes. It is true that a hundred dollars
hus been accepted framn each of the Fruit
Growers’ Associations, in order to swell
the list of prizes, but the Board of Agri-
culture have stricily retained completo
control of the Fruit, as of every other, De-
partment of the Exhibition; they will ap-
point the Judgcs, take charge of the plac-
ing of tho Fruit, make every arrangement
that requires o be made, and be responsi-
ble for the blame or credit of whatever
may be done in carrying out the Exhibi-
tion to a final issue.

A slight chiange has become recessary
in regard to one of the Prizes. In Class
2, Section 49, Mr. Fraser offers $25 fov
the best and fattest Milch Cow. Ina cord.
ance with a suggestion from a member of
tho Beard that it might be impracticable
for the Judges to decide on any animal gs
at once the fattest and best Mileh Cov,
Mr. F. has decided to halve the prize,
giving $12.50 for the fatlest, and S12.00
for the best, the latter to be judged strictly
as & Milch Cow. These prizes will be in
addition to any other prizes which the
animalsmay have gained at the Exhibition.
In competing for all of Mr. Fraser’s prizes,
a certificate will be required that the ani-
mals have been fed for three months with
the North British Company’s Natritious
Condiment.

THE Dominion Government having en-
tered into arrangements by which a
limited number of married Agricultural
Lab rers can obtain a passage from Eng-
