THE DYEING OF SHODDY.

There is nomore difticult branch of dyeing
wool than that of dyoeing shoddy, cspecinlly
when in the loose condition. This of course
i3 brought about by the very heterogencous
nature of the article, manufactured us it is
from woolon tissues of all kinds and all
colors.  Moreover it containg cotton, the
proportion of which is unknown uud may be
large or only small, but still hns an appreci-
ablo effect on the nature of the dyeing
operations.  As  presented to the dyer,
shoddy is of various colors, sometimes black.
at others o dark brown, thon slaty, porhaps
dark red or may be dark greon, whilo others
are of a mottle character from the presence
of fibres of a variety of colors. In regard
to what can bo done with such materind, the
