Tuar Dr. Graves should have adverted to the passage in Dr.
Hillary’s work above alluded to by Mr. J. Couper, affords strong
Hllostrative proof that both himself and Mr. Cooper have drawn
their conclusions from errouevus data, namely from a consideration
of the morbid anatomy of chronic cases only, and are in perfect
iznorance of the nature of those phenomena which are antecedent

bimself, it strougly corroborates the correctness of his opinions and
the sounduess of his practical observations.
