BY A PRIVATE letter just received we learn
that a fall of ten per cent has occurred in the
English market in that class of wools used in
the manufacture of blankets and such goods;
and in consequence blankets have been bought
at a corresponding reduction in price. The
letter mentions no change in other wools.

IN A recent English case it was held that a
creditor who had agreed to a composition with'
his debtor, could not, on failure of compliance
with the terms of the deed of composition, sue
for the original amount of the debt; he could
only enforce the terms of the liquidation.
