13 —Submitted an extract from the minutes of Council
referring to this Committee ,for further consideration, the
Police Committee’s report recommending the purchase of
a property belonging to Mrs. O. Legault, wife of Mr. Pierre
Leclere, for the construction of a police station.

(b) Letter from the Building inspector, stating that the
property offered for sale to the City is in good order;

14.—Submitted a report from the Fire and Light Com-
mittee stating that tenders were called for the building
of a store and warehouse at Chaboillez square, and asking
for an appropriation of $8,525 to have the works executed
by Mr. Henri Tessier.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that the plans and specifications be submitted to the
Building inspector and to the chief of the Fire department,
that they may certify that the store and warehouse, when
constructed, shall be complete in every respect; the Build-
ing inspector shall alco mention the use to be made of the
ditferent rocoms of both the proposed warehouse and store.

15.—Submitted a revort from the Police Committee ask-
ing for an appropriation of $24,942, so as to award to the
lowest tenderer, Mr. F. X. Aubé, the contract for the build-
ing of N6. 13 police station, in St. Mary’s ward.

Alcide Chaussé, Building inspector, O. Campeau, Police
superintendent, and J. A. Godin, architect, stating that
the said police-station would be complete in every respect
if it was constructed according to plans and specifications
prepared by Mr. Godin, architect.

Resolved: To concur in said report, but to the amount
of $20,000 only.
