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CANADIAN VERSUS US COSTS 

• Costs for Canadian cities are generally 10% to 20% lower than 
for their regional US counterparts. 

• Overall costs in all Canadian cities are lovver than in every city 

in the continental United States. Even higher-cost Canadian 
cities such as Toronto and Vancouver rank ahead of the lowest-

cost continental US cities. 

• Even with a 20% increase in the value of the Canadian dollar, 
Canada's cost advantage would still average more than 5%. 
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1 Due to the more complex nature of these industries, results are calculated based on composite results for multiple operations as indicated. Weightings are based on industry research, although different 

approaches may give different weightings and results. As these results are based on other operations, they are not included in determining the overall, 12-operation average.
