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(b) The amount of the pension payable shall, in
this case, be calculated in conformity with
the provisions of the Old Age Security Act
governing the payment of a partial pension,
exclusively on the basis 0f the periods
creditable under that Act.

2. (a> if a person is flot entitled to an Old Age
Security pension or a spouse's allowance
solely on the basis of periode of residence
in Canada, a partial pension or a spouse's
allowance shall be paid to that person if the
creditable periods, when totalized as
provided in this Agreement, are at least
equal to the mninimum period of residence in
Canada required by the Old Age Security Act
for payaient of a pension or a spouse's
allowance.

<b> The amount of the pension or the spouse's
allowance payable shaîl, in this case, be
calculated in conformity with the provisions
of the Old Age Security Mct governing the
payaient of a partial pension or a spouse's
allowance, exc!lusively on the basis of the
periods creditable under that Act.

3. <a> Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, the competent authority of Canada
shal flot be liable to pay an Old Age
Security pension outaide the territory of
Canada unless the creditable perioda, w'hen
totalized as provided in this Agreement,.are
at least equal to the minimum period.of
reaidence in Canada required by the Old Age
Security Act for payaient of a pension
abroad.

<b> The spouse's allowance and the guaranteed
income suppleaient *hall be paid outside the
territory of Canada only to the extent
persitted by the Old Age Security Act.
