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primitive lives and lacked the techniques necessary to
make the land yield up its riches. It remained for
newcomers from Europe, in the beginning of modern
Canadian history, to tap the treasures hidden in the soil,
forest and rock of Canada; to take up the tremendous
challenge of the Canadian land; to overcome its vast
geographic barriers; to span its distances. The
opportunity and the challenge yet remein.
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
