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members of the committee tha.t this bill con-
tains a proivision authorizing the government
ta bring the legislation ta an end by order in
council. The hon. mnember for York-Sunbury
dealt brièfiy with what to.ok place folwing
the hast war, and 1 should. hike ta enlarge on
that a little. The transition period then ws
from 1918 ta the early twenties. It is quite
true that in the early twenties we had a littie
8hump, but I am sure hon. members will agree
that if nothing worse than that had had ta be
contended, with, we would have came through
pretty easily. Certainly by 1925 the period of
transition from war ta peace was ended; and
if this hegishation had been in effect at that
time, and the then government had held the
views of this government, an order in council
would have been put through suspending the
mensure. But wbat happened after that? We
ail know whs± took place after the boom
period froin 1925 ta 1929, and that is what
may hap.pen again. Therefore I say that in
connection with some sections of this bill we
consider ourselves justified s.nd, in fact, in
duty bound ta suggest ta the government that
it be strengthened in certain details.

1 am a new and comparatively young mein-
ber of this bouse. The minister went ba.ck a
very considerable periad of time, but hie did
not quite go the length of trying ta tell some
of us that hie had thaugbt of this kind. of
hegishation while we were in aur cradiles or in
kindergarten, although hie got very close ta it.
I want ta tell tbe minister that we are quite
prepared ta give himi and bis gavernment
credit for baving brought in this bill, but I
want ta, tell him furtber that the people out in
the country have been asking for legisiatian
hike this for a long time, and have not had it.
I may not be as aId and as experienced as
the minister, but I have been told many times
that it does people gaod ta go through trials
and tribulations because it makes thein face
up ta their wrongdoings in the past. Yes, it is
very often quite beneficial ta face sinners with
tbe consequences of their wrongdioing. The
oniy trouble is that very often the sinners see
the error of their ways tao late. However, if
even at this late date we can help ta make
their repentance complete and sincere,' we shal
have performed aur duty as an opposition.

The CHAIRMAN: Before we proceed fur-
ther I must state here that the Chair has a
duty ta perform. I behieve I am voicirîg tbe
sentiments of the great mai ority of the mem-
bers of this coxnmittee when I suggest that
we shoirhd coene cLown ta earth now and discuse
the bill which is before us.

Mr. PERLEY: I did not, intend to say any-
thing at this stage, Mr. Chairman, but I was
very much surprised this evening-

Mr. GARDINER: Did you change your
mimd 9,nd decide to mske another speech?

Mr. PERLEY: I did flot interrupt the
minister wben hie was making his speech,
altbougb hie had three shots at this mensure.
I was surprised when the minister took advan-
tage of the oppartunity, at this stage of the
proceedings, to make what could only be
termed a political speech. I should say he
made a campaign speech; perbaps it will be
the last one be will have a chance ta make
here.

The CHAIRMAN: I just gave a ruling, by
which 1 would ask the hon. member to abide.
The hon. member for York-Sunbury qualified
bis statement before making it, by saying hie
knew he was out of order and ssking for leave
ta make a few remarks. However, 1 would
ask hon. members to discuss the bil jtseli.

Mr. PERLEY: Then I shall refer to the
section you have called. The principle under-
lying this bill is similar ta the principle under-
Iying the wheat board act of 1935. Wby was
that bill brought in? Because we were facing
a situation similar ta the anc we are facing
to-day witb respect ta the marketing of wheat,
the chief product of aur agriculture.

Mr. HATFIELD: Wheat is not under the
bill.

Mr. PERLEY: No; but the underlying
principle is the samne. On that occasion the
measure was brought down early in the session
and, as I said this afternoon, this measure
should have been brougbt ini much sooner.
Then it could have been sent ta the coin-
mittee on agriculture, wbere it could have
been considered section by section. We could
have had before that conimittee men like the
present chairman of the bacan board and
others who have had something ta do with the
marketing of these produets for the last two
or three years. I protest once more against
this important mensure being brought in at
this very late stage of the session. We have
ta find a solution of this important problem of
the marketing of agricultural products. We
shahl not find it along poIitical lines, or in
histening ta political speeches. We must work
as a united parhiament.

I just wanted ta make this statement before
we went farther. I think it would have been
a fine thing if this bill had been referred ta
the committee on agriculture early in the
session, where it could have been thoroughhy
studied. I am in favour of the principle, but
;ni clos.inz let me sav that vou will not see
