NEGOTIATIONS TO WITHDRAW FROM NUCLEAR
DEFENCE ROLE

Mr. Churchill: Mr. Speaker, I should like
to ask the Prime Minister if he will disclose
to the house the nature of the negotiations
going on concerning Canada’s future defence
role. My question concerned getting out of the
nuclear role, which the Prime Minister prom-
ised he would do.

Mr, Pearson: Mr. Speaker, this is obviously
too large a question to answer satisfactorily
on the orders of the day while negotiations
are proceeding. My hon. friend has been a
minister and he ought to know and does
know, of course, that you do not disclose
negotiations of this kind when you are in the
middle of them.
