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(b) High Schools providing instruction adequate
to the standard of matriculation in the Universities
or to the High School Leaving Certificate. These
schools have a course of study extending over
eleven years of school life;

(¢) Intermediate schools. These schools have a

course of study extending over nine years of school
life;

ELEMENTARY

(d) Elementary schools have a course of study
extending over seven years of school life,

64 The course of study for Protestant Elementary
Schools, Intermediate Schools and High Schools shall
be enforced according to directions contained in the
Manual for Elementary Schools, and in the Memoranda
of Instructions to Teachers of Intermediate and High
Schools as issued from time to time from the Depart-
ment of Education after approval by the Committee.

(a) However, in city and suburban schools dif-
ferent courses of study may be followed with the
approval of the Committee, but these courses must
be at least equivalent to the one prescribed by the
Committee.
