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save in sleep, he spent a single hour without these 
burning and vehement desires of progressing more 
and more in the ways of God and of helping forward 
in them his fellow-men. Outside of these considera­
tions, nothing in the world affected him, neither re­
latives, nor friends, nor rest, nor consolation, nor hard­
ships, nor fatigues. God was his all; and apart from 
this, all else was to him as nothing.”

The Council of Bishops convened in Quebec, in 
1886, linked Father Gamier’s name with those of the 
other Canadian missionary victims of the Iroquois, 
in the petition presented to the Holy See for the in­
troduction of the cause of Beatification of Father 
John de Brébeuf and his companions. May the day 
be not far distant when we can exclaim: “Blessed 
Charles Gamier, pray for us!”
