YIKI.DS OV (iHAIN'.

Knbanka has tieen compr.i'ed with .Marunis and Red Fife, two of
the leadini; varieties of liard .spring wheat, for a period of nine years
at Saskatoon with resiiltintr average yields as follows: Kubanka'26.2,
.Manpus TiA and Red Fife 27.S hiisiieis per acre. It has i)rodnee(i 16.8
bushels per acre as compared with 12.7 for Fife at Urookings, South
l»akota as an average for 12 .xears. At Fararo. Xortli Dakota, in a
seven year av.'rage, Kidianka yielded :{4.:! bushels per acre as compareil
with 24.7 for the Fife vaiiety. At Ilighmore, Snuth Dakota. Knbanka
I'l-odiiced IW.ti bushels pel' acre in a ten year average as com[)a.red with
11.1 for Ghirka which is a variety (piite similar to Fife. The Fife was
not on trial during the sane ten year iierind but produced an average
of 11.5 bushels for the twelve years that it was on trial. The above
results from Dakota are taken from I'. S. Dept. of Agr. Bui. No. 618,
which gives detailed accounts of experim, nts with durum wheat ill
