And it is concelvable that various other
trcumstances might arise to make i1t
. in the public interest for one bank to
absorb another. It seems a pity that
certain of the banks, in their eager-
ness for a rapid expansion, should take
A& course which seems likely to result
In parliament imposing fresh restric-
tions and perhaps legislating to pre-
vent comblination. ;
