Dear Sir,—We understand that Mr. Pear 
son has stated at the meeting of your board 
that our results for the candle-power of 
the street gas lamp, now In usé, are at 
variance with the report of the Govern­
ment Gas Inspector. We beg to point out 
first that the Government teets are tests of 
the Illuminating power of thf gas, and 
not of the street lumps, and are made on a 
standard Argand burner, prescribed by law, 
which ls quite different from the form used 
In. street lighting; secondly, that the street 
burner Is considerably Inferior to the stan­
dard burner when furnished with the same 
ga«. Ar our tests were made with a street 
burner supplied by Mr. Pearson and placed 
within the glass globe used in street Inn 
terns, which of course absorbs some light. 
It is natural to expect such a difference as 
Is shown between our results for the street 
lamps and the Government figures for the 
Illuminating power of the gas.
