From Collapse. e

BONUS, BASED ON TONNAGE, PROPOSED

Both Provincial and Federal Au-
thorities Are Agreed That Some-
thing Mnust Be Done.

Vaneouver, B.C., Dee. 4.—If the plans of
the provincial and federal authoritles are
carried out, a Canadian-owned lumber fleet
will be built with Government aid. Cana
dians are alarmed by the inroads of the
San Francisco merchantmen, and it is clalm-
ed that nothing short of a Government sub-
sidy for the building and operation of ships
will save the lumber industry of British
Columbia from collapse. It is proposed to
accomplish this by granting a bonus to
Canadian ships on the Paecific Coast, based
on the tonnage carried.

Rates Are Advanced,

The lumbermen ciaim that San Francisco !
skip-owners, noting the scarcity of deep-|
water vessels, have advanced the rates 60c

per 1000 on lumber. Kor the last 12 months
lumber freight rates have beer 60 cents
per 1000 lower in San Frdncisco and Seattle
than in British Columbia. There is also
said to be a further difference in freight
rates in favor of San Francisco and Puget
Sound for foreign ships. It is feared that
these iufluences will result in the effectual
side-tracking of the. British Columbia lum-/
ber business unless it is fostered.
Can’t Get Carriers. ’
A further competitive movement in re-|
cent ship charters by San Francisco ship-
ping men has made it practically impossible
for British Columbia lumbermen to obtain
vessels for freight carrying at any price.
To fulfil contracts offers were recently
made here for ships at rates even higher
than the current charges, hut the Puget
Sound people engaged the vessels by an
advance on the charter money. :
