BOY FIREBUGS
ADMIT CRIMES

Threw “Fire Balls” Into Houses
and Robbed Them While the
‘Tenants Fled

New York, Aug. 8—John Boris,;18 years
old, of 139 Devoe street, and Michael Car-
do, 17 years old, of 94 North First street,
two boys who set fire to a number of
places in the Eastern District with the
motive of robbéry, pleaded guilty to a
charge of arson in the first degree before
County Judge Fawcett, and will be sen-
tenced later in the week.

The confessions made by Boris indicate
an unusual degree of depravity in that
the boys semed utterly indifferent to the
fact that their crimes placed: the lives
of hundreds of persons in ;eopardy Thclr
method of operatigm
balls,” made of explosive chemicals thmugh
the iron gratings over openings -leading |
to the cellars 'and lower floors of the buikl-'
ings they intended to burn. When the
fire got under way they were on the spot
and during “tHe confusion inéident to the
escape of the tenants from the burning
building they stole whatever of value they
could carry away.

WOULD NOT MARRY
OR BURY THOSE WHO
BREAK' CHURGH VOWES

ProvidenceEpiscopal ReétorUrges
Strict Disciplining of Wealthy
Communicants

Providence, August 8—The Rev. Wil-
ford L. Hoopes, rector of Calvary Episco-
pay church, this city, is starting a cam-
paign among the ministers of his church
to withold buying people who are not
worthy of a Christian burial as well as
refusing to marry persons who have been
divorced otherwise than the church has
allowed.

He wants all the erring laity, men and
women, disciplined. He would not baptize
them nor ‘have them confirmed, nor visit
them in illness or give them the sacra-
ments if they are not leading correct lives,
anf ifthey are not habitual attendants of
the church services.

He declares that when a clergyman goes
wrong the church disciplines him, but
when the wealthy or poor laity err from
the right path they are not punished and
the church is too free with her ceremonies
and must hold them only for those who
are worthy. He thinks that
sale way that ministers are required to
give ti ir services at funerals for those
who have never entered a church has
brought the church into disrepute.

Jf the church boycots or disciplines
many of the erring people in the churches,
the value upon the cermonies of the
church will increase. They are at present,
he thinks, too common.

PORTER CHARLTON'S CASE

Italian Authorities Not Likely to
Press for Extradilion of the
VWife Murderer

New York, Aug. 8—It seems to be de-
finitely established that Porter Charlton,
who murdered his wife, Mary Scott Charl-
ton, in their bungalow on the shore of
Lnke Como, in Italy, will never pay any
other penalty for his confessed crime than
the humility and disgrace it has brought
upon himself and his family. Because of
the intimate personal relations existing be-
tween President Taft and Judge Charlton,
the father of the young man, and the pe-
culiarly extenuating circumstances preced-
ing the commission of the murder, with
which both governmenta are familiar, there
is no disposition on the part of the Ital-
ian authorities to press for the young
man’s extradition from Jersey City, where
he is still held a prisoner. The eircum-
stances alluded to are of such a character,
it is believed, that any jury, munderstand-
ing them, would recommend the prisoner
to the merey of the court. To them is as-
cribable the present mental condition of
the young man, who has been adjudged by
alienjsts to be a paranoiac.. During the

ton will be released and sent by his fa-
ther ‘to a gdmitarium, in the hope that in
a proper environment he may be cured of
the mental ailment from which he is said
to now suffer.

PRINGE GRITICISES
AMERICAN WOMEN

Prince Ghuka of Roumama Now
in New York Thinks They Want
Their Own Way Too Much

New York, Aug. 8—The American wo-
man’s “inhumanity to man” has a caustic
critic in, Prince Nicholas D. Ghika, of
Roumania, now in New York, on his way
to Alaska to hunt moose. In his observa-
tion of the women on this side of the At-
lantic, he says, he discerns an unfortun-
ate disposition to override the genus homo.
Women here, he thinks, have too much lib-
erty. While agreeing with the contention
of the suffragettes and others that they
are man’s intellectual equal, he avers they
are not content, as are women of other
nationalities, to distribute the honors
equally, but always want to dominate the
other sex.

“For instance,” he said at his apartmente
in the Waldorf. ‘“Suppose the American
husband prefers to go to London on his
vacation and the wife to Paris, you will
observe that the woman’s wishes prevail,
and to Paris they go. In insigting upon
having her way, the woman assumes that
she is her husband’s superior. This is re-
grettable, for in every other respect the
American woman is charming. Personally,
I am not in favor of one or the other rul-
ing, but I cannot reconcile myself to the
belief that in according to women this self-
assumed prerogative the American husband
is encouraging the development of the op-
posite sex in the direction that will best
help her fulfill her destiny in this world.
A little less liberty and more willingness
to co-operate with her husband in those
things that are for their mutual benefit,
I submit, would eliminate one of the most
grevious causes of domestic discord and
develop a more wholesome -spirit of com-
raderie between husband and wife than
now prevails in so many cases one has
forced upon his attention in his inter-
course with your so-called society men and
women.”

USSR

Says United States Consul Will-
rich at Quebec

PLENTY FOR AMERICANS

Despite New Policy Market for
Pulpwood Has' Been Poor-—
Former Consuf at St. John
Quotes Interatﬁz Figures

Washington, Aug. &—Besplte the policy
of the government of the province of Que-
bec, prohibiting the exportation of pulp-
wood cut on crown lands subsequent to
May 10,1910, there meéd be no apprehen-
sion of a pulpwood shorfage in that prov-
ince for the American market, according
to a report from Gebhard Willrich, United
States consul-général: at Quebec.

“Competent authorities say,” reports
Mr. Willrich, “that only about 15 per cent
of all the pulpwood cut in this province
was cut on crown lands. This percentage,
whjie not considerable was' sufficient to
prevent the sale at: fair prices of large
quantities of such wood cut on private
lands, which has accumulated in large
quantities. Despite the new policy of the
government, the mdrket for pulpwood has
been poor. The report further states that
the second largest article of export from
Quebec- in 1909, was wood pulp, represent-
ing a sale of nearly a million doﬂare. The
value in 1909 was $049,549, an increase in
two years of over 100 per cent. The ex-
ports of the produet to, Great Britain in
1909 amounted to ‘$847,178; to France $82,-
213 and to the United Stahes $19,000 a de-
crease from $38,700 in 1908.

In contrast to thé foregoing figures are
the export figures * for = pulpwood all of
which is taken by the United States be-
cause its bulk prevents expertation across
the ocean. In 1908 there were exported
by water to the United States 30,479 cords
valued at $197,662, in 1909, 80,781 cords
valued at £625,827. - Exports declared at
this consulate of pulpwogd by water as
well as by rail show a walue of $638,186
during 1908, and of $1,180,029 in 1909,

GAREERS MAPPED OUT BY
GIAL COLLEGE GRADUATES

Only 86 of the 265 Graduates of

' Wellesley Will be Teachers—
73 Resume Home Life

Wellesley, Mass., Aug. 8—This year Wel-
lesley graduated a class of 265 seniors.
Only 86 of the 265 graduates name teach-
ing as their expectation for the future.
This proportion is smaller than ever be-
fore.

Aside from these prospective teachers,
others of the graduates anticipate the fol-
lowing careers: Resume home life, 73; pur-
sue advanced courses of study leading to
the higher degrees, 20; enter settlement
work, 9; marry within a few months, 8;
enter upon literary work, 5; travel, 3; take
up farming, 2.

Commenting on the results of their can-
vass, the committee in charge say, in brief.
Of the 86 who intend to teach, scarcely
50 per cent showed any, real inclination to-
ward the profession.

On other occupations in general, a~ide
from teaching, the committee reports; To
any one interested in present social and e¢co-
nomic conditions, settlements and many
other forms of organized work afford an
opening. Lectures and public readings are
‘much in deméand, and well paid for in com-
parison with the labor entailed. Land-
scape gardening has been done successfully
by women and should be interesting to
those who have taken the courses in col-
lege, although for readier returns farming
is much more practicable. It is only of
late that farming has had full justice done
to it as a very pleasant as well as paying
employment. Women have not only gone
into it on the small gardening scale, but
are prosperous owners of large wheat
farms and fruit ranches.

For the graduate with taste there are
many practical openings. Some may do
interior decorating, design gowns for dress-
making ‘or wholesale establishments, find
employment as buyer or importer in large
department stores or in the shops which
make a specialty of artistic furnishings
and art objects. If she haa a decided ar-
tistic bent there are various kinds of arts
and crafts work; jewelry, pottery, book-
binding and illustrating.

To descend £rom the artistic to the com-
monplace, it could well- happen that more
intelligent women would undertake running

hotels and restaurants.

252 miles north of this place,
town in the North being
little more than a year old, but a lusty
young community, whose rapid growth
has been marvelous, had its first setback
yesterday when fire licked up nineteen busi
ness nlaces.

As the merchant's occupied living rooms
above their stores nineteen families are
homeless and tents are being hurried to
the scene from C(obalt to house the un-
fortunates until other arrangements can
be made.

Railwaymen shortly after 2 o'clock yes-
terday morning noticed a blaze in Brad-
ley's Real Estate oflice, and the alarm was
at once given by the blowing of engine
whistles and by running from house to

house te arouse the sleeping occupants.

| Fortunately there was no wind blowing, or

the entire town would have been fire
swept. As it was, the flames spread with
great rapidity leaping from one frame
building to another and the efforts of a
bucket brigade were directed to keeping
the fire confined to one side of the street.
The entire block facing upon two streets
was wiped out, 19 buildings being com-
pletely destroyed.
