CHICAGO, Nov. II—The account 
Martin J. Durkin has been running 
with society has heen totalled, and 
it will take the "sheik” murderer and 
automobile thief 50 years and five 
days of penitentiary service to pay

To the state penitentiary service of 
35 years for murder and two sen­
tences of five years each in a Federal 
prison for interstate transportation 
of stolen automobiles were added five 
sentences of one year and a day each.

Balked in his hope of a prison 
break when county jail guards found 
steel saws in his cell, Durkin went 
into court apparently anxious to have 
it over with. He pleaded guilty to 
each of the remaining five counts on 
an indictment and was sentenced to 
a year and a day in each instance.

The court specified that the 35 
years’ punishment for the slaying of 
Edwin C. Shanahan, Federal agent, 
shot to death when he sought to ar­
rest Durkin for automobile thefts, be 
paid first, and that after that the 
seven Federal sentences be served 
consecutively.

Thus was ended the career at lib­
erty of a youth who became widely 
advertised first because of his popu­
larity with women, secondly because 
of his swift trigger finger and appar­
ent readiness to “shoot It out” with 
peace officers.

In addition to the slaying of Shana­
han, two other deaths are attributed 
to him, those of a police sergeant and 
a Durkin relative slain when a police 
trap laid for the “sheik” miscarried 
and he shot his way out.
