Paris, Feb. 27—All but four of the twen­

ty-two ^prisoners who have been on trial 
as the alleged automobile bandits who ter- 

• rorized Pins and its environs in 1911-12 
were found guilty early today. The excep­
tions were Rodrigues, and three 
Maitre-jean, Schoofs and LeClerch.

Four of the accused were found by the 
jury! to be liable to the death penalty. 
These are the bandits Dieudonne, Calle- 
min, Soudy and Monier. After the an­
nouncement of the verdict, the judges an­
nounced that they would take some time 
in deliberation over the sentences.

The jury had considered the cases since 
three o’clock yesterday afternoon and the 
verdict was returned a little before seven 
o'clock ’ this morning. A series of nearly 
400 questions had been submitted to the 

jury.

Twenty Twe Murders
The crimes of the auto-bandits began in 

November' 1811, and in the succeeding 
months they murdered, it is alleged, chaf- 
feum, bank messengers, freight agents and 
policemen to the number of twenty-two. 
They tried to steal $200,000 from the dank
