di Visconti Modrcna is sad. Aimond- 
eyed Lisa Panchetti—prettiest, slimmest, 
nimblest, sweetesj of all fils Scala bal­
let school maids—obdurately decline* to 
dance, and mikes the pale-excuse that 
she wants to be a doctor- She has been 
studying Latin, she says, and she doubts 
whether dancing is às high a trade as 
medicine. _ ...

Duke di Visconti Modrona is the rich­
est, bluest-blooded, bravest, most gen­
erous of Lombardy’s dukes, He is Mil­
an’s only. Maecenas. He planks down 
the cash when La Sepia is hard up; and 
he supports entirely the Scàla ballet 
school, which aspires heroically to sus­
tain Italian dancing and shame the up­
start Haissians back to their hyperbor­
ean deni. How. much money the muni­
ficent duke spends on this is known 
only to his banker and himself, $8,000.

Lisa Panchetti is golden. Duchess di 
Visconti M.odrona first saw that. In 
Corso Venezia one balmy summer eve, 
her horses ran down seven-year-old 
Lisa. The duchess bore Lisa to her 
palace, fed her with purple grapes, and 
bade her sing. -Lisa lifted her ragged 
skirt and began to dance. “That is not 
singing,” said the duchess. “It is,” said 
Lisa. “People sing with their lips,” 
said the duchess. “They don’t,” said 
Lisa. And she danced. The wonder­
ing duchess handed, her over to the dukë 
as a promising pupil for his beloved 
Scale ballet school.

Lisa did miracles. She won all prizes. 
She mastered dancing; and beat rival 
pupils in everything that’s taught—in 
Italian, in history, in geography, in 
music, in foreign languages. Her con­
duct . and manners were model. When 
she reached seventeen she even obeyed 
the school’s Draconian, “Do not flirt !" 
And then last spring, with a almond- 
eyed Lisa near her eighteenth birthday, 
came the little tragedy which made the 
duke so sad.

With five other maids, the duke’s 
brightest prptegees, Lisa was to appear 
for the first time publicly on the Scala 
stage. All the audience, she was told, 
would applaud; and some would throw 
nosegays. Lisa'would be famous. Said 
Lisa, “T have a headache;”' and she did 
not dance. Next morning she flew to 
her patron, the duchess, and said, tear­
ful-eyed ! “1 win not dance ever!”
“And why ?” “Because I am going to 
be a doctor.
Latin----- ” “Learning Latin?” “Yes—
secretly—I refuse to be a ballet girl— 
I apologize to the duke, my seigneur, my 
patron.” The duke consented.

Cyril Maude's first American and Can­
adian tour will begin on Monday, Oc­
tober 6 at the Princess Theatre, Toron­
to. He will play a month in Canada, and 
go to Wallack’» Theatre, New York for 
a limited engagement. Appearances in 
Boston and other prominent cities will 
fdllôw. The famous English actor Is 
supported by his own company from ills 
London Playhouse, and bring^ with him 
the original productions of many of his 
past successes. “Toddles,”

Dur­
ing the New York engagement, Louis N.

“The Vicar of Wakefield,” will be pro­
duced for the first time on any stage, 
with Maude as Dr. Primrose, and his 
daughter Margerey as Olivia.

' Maude on the eve of his departure for 
America, Sir Herbert Tree presided, as­
sisted by Sir Squire Bancroft and Sir 
John Hare. Seventy theatre managers

Training Ballet Dancers
La Scale’s ducal ballet school is high 

up under the roof. The; duke pays every 
cent of the cost; his father paid it be­
fore him; and his ancestor, famous Duke 
Guido,.founded it, and a brass tablet re­
calls him. Small Milan girls (but not 
boys, there are no boy pupils) thirst to 
enter the ballet school, for the profits 
are great. One enters it between eight 
and twelve years of age ; studies ten 
years, during which the good duke 
clothes and feeds you, teaches you — 
through Ballet-Maesto Grasst—how to 
dance ; and gives you good secular edu­
cation, high moral training, and such 
rigid disciplining that another visconti 
(Italy’s late foreign minister) said, 
“There is no convent which trains 
severer young ladies than the Milan bal­
let school.”

From the hour when the fair maids 
(after close examination of bodies, souls, 
and characters) are passed as pupils, 
they are shielded from all worldly in­
fluences. To ensure that even parents 

‘do not meddle, the duke allows each 
little dancer $24 pocket money; and 
this is raised year by year to $240. And 
he allows each graduate $360 during 
her first year as finished dancer on La 
Scala stage.

“Don’t Flirt!”

When the irressiStible maids approach 
they are rigidly hidden from manly eye. 
If by post comes a jewel it is sent to 
the charité to be sold for the poor; if 
by post comes merely a bouquet it is 
cast with blushes in the dust-bin. Na­
turally, Milan mothers seek to steer 
their daughters into such a haven, the 
only institution which combines the 
attractions of stage and conventual life.

Of course La Scala expects a return 
for its work. After ten years’ study
