- ‘Dominion dnd Reciprocity was the sub-
ject Rev. G. Watt Smith’ announced for
his sermon in the Empire theatre Ihst
evening. He said it was well -that ' a
Christian congregation should sanctify the
holiday by some solid thinking on the
religious aspect of Dominion Day. When

Moses delivered his closing address to
the nation he indicted them for want of
faith. Can it be said of Canada that
she has mo faith? It is not a question
as to whether or not we have churches.
Those we have are doing, on the whole,
much for the dominion, but_have we faith
in God and the destiny, He has placed
before the race? y
. Reciprocity, ‘he held, was an act of
faith. It is ‘called a trade pact. It is,
but it is something more. It provided
‘something *which would be a. mightier
force in favor‘of'‘pedce than a standing
army of grenadiers. It cleared the high-
ways between the-neighbor peoples of :the
‘obstructions - of tariffs,  at first ‘necessary
expedients for raising revenue for domes-
tic expendituré, but becoming most ‘often
instruments of retaliation‘ and -offence.

This is Testimony of Woman in
Charges Against Health Com-
missioner at Port of New York

New York, July 4—In the hearing of
charges against Dr. A. H. Doty, - health
commissioner of the port, before Commis-
sioners Bulger and Cohen, appointed by
the governor, Mrs. Annie Katz, of} No.
202 East 105th street, testified she remain-
ed at Swinburne Island seven weeks while
her children ‘were ill. Stec said she was
compelled to work,-scrubbing floors. One
of her children died and she was taken to
Hoffman Island. There she washed clothes.
She said she was worked from 3 o’clock
in the morning until 10 o’clock -at night at
Swinburne Island and could not remem-
ber at what hour she got up at Hoffman
Island. She received no pay.

“While on Hoffman Island did you ever
see a sick baby carried out in the cold?”’
she was asked by Charles Deshkind, who
represented the complainants.

“Yes, when it was snowing they would
carry sick babjes out inthe air,” was the
reply.

The witness said the babies were wrap-
ped in blankets. Deshkind said he would
endeavor to show that children expected
to die were removed to make room for
others.

Mrs. Katz said that when her child died
she. begged to be allowed to see it, and
was refused permission. She said she fell
on her knees and kissed the dress of the
nurse, begging to see her dead infant.
The witness said she was told to go and
get some ice for the living, and went.

When there was not sufficient ice, she
testified, she frequently paid for it, get-
ting it from a man known as “Charlie,”
the ice man. !

|St. John Man Recounts Story

Brought to Mind By Oae of the

Marquise de Fontenoy Letters in
the Times

Editor Times, *

Sir:—In the “Evening Times and Star”
of Thursday last, the Marquise de Fonte-
noy in her charming biographical sketch
of Sir Claude Champion ' de  Crespigney,
referred to the engagement of his son,
Captain Vierville’ Champion de Cr‘espigny
to Miss Mae Sloy of St Catherines, Ont.

The captain is most certainly a chip of
the old block, and is as plucky and fear-
less as his picturesque father. The writer
recalls several exciting instances he had
in company with the captain in South
Africa, when both were within an ace of
handing in their checks. The following
incident wil give some idea of the cap-
tain’s contempt of danger and his free
and easy way of takimg things generally.

Towards the end of the Boer war, when
Kitchener’s blockhouse system was complet-
ed, which dideso much in limiting the
successful operations of the wily Boers
then left in the field, several columns
of British troops operating in what was
formerly the Free State, made a big drive
with very extended fromts, each column
co-operating (or at least was expected to
co-operate, but did not do so, on all oc-
casions), endeavored to drive a large party
of Boers, toward the line of blockhouses,
which extended from Kroonstad. to Lind-
ley. General Elliott's cavalry details, which
were emcamped near Kroonstad, were
brought out and placed out of sight in
several positions near the blockhouse line
which the Boers were likely to try to
break through. The writer, who was staff
officer of this force, was with his command-
ing officer scanning the country in the dir-
ection from which the Boers were expect-
ed, when he observed on the horizon about
scven miles away two or three horsemen
come into view and dismount; they were
