GORMIER GIRL

TIVE THAT WHEREABOUTS OF

WAS MADE KNOWN

Ofﬁc1al Interested
Protective Act a

in City

Prosecutlon—Glrl s Mother J:ias Been

Under Children’s
nd There May Be

Reassuring statements to the effect
that little Irene Cormiér is in o good
home do not seem to have ended the
case. In the first place doubts have
been cast upon the statement that the
child . is being preperly cared for. In
support of this a woman tells of seeing
her near a house in the Manawagomsh
road on last Friday. It is believed, how-
ever, that if this were true the child has
been removed from this place since then.

‘Another fact which may have some
bearing on the case is that her mother
is not dead, as has been said, but is
alive and has been seen in St. John with-
in the last few months.

Since the general alarm has been rais-
ed the county as well as the city offi-
cials have been taking an interest in
the case. On Sunday a county official
visited the Cormier home to learn the
details of the situation., He asked what
the police were doing in the matter and
was told by Mrs. Cormier that she had
reported the loss of the child to the po-
lice on the night she disappeared. Since
then a police official had called at the
house to ask her to let themm know when
she heard of the girl and one other call
had been made by a policeman.

The Children’s Aid Society is now
taking an interest in the case on ihe
grounds ‘that it comes within the scope
of the Children’s Protective Act and J.
King Kelley said this morning that he
had been looking into the matter. He
said that it had been reported that the
child had not been well treated in the
Cormier home but, as far as he could
learn she had received about the same
treatment as the other children and that
if she had been punished at times it was
for marked instances of waywardness.
The parent or guardian has full power,
he said, to give a child reasonable pun-
ishment and even if the punishment
goes beyond reasonable limits no in-
dividual has a right to step in and take
the child away.

There is plenty of law, he explainad,
to cover such cases and the secretary of
the Society for the Prevention of Cruel-
ty devotes his time to the investigation
und correction of just such cases. He
thought that if any person had deliber-
ately taken the child away from her
proper guardians he or she should have
to answer for it and if the child is kept
concealed until it is found by the offi-
cers of the law he said that those re-

sponsnble would be prosccutcd for their
part in the matter.

Says She is All Aright

An official in a local institution who

‘has interested himself in the matter, said
today that he was positive she was not
in any institution here, but that he had
reliable information that she was in a
good home and being well cared for. He
said that she was in a better home than
she had previously had. and he would not
advise her being taken bdck. As to
other rumors that the girl had been seen
oyt the Manawagonish road, he profess-
ed little faith in them, but persisted in
saying that he fully believed that Irene
was being better cared for now than she
had ever been.

Mrs. Cormier said this morning that
she had no idea where the girl has been
for the last six weeks or more, but since
the report had been published as quite
authoritative from Chief Clark that she
was in a good.home, she intended to de-
mand from the police what information
they had in the matter.

In the meantime the mystery regard-
ing the case has not been lessened by
any explanations which have been given
and it is time for the persons responsible
for the child’s absence, even if they took
her away from her surroundings from
the best motives, to come forward and
make a definite and satisfactory explan-
ation either publicly or to some responsi-
ble official.

The Local Council of Women is also
taking an interest in the caSe, and the
matter will come up for discussion at a
meeting of the executive tomorrow after-
noon unless something more definite de-
velops before then.
