DECLINES TO ACCEPT.

The Turf, Field and Farm publishes
the following concerning the Sunol-Belle
Hamlin match :

“The challenge thrown out last week
by the Turf, Field and Farm to trot
Sunol against Belle Hamlin for $10,000 a
side, half forfeit and entire gate money,
has been the talk of the country. In a
personal letter to us, Mr. Hamlin says
that he is not responsible for the state-
ment that he had forced Sunol to take to
the woods, and his formal reply to the
challenge is as follows :

“To the Editor of the Turf, Field and
Farm.

“In reply to the challenge which ap-
peared in your last issue, offering to
match Belle Hamlin for $10,000 a side,
$5,000 forfeit, the winner to take the en-
tire stake and gate receipts, I respect-
folly decline to accept, as in my judgment
the chances are in favor of Sunol’s_beat-
ing Belle Hamlin.  Besides I would not
put up a forfeit of §5,000 and run the
risk of the mare going wrong. I will,
however, match Belle Hamlin against
Sunol for $5,000 a side, $2,500 over any
track mutually agreed upon, the winner
to take 60 per cent, of the earnings and
the loser 40 per cent.

Built at Blue Rock.

The bark Dusty Miller, which is dis-
charging ballast at Rodney wharf, Carle-
ton,was built at Blue Rock, Carleton, in
1865 by Messrs Stackhouse & McLaugh-
lin. From the time the keel was laid
until the vessel was launched just
ten weeks elapsed. She loaded
lumber for Wales and on her
arrival on the other side was pur-
chased by H. Owen & Son, of Carnarvon,
her present owners. It is said that this
vessel derived her name from a friend
of one of the bnilders who was a miller.
He came down to the yard where the
vessel was being built with his dusty
clothes on, and when asked what they
would call the ship, he answered “call her
the Dusty Miller.” This was done and
she is now the only vessel of that name
afloat. Her timbers are as solid as
when first put in her and she is as tight
as a cup. Captain Hughes reflects great
credit on her builders for the staunch
way in which she was put together.

From Barbadoes.

Topsail schooner Herbert D. Rice,

The Rice
made a round trip from Weymouth N. 8.

A Relie of the Old Time.

The exterior lines of he ramparts of
the ¥ort built by Claude LaTour, at
Port LaTeur, Shelburne Co., N. 8, in
1692, are easily traceable. The places
where the parapets had been built are
clearly discernable. The place of the em-
brasures is plainly recognizable. On the
western side of the fortress the glaces
extends about three hundred feet to
high water mark. On the eastern side
the earthworks show well built up walls,
some ten or twelve feet high and nearly
perpendicular. The outside walls of the
fortification appear to have been about
four hundred and fifty feet in length, and
to have enclosed an area sufficient to
contain suitable barrack room for the
residents and grounds for military move-
ments.
