DIVERTING WATER
T0 OVERCOME THIS

Esquimalt Waterworks Com;.)anvae-
lieve That Over Million Galions
a Day Were Lost.

The ~ Esquimalt Waterworks Com-
pany is now engaged in_diverting the
water from the ditch which leads to
Cabin Pond, so that the water will be
carried in another way to Cabin Pond.
The workmen are nowiengaged in cut-
ing. a@itch to divert the . water o
Waugh €reek:- This will allow of neces-
sary eement work' being done on the
éxisting diteh to keep the water within
bounds,

Formerly the ditch to Cabin Pond
allowed about two and three-quarter
million gallons to'go to waste into the
old bed before reaching Cabin Pond.
L. Lubbe says-that three years ago this
was overcome by putting in cement
work, reducing the loss to about a
third of a million gallons, which was
considered of no moment.

No test was made of the leakage this
yvear untii a short time ago, when it
was found that with 11,000,000 gallons
passing through the ditch the leakage
was found to be 972,000 gallons a day.
With 14,000,000 gallons a day going
through the loss would be very much
greater, he says, so that a serious
drainage has been made upon their
supply by this leakage.

PROSECUTION FEARS
UNWRITTEN LAW

Attorney for Amnie Bradley May

‘Washington, Nov. 14.—The first day's
trial of Mrs. Annie Bradley on the
charge of murdering ex-United States
Senator Brown, of Utah, was con-
sumed entirely in an effort to bbtain a
jury.
