The thin vein runs 
into the Clifford mine, adjoining the 
No. 2 In the Clifford a few hours be­
fore the commissioners arrived, a Hun­
garian was killed almost instantly by 
the falling of a portion of the roof by 
the mine. He was doubled up and his 
lamp set fire to his clothing 
roasting him. But the

or eight feet thick. On the return 
journey to the foot of the shaft, Bishop 
Spalding came across a Lithuanian boy,
J'ho was employed as a door tender. His 
face was black from coal dirt, but in 
the dim light of the lamp on his cap 
the Bishop nbtieed the boy’s handsome 
features. He asked the boy many ques­
tions as to his age, the character of his 
wPrk and the wages he received, 
other commissioners also plied the boy 
irith questions.

Near the shaft on the return journey, 
the car in which Judge Gray, Gen. Wil- 
son and Messrs. Clark and Parker were 
seated, jumped the track and the four 
occupants were slightly shaken up.
Miners quickly placed the car on the 
track again and started them; off with a 
hearty good-bye.

The party reached the surface at 2.10 
o clock, after being underground for two 
nours and ten minutes. A hurried in­
spection was made of the outside build­
ings of the colliery, and then the com­
missioners were driven in carriages to 
their special train.

Merged Into Two Huge 
Corporations.

Chicago, Oct. 31.—The Record-Herald 
to-day says: ; “Two big consolidations 
of beef interests are planned. The pack­
ers will combine first and then a merger 
of all the stock yards, which are con­
trolled in Boston. All the properties in­
volved are owned and controlled by the 
owners of the principal beef packing 
plants. The different yards that prob­
ably will be included in the deal, aside 
from the Chicago yards, are those at 
Kansas City, East St. Louis, St. 
Joseph, Mo., Fort Worth, Texas, South 
Omaha and Sioux City. Iowa. The 
Armour interests are probably the largest 
in the Kansis City yards. The Armours, 
Swifts and Morris control the East St. 
Louis yards, the Swifts own the St. 
Joseph yards, the Armours and Swifts 
own the Fort Worth yards, the Armours, 
Swifts and Cudahys control the Omaha 
yards, and the Swifts control at Sioux 
City. While the control of the Chicago 
yards is held in Boston, the Chicago 
packers have large ; holdings of the 
stock also, and their recommendations 
would undoubtedly have great weight 
with the Eastern capitalists.

"The plan for consolidating the vari­
ous stock yards has not progressed as yet 
to a point where the amount of stock re­
quired has been more than discussed. It 
undoubtedly would run close up to $100,- 
000,000, exclusive of the amount required 
for the original packing companies com­
bination, which is said to be $800,- 
000,000.”
