OTTAWA, April 2.—Tn the house of
commons today Sir Wilfrid ZLaurier

annouriced that he had received from
Hon. H. R. Emmerson, the resignation
of the ‘portfolio of the railways and
. canals, and that he had accepted it.
Sir- Wilfrid read the letter he had re-
ceived from Mr, Emmerson returning
the portfolio. He also read his reply.
Hon. Mr. Emmerson followed with a
personal statement, There were no
other speakers.

Mr. Emmierson’s statement was both
manly and pathetic. He denied the
truth of the statements which had
been made against him in three Cana-
dian papers. He admitted that he ha

='weaknesses like other men, and tha
*“he had resigned to relieve S8ir Wiifrid
and the party of embarrassmemnt and
had taken steps to vindicate his char-
acter in the courts.

“You and I, and indeed the whole
country, have been aware that the at-
tention of parliament has been inter-
rupted by certain innuendoes against
members of your cabinat. Mere gossip
is difficult to meet, but when the me-
dium of th2 press has been sought to
name me as one of your colleagues in
a ‘slander, false on its face, I have dai-
récted ® that proceedings be taken
‘against certain newspapers for the
~purpose of vindicating myself not only

- against the direct charge but also

- against the insinuations involved

- therein.

= ¢ am consclous that I am in a posi-

_ tion to be exonerated in the eyes of the
country and yourself. My object in
taking these proceedings is to vindi-
cate my character, aside from all po-
litical considerutions.

It is expected that you will leave

" here on Thursday for England in the
interests, not only of Canada, but of
the Empire, and I would be very sorry
to prove to be in any way an obstacle
to that departure. Of necessity the de-
cision of the courts will not be in time
to make you feel free. Feeling as I
do that it would be unfair to you, to my

- eolleagues and to the party generally,

“ that I should be under such an imputa-
tion while occupying a place in your
cabinet, I have therefore to ask you
to accept my resignation as minister
of railways and canals. Assuring you
of my personal esteem, and of my grat-
jtude for the many kindnesses shown
by you and of my belief in and adher-
ence to the policy of your government
and of the hope that my sure vindica-
tion will in the end be a matter of sat-
fsfaction to you,

To this communication the prime

minister sent the:following reply:

] have come to the conclusion that
the course which you take is, under ex-
fsting circumstances, in the public in-
terest. You owe it to yourself, to your
colleagues and friends, to clear your
character of the charges levelled

against it. You could well ignore mere |

fnsinuations, but direct and specific
charges you do well to face as sool as
uttered.

4T will place your resignation in the
hands of his excellency.

Let me assure you that I, as well
as . your colleagues, appreciate the
efforts, labor and zeal with which ‘you
struggled to advance the public wel-
fare in a most arduous department.

To the Hon. H. R. Emmerson, Ottawa.
Mr. Emmerson’s Statement

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—“It will per-
haps be necessary for me to add a

word to the announcement made by
the prime minister. I want to be de-
finitely clear as to what my statement
should be and with the indulgence of
the house, I shall read it, so that therg
need be no misapprehension as to the
words.” © Mr. 'Emmérson then read the
following statement:

“I desire at this time to repeat my
denial explicitly and unqualifiedly of
the charge which has . been made
against me by the Fredericton Gleaner
and to say that I have taken steps to
secure vindication before the only tri-
bunal having jurisdiction in the pre-
mises, the established courts of the
law. To this end, I have given In-
structions for the issue of writs for
libel against the ‘Fredericton Gleaner,
the Halifax Herald and the Toronto
World, and I have been advised of the
service in at least one of these cases.
It is but a question of hours now in
the other two cases, if indeed at this
moment service has not taken place,

“Mr, Speaker, with the indulgence
of the house, and with your permis-
sion, I would like to .say one other
word. In common with every other
member of this house, I recognize
this fact that gossip has' caused more
mischief in the world than have the
decrees of tyrants, and while I have
been aware, comjng to me as they
have come to from time to time, that
slanderous’ statements were being
made that were untrue, they have not
been, 1ng \p rtBngiple way, and
I co ‘hot before my peers and. my
fellows, take cognizance of them.

Giad of a Definite Charge

In- a way I feel relieved to think
that this matter has come to a head,
that it has reached a point where
I will' at least be in a position td meet
my traducers face to face. I do not
know Mr. Speaker, whether it be a
fact or not, that every man in this
house is willing to have his private
life exposed. I do-not know if there
{8°any man within seufid of my voite,
indeed, within fhe country, who is in
& position to say that he has done no
wrong. I admit that I have- had. my
weaknesses.. I have ‘had my foibles.

Until this ‘matter reached thé -point |
‘which it has reached; T had notthought °

that it -was a subject matter for par-
Hamentary “discussion -or for parlia-
mentary investigation. I had felt this
at least Sir, that the ‘'man who was
without sin should be the man to cast
the stone, and while standing as I do
before the ;bar: of puhlic opinion .and
as within-a_few days I will stand be-
fore the courts . of justice while I
will tell the truth-and the whale truth
I expect to be judged not by the stand-
ard that would be set up-upon the plea

0f “You are another,” while ¥ ask no

mercy from that standpoint: - If the
standard that should be the standard
of the people of the country shall gov-
ern me, and if I am unfit and unworthy
of recognition in this house or in this
country, I.am willing to go down. But
Sir, afcer that, and when that question
has been fought out and determined,
there is another question that the
members of this house will ask them-
selves, and that the people of this
country will ask of this house,and that
is, are there others?

The Charges False

Sir, in making that statement and
in making the written statemént which

I have made strong enough—if in-
deed I could make it strong enough—
as regards the statements in that pa-
per, which are untrue, which are false,
I want to be understood as going even

further and as saying that they are
unqualifiedly false and that anything
I have ever done, either in the city of
Montreal, or under any other circum-
stances, I did to protect the innocent,
and I have never been—murk my
words Mr. Speaker, and I make them
with the full knowledge of the solem-
nity of the occasion and of the dignity
of my position—I have never been in a
hotel in the city of Montreal in my
life with any body of ill repute. 1 shall
take occasion, Sir,.to show the ac-
cusation to be untrue,and will give the
protection which I have at all times
afforded to the innocent. I will never
attempt to bhuild myself up onh anybody
else’s downfall. ‘ :

Mr. Speaker, it must he recognized,
it is recognizzd as a crisis in any man’'s
life when statements of this kind are
paraded before the country, and while
I almost  feel a sense of relief and
gratification to know that I am now
placed where T can and -will meet my
traducers; I have been in the position
during the ‘discussions in this house
of not knowing whethar the insinua-
tions and innuendoes were aimed at me
or not. There was nothing tangible,
nothing that I could take hold of. But
the occasion has cdme; the time is now
here, and I hope to be able to seize the
opportunity, sg that every man who
has heretofore been able to grasp my
hand as a friend and an equal will be
able hereaftoer ty feel that he can still
grasp my hand and ‘welcome me as
heretofore as & friend.

So far as my political opponents are
concerned I have no word to say. FPo-
litical life has its difficulties, its trou-
ble and its struggles. I have known it
for over a score of years. I have met
these difficulties; I have surmounted
these obstacles with all my weakness
and with all my foibles, -and who are
there who have not? Who are there
who are above reproach? I hope they
exist. I hope they are within the sound

of my voice. But, with all that, what-
ever may be miné, and I have them
in common with humanity, I have a
strong element of human nature about
me, and I think, and I have always had
the idea that it has been a sympathetic
and warm-hearted nature. It 'is not
to leave me at this moment, and I do
not, and will not, except in so far as
I ask for a fair hearing and for a sus-
pension of judgment on the part of the
members of this house and on the part
of the country. I make no plea for
mercy. I make no appeal other than
this, that I want to be considered a
man, and if I cannot prove myself a
man with all my weakness I am will-
ing to go down through the depths to
which those who are beneath the Eevel
of true manhood must go.

Scandal is Two-Edged

At this moment I make no reprisals.
I have had good friends. I belleve I
have them yet—(applause)—and Isay
this that all in the ranks of those
who have been my political opponents
are not my enemies. And I have this
to say Turther: that I will do my duty
fearlessly, and if on a future occasion
these matters come before this house,
and if on a future occasion there is
something to be said, as has already
been announced, I will be here to say
my say. I will be here at least to
challenge the bona fides of these ac-
cusers. I will be here to declare that,
it political warfare is to be carried on
with the weapons of slander from the
gutters of slander and personal gossip,
if the political warfare of Canada is
to be degraded to that level, it is not
only against those on this side of your
chair, Mr. Speaker, whe are to suffer
in that warfare. And if the country
would know the facts, if the public
press which has had detectives on my
track, and on the track of other min-
isters of the crown, seeking out mat-
ters that are of private moment, let
me say that if the employment of de
tectives is necessary as against those
on this side, then without stooping to
secure evidence in that way, there is
evidence in existence, evidence that
has not been purchased, but that will
be strong, powerful, potent, cogent.
And if the public press of Canada and
the people of Canada want that evi«
dence, .it is within their grasp—it is
within the grasp of this house—it is
within the grasp of this country.

The Motives for His Action

A number of motives join to cause
me to take the course I do, but the
first I speak of is the high regard I
have for my leader and the very great
esteem in which I hold my colleagues.
(Applause,) I would sacrifice myself
though it meant eternal sacrifice, in
order that my ' great and honored
leader—not merely honored by me, and
not merely great because I say so, but
honored by all the people of this coun-
try,and not only in Canada and among
Canadians, but among the men of all
the world—may go to the conference
in Lionden, and go there in no sense
driigged down by me, *in no sense be-
smirched because men have seen fit
to make statements with regard to
myself, statements that I can prove to
be untrue, statements that in my
heart of hearts I know I and realize
to be untrue, but statements that have
been bandied’about in the Hope of in-
jurinig ' me, by officials of this house,
who “instead of devoting their time to
the duties for which they are paid,
have gone to room No. 6 (the Conserv-
atlve room) to circulate untruths,
damnable  untruths with respect to
myself, and this I can prove out of
the mouths of men into whose face I
look at this moment. And this has
been going on unfajrly to myself
though it has not come to my know-
ledge until within. a very few 'days,
for these things, truly, are kept from
everybody who - is particularly affect-
ed by them until the last moment.
Gossip is the weapon of the coward,
and the coward seeks out victims
whom he thinks to be weak. I may
be one. But I am here and if I am
not a saint, I am at least a decent
sinner.

I have said all I should say and prob-
ably more than need to be said: But I
speak in justification of myself as a
man. I propose to stand here as a
member of this house and I propose to
conduct myself as a member of this
house ought to do, and if those who
stand upon pedestals of their own cre-
ation want to take action let them take
action, and they must take action now
that they have gone so far. In what I
do I am actuated by a sense of duty
first of all to myself. I am actuated
in the second place by a scuse of the
duty that I owe to my revered and hon-
ored colleagues in the government and
to my colleagues, the members of this
house.

A Fair Request

But higher and above them all is the
sense of duty that I owe to my consti-]
tuents, that I owe to the people of this !
country; and I ask them and the mem- l
bers of this house one thinz, and Ii’
think T have a right to ask it, appeal-|
ing merely to their sense of British '
fair play—to suspend their judgment,
to await the verdict; and if then I am |
conviéted, and if then these words are |
proved to be untrue, I shall ask no |
more. i

Unfortunately, sir, in life and with
our weak humanity, we are apt to
think ill of our fellows, we are too
prone to accept the word and the idle
utterance of this gossip and to say
that it must be true because it has
been written. I know that in my per-
sonal experience I have had more let-
ters of condemnation, more letters of
complaint and of fault finding, than I
have ever. had of congratulation or ap-
proval. But I have had the plrasure,
even though sometimes undeserved,
that there should be a suspension of
judgment awaiting the day when 1 can
meet face to face those who have been
striking me under the belt and stab-
bing me in the dark. In meeting them
I have this confident assurance that I
shall be able to vindicate my honor
and eharacter, - Reputation is no-
thing. Character is everything,
and my course will be taken to vindi-
cate my character, which is the only
asset I have after a lifetime of strug-
gle. (Applause).

“I came into this house a poor man;
I go out of this government a poor
man. The man does not live who can
say aught to the contrary. It I had

devoted my life to my profession I
think I could have gone on laying the

foundation of at least an independence.
1 have given my life to my country. . I
have done my best toward that coun-
try, and in the discharge of my duties
as Minister of Railways and Canals I
have endeavored to ¢treat all with
courtesy, but I have endeavored above
all to be honest and straightforward
and true. I leave the government from
a sense of duty. I am here yet as a
member of this house, and I owe &
duty to my constituency, my friends
and my family, and I have eliminated
them from any remarks that I have
made. As I have been able to dis-
charge that duty in the past, 1 hope
that I may be able to discharge it in
the future.”

His Opponents Sat Dumb

There was no reply from the Con-
servative side.

R. L. Borden asked the Prime Minis-
ter if there was any further informa-
tion with respect to the tendered re-
signation of the Minister of Public
Works. The present was not the pro-
per occasion to enter into a discussion
of the circumstances, but he thought
they should have some statement from
the Prime Minister and that the period
was approaching when there should be
some finality about the matter.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier—*“I have no in-
formation whatever to give the house
at this momen:z. I have received no
further communication from Mr.
Hyman, eitker direct or indirect. It
has been stated in the newspapers that
Mr. Hyman had started to come north
again but that he had returned to
Coronado. I know no more of that
matter than any other member of the
house, It is quite certain that the

Minister of Public Works will have to |

take action before he han enter this
house again. He has already ziven us
notire of his intention, and I have no
doubt he will make Lis intention good.”
Mr, Foster asked whether any inti-
mation had been sent to Mr. Hyman
that his former resignation was con-
gidered invalid.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier—“No;I have made
no attempt whatever, the reason be-
ing that I was informed that since
Mr. Hyman went south, his corres-
pondence could not be placed before
and that he had been ordered to ab-
stain from intellectual labor of all
kinds."”

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MAY REPLAGE THE
SUSPENSION BRIDGE
WITH NEW STRUCTURE

FREDERICTON, N. B, April 2.—

There is every probability that the
provincial government will soon under-
take the erection of a bridge over the
mouth of the St. John river, to take the
place of the present suspension bridge.
In conversation with the commissioner
of the Board of Works that gentleman
stated that the administration was con-
sidering the matter and that Chief Fn-
gineer Wetmore had been instructed to
look into the whole business and make
a report. The new structure would be
a cantilever one and. made to accom-
modate two street car tracks besides
carriage and foot passage way. An
engineer would also probably be gsent
from Upper Canada to estimate cost
of construction.

The street railway would be asked to

share in the expense of the erection of |

such bridge.

At the meeting of the city council
held this evening, Ald. John S. Scott
was appointed delegate to proceed to
Washington to urge the continuance of
the American consulship in this city,
and $100 was granted to defray ex-
penses.

Dr. L. A. Currey of St. John was
heard by the council in his request
for free wharfage for thc steamer
Hampstead. The matter was referred
to the wharf committee,

Henry Chestnut, of R. Chestnut &
Sons, asked for a free site for the es-
tablishment of a canoe factory, which
would employ at least thirty hands.
This was referred to the Alms House
committee, which committee has con-
trol of the lands on which the-factory
is proposed to be built.

J. H. Berry had no information to
give out this evening as regards the
institution of any libel suit and would
not say whether he had received any
instructions or not.
